LIU KANG was born in 1911 in Fujian Province, Yongchun
District, studied western painting in Shanghai, China in his
youth. He later travelled to France for five years to study art.
Mr Liu appreciates paintings by both world renowned classical
and contemporary artists. His works are strongly influenced by
Cezanne, Van Gogh and Matisse. After his return from France,
he taught western painting as a professor at Shanghai Academy
of Fine Arts. During the Sino-Japan War, Mr Liu travelled south
to Singapore. For more than twenty years, Mr Liu held the
chairmanship of the Association of Chinese Artists and the Singapore Arts Society.
He is also Adviser to many arts groups. Mr Liu has held many individual art
exhibitions in Singapore.

In 1952, Mr Liu together with Chen Wen Hsi, Cheong Soo Pieng and Chen Chong
Swee travelled to Bali to paint. In the following year, they held an exhibition on Bali
paintings. The exhibition marked the birth of the Nanyang style which influenced
and set the art trend then. Mr Liu’s paintings are collected by arts museums in China,
Japan, Taiwan, Indonesia, Malaysia and other private collectors.

Mr Liu was awarded the Singapore Public Service Star in 1971 and the ASEAN
Culture and Arts Award in 1993. In 1996, he was awarded the Meritorious Service
Medal by the President of Singapore. Publications on Mr Liu include five painting
collections, a book on his literary works, three television documentaries and a
biography by the China Central Broadcasting Station.
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PHOON YEW TIEN is one of the most promising and imaginative composers of his generation.
Phoon is not only well-grounded in both eastern and western musical vocabularies, his output covers the
entire spectrum of chamber music, songs and music for the theatre and concert hall. He has earned a fine
reputation as a significant composer, both locally and internationally.
Phoon entered the Queensland Conservatory of Music on a Singapore Symphony Orchestra Scholarship
in the early eighties. During his study, he was awarded the Dulcie Robertson Prize in composition in 1980,
1981 and 1983. In 1984, he won the prestigious Yoshiro Irino Memorial Prize for Composition, awarded by
the Asian Composers’ League, one of the highest award to be given to a young Asian composer.
In 1996, Phoon was awarded the Cultural Medallion by the Singapore Government and the top Local Serious Music Award by
the Composers’ and Authors’ Society (COMPASS).
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The Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) was formed in 1068
as a per[orming unit o[ the People's Association (PA) Cultural
Troupe. It was then known as the PA Chinese Orchestra. lis

primary role was to perform al community [unclions.

In 1999, the Orchestra was renamed the Singapore Chinese

Onrchestra 1o refleci its leading status in Singapore.

The SCO slages several major concerts a year. It has given
acclaimed performances at prestigious music fesiivals such as
the Hong Kong Festival of Asian per[orming Arts and the Taipei
Traditional Arts Festival. It has per[ormed with renowned

virtuosos from the People's Republic of China such as Liu De
Hai (pipa), Min Hui Fen (erbu) and Conduclor peng Xiu Wen.

At the communily level, the SCO performs al grassroots
funciions. It also performs in schools under the Ars Education

Programme of the National Arts Council.

The SCO comprises of talented musicians. They per[orm
regu]arly as soloists al both local and overseas concerts. Many of
the musicians play a vital role in developing amateur Chinese
orchestras in schools, clan associations and community centres

or clubs by serving as their conductors or instructors.

The SCO is now managed by the SCO Company Limited,
a company limited by guarantee, set up in May 1996. It was set
up under the initiative of the Prime Minister. The company's
goal is to quah}a}ively develop the SCO into an orchestra of

international slanding.

Hua Bing Xu

Hu Bing Xu is one of the most oulsiancling conductor in the China
music circle. He was admitted into the junior division of the
Central Conservaiory of Music 1o study the oboe in 1955.
Three years later, he was promoied to the orchestral deparimeni
of the Conservalory where he studied under experts from the

former Czechoslovakia. In 1963, he graduated with honours

from the Conservaiory and joined the Central Symphony

Orchestra in the same year as an oboe per[ormer.

In June 1966, Hu took up the conductor's baton quite by chance.

From then on, he has been the resident conductor of the Central

Symphony Orchestra, the Shanghai Opera Threatre, the Beijing
Opera Theatre, the Oriental Song and Dance Troupe, the Central
Operd. the Central Ballet and the China Central Chinese
Orchestra. His last appointment was with the China Central
Chinese Orchestra as its Conductor and Deputy Leader.

Hu has conducted works such as the symphonic Shajia Bang,
the Beijing opera laking the Tiger Mountain and Du Juan
Mountain, operas La Traviata and Carmen, ballets such as Swan
Lake and Mountain Forest, and [i]ms/ielevision series such as the
Dream of the Red Chamber, ./oumey to the West and Zbuge
Liang, He has travelled to and conducted in Algeria. Japan.
Taiwan and the United States of America, leaving excellent

impressions with audiences in these places.

China Times commended him as "a conductor with starlike

qua]ilies....who overpowers the stage with glamour, panac}ie...
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and charisma..". Hu has unique virtuosity and sensilivity in his
performance and has a style that combined the best of eastern

and western music.

Because of his oulsianding accomplisl’xment the China Minislry
of Culture awarded him the "QOutstanding Conductor Award".
He has also per[ormed at grand significani occasions such as the
Closing Ceremony of the 11th Asian Games. In-1995, the

Chinese Record Company awarded him a special ‘Golden
Record Conduciing Award".

His conducling has become close to perfed over the pasl years.
He is also good at developing musicians. Under his baton, he

harmonizes the music, performers and audiences.

Hu's contribution to Chinese music is remendous. He has pushed

Chinese music standard to an unpreceding world renowned level.

Qu Chun Quan is recognised as a First Class Conductor in China.
He joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (formerly under the

People's Association) as a conductor in 1993. He is currently the

Deputy Music Director of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO).
Former positions held by him include Class One Resident Conductor
of the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, Guest Conductor of the China
Central Chinese Orchestra, Vice-Chairman of the Shanghai
Conductors Association, Committee Member of the China Chinese

Music Association and Member of the China Musicians Association.

Raised in a family endowed with music talents, Qu started learning
diﬂereni kind of instruments frorn his falher when he was young. In
1956, he joined the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra and assumed the
positions of erhu soloist and principal player. Qu subsequenlly studied
conduciing at the Conduciing and Cornposiiion Deparimeni of the
Shanghai Conservaiory of Music under Messrs Huang Yi Jun and
Huang Xiao Tong. Qu was appoinied as the conductor o[ the Shangl’iai
Chinese Orchestra after graduating in 1978. Since then, he has led
the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra in numerous concert performances

in C}iina and overseas.

Works that have exerted impact and premiered by Qu include
composilions such as the Great Wall Capriccio, Waters and Clouds
of River Xiao Xiang and Hua Mulan. He has also recorded a iarge
number of albums and cassette tapes. Over the years, he wrote and
aclapieci substantial number of instrumental works such as S]ianghai
Capriccio, Moon in the S]{y Waters and Clouds of River Xiao Xi'ang
(gugin and orchestra), Fabulous Southern Part of Yangize River, Visit

to a Chaozhou Vi//age. Song o[ C}ianggang. Beauii/u/ ./iangnan,
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Charming and Amusing (two yangqgin pieces using the twelve-
noie-tecl'mique) and Yellow River (yangqin concerto) which has won

him several awards at the Shanghai Ans Festival and the Shangl’lai

Festival of Spring Music Compeii}ion.

Qu's other credits include compositions of bacl(ground music [or
numerous lelevision dramas. He received various awards such as
Ou}sianding Per[ormance Award, Ouisianding Achievernen} Award
and Creative Works Award. On a number of occasions, he was invited

as adjudicator al various national music competitions in China.

Qu has performed in many Asian and European countries. [n 1085,
he was invitled as the conductor for the Hong Kong Youth Music
Camp Chinese Orchestra organised by the Hong Kong Music Oﬂice.
In 1987 the Shanghai Chinese Orcheshra pul up a performance in
Singapore under his baton. In 1989, he was invited by a number of

Chinese orchestras in Singapore as guest conduclor.

Qu was invited as a guest conductor for the Hong Kong Chinese
Orchestra Anniversary Commemoration Concert in 1993 and 1995
and the Taipei Municipa] Chinese Classical Orchestra in 1004. In
May the same year, Qu led five SCO virtuosos 1o perform with the
Sl’]anghai Chinese Orchestra at the Shanghai Festival of Spring. an
international fesiival organised by the Shanghai Musicians' Association.
In October 1995, Qu and seventeen SCQO musicians were invited to
per[orm at the 10th National Cultural Feslival-Toc}ligi (Japan). an
international [estival organised by the Toclnigi Prefecture. In June 1996,

Qu was invited as guest conductor of the Taiwan National Practice

Chinese Orchestra.

Erbhu Soloist

Min Hui Fen. famous erhu soloist, was born in 1945 in Yixing.
Jiangsu. She started ]earning erhu with her falher Min Ji Qian at
the age of 8. At 13, she entered the secondary school of the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music and became a student of Wang Yi. At 19,
she was promo}e& to s?u(iy in the Chinese Music Deparlmenl of
the Snanghai Conserva}ory of Music under Lu Xiu Tang. Afier her
graduation in 1969, she became a soloist with the China Arts Group.
Shang}lai Syrnphony Orchestra and Shanghai Arts Group. She was
gui&ecl by renowned teachers Li Mu Liang. Lan Yu Song. Liu Ming
Yuan and Zhang Shao. In 1978, she was recruiled into the Shanghai
Chinese Orchestra. Currenily. she is ranked a First Class Performer
in the China National Artists Raiings.

Min won the first grade laureate in the 4th Shanghai Festival of
Spring Erhu Competition in 1963. Among her other glories are the
Shanghai Literature and Arts Award in 1984, the second grade prize
for creative work in Shanghai Festival of Spring in 1087 the 1st
Golden Disc Award of the Chinese Record Company in 1089. the
title of National Culture and Art Worker in 1988 and the Excellent
Performance Award of Shanghai Festival of Spring in 1901,

Min’s rendition of music has been highly noted for depih of feeling.
She makes great eHor}s to siudy the music before deciding on
technical details. Hence, her exquisite interpretation of the music
always reaches the soul o[ the audience. Her rendition of the
northeastern fo”( piece Torrent ol[ the River moved the famous
Japanese conductor Seiji Ozawa to tears. He remarked that she had
told the whole story of human su“erings. The great US conductor
Eugene Ormandy rated her as an “exiraordinary out of the world
talented music per[ormerﬂ. The French press also commended her

performance as "possessing irresistable appeal«. Having heard her
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play, the principal critic of the Boston Symphony Orchestra wrote a
review in which she was praised as ‘one of the world's greatlest

string players".

Min is also well versed in Beijing and Zhe]iang operas as well as fo”c
music siyles o[ Jiangnan melodies, teochew melodies, classical music
poetlry and [0”( songs. From these varied siyles, she is able to
coniinuously enrich her performances. Min's repertoire is most
extensive and her perforrnance siyle is uninhibited. All in all, her

performances are distinctive of Chinese siyle and Havour.

Her remarkable
performance of this grand piece of music stunned the audience and
i}iey marvelled at the miracle, As her health continued to improve,
Min picl(eci up the roles of a performer. composer, teacher and
lecturer. In recent years, she has been Warmly welcomed in recitals

held in Singapore. Hong Kong and Macau.
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A versatile dizi perforrner, Sin Yeo joined the peoplevs Association
(PA) Chinese Orchestra as a fu]l-iime musician in 1979 and is
currenlly a member o[ the Singapore Chinese Orchestra. Sin Yeo
has proved to be one of the most ouislanding dizi performer in
Singapore. Sin Yeo has represenie& Singapore to per[orrn as a
soloist in China, Greece, Australia, Japan. West Malaysia. Hong Kong

and Taiwan.

In 1979. Sin Yeo represented Singapore to participate in the Second
Asian Youth Music Camp. He was appoinied the Dizi principal for
the combined Chinese Orchestra comprising of members from
the Hong Kong and PA Chinese Orchestras. Sin Yeo was invited
thrice as one o[ the panelisis for the Malaysia National Chinese
Orchestra Compeliiion organised by the Penang Chinese
Conference of Malaysia.

In the late eighiies, Sin Yeo travelled 1o Shang}iai to siudy under
the famous dizi soloist, Yu Xun Fa. In 1093, Sin Yeo was awarded
the National Arts Council Scholarship. He gaine(i entry inlo the
S}ianghai Conservaiory of Music and studied under dizi master.
Zhao Song Ting. He was invited to put up a solo per[orrnance at the
graduaiion concert which was }iigh[y commended by the Chinese
music circle. In the same year, Sin Yeo siaged a solo concert and

recorded an individual compact disc.

Sin Yeo has always exhibited mastery of the dizi lec}iniques. His
performances always possess a rich and pleasant timbre. Sin Yeo is
the conductor of Nanyang Junior Co”ege and instructor of National
Trades Union Congress. National Universiiy of Singapore and
RaH]es Institution Chinese Orchestras.
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Lead Percussionisit

Que]( Ling Kiong, a young and renowned local percussionist, joined the
SCO this year. Ling Kiong started ]earning the percussion instruments
when he was a student at Dunman High School. In 1982, he joined the
Singapore Broacicasiing Corporaiion Chinese Orchestra [now known
as Nanyang Academy o[ Fine Arts (NAFA) Ciiy Chinese Orchesira].
He was appointed an instructor of the Orchestra in 1985, Ling Kiong

also per[ormeci with the Orchestra in various countries and p]aces like

Malaysia. Thailand, Beijing. Shang}iai. Tianjin. Hong Kong and Taiwan.

Ling Kiong studied under several famous percussionists including
professor Li Zhen Gui. An Zhi Shun and Zhu Xiao Lin. With his
devoted and ardent love for the Chinese percussion music, he gave up
his job in 1994 1o further his studies in Chinese music. In April 1004,
he entered the Shanghai Conservaiory of Music to take up a degree
course and dedicated his time to research and siudy Chinese percussion
music. He studied under famous percussion masters, Professor Li Min
Xiong and Professor Xue Bao Lun. He attained excellent results under

their iuielage.

Ling Kiong disp]ays mastery in percussion insiruments. He was
introduced by the local newspapers as “a young and sl(ilfu] percussionist
who is enthusiastic in exploring and siudying percussion music . In
1999, a China music magazine also reported that “the lead player.
Que]( Ling Kiong pul up a rousing and robust performance. He is
inspiring. skilful. siea&y and agile in his performance. He displays
excellent sl’iowmanship. He is expressive yel subtle, yielding viriually

unlimited possibiliiies of varialion.

Ling Kiong participates in various perforrnances and aciively promotes
Chinese orchesira music. He is currenily instructing the NAFA Ciiy
Chinese Orchestra, Duman High School and Chung Cheng High
(Main) School C}iinese Orchestras.

During his stay in
Singapore. he was invited 1o a gei-iogeiher at a Pasir Ris holiciay chalet.
lnspired by that occasion. he wrote this piece of music afier his return
to Beijing. The theme of the music piece reﬂecis Singapore's multi-

racial society.

The Great Wall Capriccio
Composea/ by Liu Wen Jin

The Great Wall is a historical monument built by labourers in ancient
times. It is like a dragon dwe”ing in the Orient. It syrnbolizes unity,
sirengih and wisdom o[ the Chinese. Today. it basks in world altention
for its glory and splendour. The composer, however, did not altempt
to depicl the magnificence o[ its p}iysical structure as the musical
instruments would not be up lo it He chooses a suite formai and uses
the Iyrical and expressive erhu in a concerto. The feelings and

aspirations of one c]imbing the Great Wall become the theme in this

capriccio. There are four movements each with a sub-title.

First movemenl-SiroUing Throug]] the Mountain Pass

In the bacl(grouncl of bells and crescendo lripleis the main theme emerges
with volume and greatness. The erhu solo fol]ows with a deep and
serene melo&y like a poet slro”ing i}lrough the mountain pass with a
mixture o[ feelings, somelimes deep in lhoughls and somelimes [u” o[

admiration.

Second movement-Beacon March

The movement is rapid. dynamic. and has a strong rhyi}lm. It etches a
scene of beacon-fire [i“ing the s]<y with smoke. The heroic and invo]dng
melodies of the orchestra in unison with the bold yet gen}le tunes of the

erhu adequale]y expresses the [ighling spirit and determination of the
Chinese.

Third movement-Memorial /or the Patriots

From solemn, demure, grief and suffering, the erhu solo gradually
develops to depici pricle. rage and slreng}h. The accompaniment varies
as reverberation of ancient bells, the humming of a baritone, the calls of

rivers and mountlains, a&ding to the grimness of the almosphere.

Fourth movemeni-LooLing Afar

The erhu redisplays the theme of the first movement amidst the
imaginative and advancing bac](grounc] accompaniment of the
orchestra. A dance melody [ollows ma](iﬁg one relaxed and cheerful.
The ending rhyi}xm &isplayed by a specia] lechnique of plﬂying the
erhu possesses an infa”ib]e slrengi}l. The coda repeats the main theme

and ends in a profouncl climax.

A Well-Maiched Fight
Composed by Li Ming Xiong

A well-known percussion piece wel]-idenii[ied for its vigour, eHicacious

and richness in [o“( Havours. The theme is based on Zhedong ]uogu,
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a genre of drums and gongs. The composer made use of a distinctive
and unique style to bring forlh a s}ril(ing combination of percussion
instruments. Audience will be able 1o hear the drums and gongs

ec}loing each other like a well-matched [igh} between dragon and liger.

The concerto comprises of five parts namely wa}erfall. magnificeni
views, spring waters, a fine spring day and cascades. It expresses the

composers' sentiments of the wondrous beauly of the world of nature.

Gada Meilin Symphonic Poem
Composed by Xin Hu Guang and arranged by Qu Chun Quan

The sympl’lonic poem Gada Meilin was written based on the story of
the Mongolia national hero Gada Meilin, a herdsman who led his
people in a revolt against the cruel oppression o[ the feudal warlords.
He was later framed and died a heroic death. The Mongo]ians deeply
cherished the memories of Gada Meilin. The Composer uses a fo”(lore
concept to &epict the vast expanse of the border desert land. He then
pacl(s the theme of evil forces in the second movement in a fast yet
compact pace. The composer next porlrayed a war-striken picture of a
baﬂlefiel& with thousands of soldiers on horses [ighling for their lives.
In the finale. the composer sketched the sacri[ice o[ Gada Meilin and
the people’s worship of him in a mournful but solemn atmosphere.
This excellent combination of the orchestra and each musical
instrument successfu“y builds up the mood of mourning, sadness and

loss to one o[ iriump}l, pride and heroism, ending with a climatic finish.
