Tmmg Yeh Music Director

Maestro Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) as Music Director in
January 2002. He is the Music Director of the South Bend Symphony Orchestra in the United
States and Hong Kong Sinfonietta. He is the first conductor in the world to be appointed as
the Music Director of both the Chinese orchestra and the Symphony orchestra simultaneously.
In 1995, he and the South Bend Symphony Orchestra were honoured with the ASCAP award.
Tsung Yeh is also the Principal Conductor of the Beijing Huaxia Chamber Ensemble. It's America
and Europe Concert tours under the baton of Tsung Yeh received high acclaim.

In April 1991, Tsung Yeh was one of the three conductors chosen to participate in the
Conductors’ Mentor Programme, co-sponsored by the American Symphony Orchestra League
and the Chicago Symphony Orchestra. He worked closely with the Chicago Symphony and
their Music Director, Daniel Barenboim and the Principal Guest Conductor Pierre Boulez. In
November 1991, Tsung Yeh successfully led the Chicago Symphony, covering the indisposed
Daniel Barenboim at short notice in a concert featuring Alfred Brendal as soloist. He was the
former Music Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra, Exxon/Arts Endowment
Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra and the Principal Conductor of the Saint
Louis Symphony Youth Orchestra. From 1987-89, he served as Resident Conductor of Florida
Orchestra in Tampa/St. Petersburg. He was also the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany
Symphony Orchestra of New York.

Having studied piano at the age of five, Tsung Yeh began to major conducting in 1979 at
the Shanghai Conservatory of Music and won a full scholarship to the Mannes College of Music
in New York in 1981. He earned his Bachelor of Music degree under Sidney Harth, and upon
graduation, received the school’'s Academic Excellence Award. In 1983, he began to work
towards a master degree at Yale University under Otto Werner-Mueller. He also studied conducting
with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin and Murry Sidlin.

Tsung Yeh'’s past engagements in North America included: the Tucson, Calgary, Rochester
Philharmonic, the New Haven Symphony, and the Minnesota Orchestra. He conducted the
San Francisco Symphony to critical acclaim in June 1989 during the American Symphony
Orchestra League Conference. He is also a frequent guest conductor for orchestras in Beijing,
Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, Taipei, and Taichung. He regularly conducts
orchestras in Poland, Russia, and the Czech Republic. He conducted in France with great
success: with Ensemble 2e2m in Paris, with the Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio France
in Orléan during 1996, with Ensemble de Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio France as part
of the Festival Presence in Paris, and with Hua Xia Ensemble in Lyon in 1997. In August 2000,
Tsung Yeh made his conducting debut in Japan with the Shinsei Symphony Orchestra as part
of the 21st Asian Composers League Conference. Recently, he conducted the Paris-Shanghai
Duplex Concert with the French National Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting
Orchestra which was broadcasted through the satellite TV with millions of audiences in both
Europe and Asia.

With growing reputation in the conducting teaching field, he has been one of the Artistic
Directors of the Symphony Workshop Ltd in the Czech Republic since 1992, and has also
taught the “Conductors” Guild Workshop in Chicago. He has been the master teacher of the
International Conductors’ Workshop for contemporary music in Zurich, Switzerland since 1997.

Lum Yan Sing is the Assistant Conductor of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO),
the Conductor of the National University of Singapore (NUS) and River Valley High School
Chinese Orchestras, an Instructor of Hwa Chong Junior College Chinese Orchestra, an
Adviser of the Malaysia School of Arts, a Council Member of the China National Philharmonic
Association and an Advisor of the Singapore Erhu Association.

Lum learned music theory from Phoon Yew Tien and composing from Leong Yoon Ping.
He also studied under Professor Wang Guo Tong. He has collaborated with the Singapore
Symphony Orchestra (SSO) on numerous performances. In 2001, Lum was again invited
by SSO to conduct a gaohu solo piece by Qiu Yong Ji and SSO. Lum performed and
conducted in Asia and Europe including England, Switzerland, Greece, New Zealand,
Australia, Norway, Japan, China, Thailand and Taiwan.

Lum is one of the few performers in Singapore music circle with tremendous international
performing experience. Lum was the first foreigner invited by the China Central Chinese
Orchestra to stage an erhu solo concert in Beijing Concert Hall. He also conducted the
Orchestra to record a compact disc. In 1995, he was a delegate of the SCO ensemble to
participate in the Shanghai Festival of Spring Concert invited by the Shanghai Chinese
Orchestra and was appointed as the combined orchestra concert master for the first half
of the concert. In 1995, he was invited by the Soka Association as a guest erhu soloist in
its First International Youth Friendly Arts Festival held in Singapore Indoor Stadium and his
performance was well received. In 1997, he led the SCO ensemble comprising ten performers
to participate in the International Arts Festival in Egypt. He also led the NUS Chinese
Orchestra to perform in various countries including China, Romania and Scotland receiving
commendations. On 1 January 2000, he conducted the thousand-performer orchestra to
perform Horse Racing in the Millennium Concert at the Singapore Indoor Stadium jointly
organised by the Ministry of Education and the SCO. He also received the Friendship Award
for his contribution in Arts, Education and Community Work from the Soka Association in
2000. He was also awarded the golden medal at the completion of the University of Soka
in Japan by the Principal cum Leader of the Soka Association International, Mr Daisaku
lkeda.

As an erhu soloist, conductor as well as producer, Lum recorded many compact discs.

He is frequently invited as an adjudicator for the local Instrumental Competitions.

Jin Shi Yi specialises in guanzi and souna performing. He is the first musician in China
to achieve a Master Degree in guanzi performance. Jin studied under the tutelage of souna

masters, Liu Feng Tong, Hu Hai Quan, Zhang Bao Lin and guanzi masters, Hu Zhi Hou
and Zhang Ji Gui. Graduated in 1992, he served as a lecturer in the Conservatory Department
of Instrumental Music. He migrated to Singapore in 1994 and was the wind instrument
instructor of City Lion Chinese Orchestra. Jin joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra in
1997 and is currently its Suona Sectional Principal.

Jin has won the second prize in the 1995 China National Chinese Instrumental Music
Solo Competition. He was awarded the prestigious Outstanding Performer Award at the
1996 Korea International Wind Instrumental Music Festival Competition. His thesis A
Microscopic View on Guanzi Performing Art won an Outstanding Award at the Second
China Conservatory of Music Theses Contest.

He staged various solo concerts in Beijing, Singapore and Malaysia. He has performed
in the 2001 Taipei Traditional Arts Festival. He has performed with the China Central
Symphony Orchestra, Shanghai Orchestra and Shanghai Chinese Orchestra and collaborated
with various renowned conductors and composers.
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Zhao Jian Hua is a national second grade musician in China. He is currently one of
the erhu sectional principals of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra. He is also a member of
the China Musicians’ Association and the Shanghai Musicians’ Association. He was formerly
an erhu soloist and the erhu sectional principal of the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra.

Zhao entered the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra Training Centre in 1978 and studied
under erhu virtuoso Min Hui Fen. Over the years, he has won numerous awards in various
music competitions including Outstanding Performing Awards at the Wuhan National Chinese
Instrumental Competition in 1982 and the Shanghai Young Musicians’ Competition in 1985.
He also won the Performing Award at the Shanghai Festival of Spring in 1986 and the Third
Prize of the Professional Erhu Section at the Beijing ART Trophy Music Competition in 1989.
Zhao is also privileged to be included in the Dictionary of Chinese Contemporary Young
Celebrities and Dictionary of China Musicians.

Zhao had performed in Germany, Australia, New Zealand, Singapore, Beijing, Hong
Kong and Taiwan. He has also performed with the Shanghai Symphony Orchestra. In 1992,
he entered the Shanghai Conservatory of Music to further his study in erhu. During his stay
in Singapore in recent years, he has performed as a guest soloist with several Chinese

orchestras. He was invited by the Taiwan Experimental Chinese Orchestra to serve as its
Guest Concert Master in 1999 for three months.
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Meritorious Award recipient, Ken Chang, also known as Zhang Fan, is a prominent
figure in both the classical and popular music arena. As an avid voluntary music promoter
and song-writer, his pioneering efforts as a nurturer have made a significant impact on the
growth of “Singapore Music” by COMPASS in 1997. Ken won the first prize in the National
Chinese Arts Songs Singing Competitions in 1973 and 1983 respectively. He was the leader
and conductor of several chorus groups. Employed by MNC from 1984 to 1993, he worked
in New York, London, Beijing and Hong Kong. During this period, he pursued graduate
study as well as vocal training. He involves in various cultural and music activities and

preferred to call himself a cultural volunteer. Ken’s song-writing achievements are evident
in his role of promoting the local song-writing community, and from the wide acceptance
among Chinese cultural community for his works. One of his Compositions, “Passing On
The Lantern”, was selected as the theme song for the Chinese Cultural Festival in Malaysia
and Singapore. He was awarded the Meritorious Award by COMPASS in appreciation of
his contribution to Singapore music scene.
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Dr Chia Wei Khuan began his vocal studies in Singapore in the mid-70. Having gained
his LRSM in 1979, he continued his studies on scholarship at Ohio University and the
College-Conservatory of Music, University of Cincinnati. He obtained his Bachelor, Master
of Music and Doctor of Musical Arts degrees in vocal performance in 1983, 1985 and 1993
respectively and was a recipient of Pi Kappa Lambda award for excellent musical and
academic achievement.

He has given numerous solo recitals in Singapore as well as abroad and frequently
performed as soloist in oratorios, operas and concerts. In 1985, with Yeong Yoon Ching,
he was selected as one of the ten singer-pianist teams to participate in master classes and
perform at the Art Song Festival in Cleveland, USA. In 1986 and 1989, he staged two highly
successful recitals at Victoria Concert Hall. Since 1987, he has become a regular soloist
with the International Festival Chorus and is particularly noted for his outstanding singing
in Handel’'s Messiah, Puccini's Messa di Gloria, Elgar's The Dream of Gerontius, Faure's
Requiem and Haydn’s Creation. In 1990, as the bass soloist in Handel’'s Judas Maccabeus,
he toured Western Australia with the Singapore Combined Schools Choir. In addition, he
is featured regularly in the ExxonMobil-NTU and Shell Lunchtime Concert Series and has
participated in the National Arts Council’s Arts Education Programme. In 2000, he completed
a 6-month sabbatical leave in Central Conservatory of Music in Beijing and Oberlin
Conservatory of Music in'the USA. The attachment gave him the opportunity to work closely
with many eminent musicians and vocal pedagogues such as Li Xin Chang, Yang Hong
Nian and Richard Miller.

Dr Chia is currently an Associate Professor of Visual and Performing Arts at the National
Institute of Education, Nanyang Technological University and a member of the National
Association of Teachers of Singing (USA). Apart from teaching and performing, he is interested
in vocal pedagogy, song literature and music education research and is active as a conductor,
adjudicator and voice clinician. He has also been a regular CD reviewer and writer for Sound
and Sight, a Singapore hi-fi journal.

Dr Wong studied voice and piano at The Guildhall School of Music in London, holds a
Doctorate of Music degree in Vocal Performance from The University of Texas at Austin.
Under the NAC 1998 training grant, She completed her Post Doctorate opera training at
Verona, Italy. Her teachers include the noted French Baritone, Gerard Souzay, Elizabeth
Mannion, Choo Tai Li-Conforti, and she was a young student of Choo Lin Mui before studying
abroad. A sought after voice pedagogist and opera educator, Dr Wong is fully engaged
for the year 2002 for vocal master classes, overseas lecturing and workshops for MOE
Teachers Conference, choirs, schools, opera education projects and ENT voice talks. In
2001, she represented NAC to participate at New York City’s Metropolitan Opera Guild’s
“Creating An Original Opera” Program, a programme made possible by the generous support
of the GE Fund, Geraldine R. Dodge Foundation and Vivendi Universal Fund of the United
States.

She is currently directing the Nanyang Technology University Choir, Dr Wong Su Sun’s

Overture Composed by Yang Chun Lin

This is an overture with a single theme. The composer fused the source materials from
woodwind and percussion folk music and Chinese opera music. The music displays savour
and the characteristic.

Thunder Storm and Drought Ancient Tune, Arranged by Qiu Yong Ji

The music piece was adapted from San Ji Lang by Yan Lao Lie in the early 1920s. The music
piece is lively and full of vitality. It uses the thunder storm during the drought as an analogy of people
in dire times working hard to achieve better times.

Mending Jar Arranged by Jin Shi Yi

This is a popular folk music. It seeks to express the fierce bargaining between a jar mending
master and village women-folk. The music is lively and humorous and depicts village life. The instruments
mimic the human voice in speech and song.

Farewell at Yangguan Pass Ancient Tune, Arranged by Min Hui Fen,Accompaniment by A Ke Jian

This music piece is adapted from the theme of the poem Wei Cheng Qu by the famous poet,
Wang Wei. It depicts the sorrow of partings and death as well as biding farewell to friends and relatives
with sad blessings.

The Legend of the Dragon Composed by Chen Ning-Chi

The Dragon is a mysterious creature. Over the past thousand of years, it exists in the minds of
the people as a symbol of ancient civilisation and royalty. Its image, tales and analogies are always
full of myth. China is also a great ancient country. Dragons feature in abundance in its myths and
legends. It is always used to depict the spirit of the Chinese. As one turns the pages of history, one
will note that the homeland of the Dragon was destroyed many times. But not what the Dragon entails:
vitality and hope.

In the introduction of this composition, a lengthy description of the mysterious Dragon in the
clouds serves as a preface. As thematic motives emerge, it becomes a force in anticipation. Finally
the Dragon materialises as the gaoyin suona plays a tune, well-known to the people of the China
highlands. The melody is energetic, slow but forceful. It then extends, shifts and develops into a
conceptual image of a Dragon and its strength.

Fatimah Composed & Accompaniment by Samuel Ting Chu-San, Lyric by Zhou Can

A Collaboration by local composer, Ding Zhu San and Zhou Can in the 60’s. The music
combined with the poem displays rich local colours. Fatimah is a common name amongst
the Malay women. The lyric is a revelation of true feelings.

Sister Dumb Subei Folk Song, Accompaniment by Luo Wei Lun

This song depicts a womanfolk nicked name Sister Dumb who seems clumsy and
stupid. This is a folk song widely known in Subei with a lively tune. However, it does not
have the traditional Subei folk song style. The famous late bass-baritone Chen Yang An
sang it frequently in the 60’s.



San Tao Che Russian Folk Song, Accompaniment by Luo Wei Lun

This song depicts a young man sadly driving his cart on the glacier as his boss is selling
his horse away. This Russian folk song was written using the Russia Ten-Month Revolution
as background. It is a widely-sung translated work locally.

Festoon Drum of Fengyang Anhui Folk Song, Accompanied by Sim Boon Yew

“Festoon Drum of Fengyang” is a type of folk song, dance and drum music, which was
originated in the town Fengyang and later became popular in China’s Anhui province.
Absorbing the local Yangke tune, featuring strong accented rhythms, it is a favourite song
of the traveling musicians.

The Great River Flowing East Composed by Qing Zhu, Lyric by Su Shi, Accompaniment by Lim Kiong Pin

This Chinese Art Song is based on the verse written by Su Shi, a well-known poet in
Song Dynasty. Reminiscing the ancient event that happened at the Red Cliff, Su Shi envied
how Zhou Yu could enjoy success as a young military man while he had achieved nothing
in life. Composed in 1929, the melody is characterized by skillful juxtaposition of folk and
quasi-recitative style.

Hand-in-Hand  Hasake Fok Song, Composed & Lyric by Pan Ying Feng, Accompaniment by Sim Boon Yew

This is a lively Kazak folk song depicting a young lady who is hardworking and beautiful.
Her look is as fresh as the morning sun and flowers; her voice is as sweet as honey. She
dances like an angel and is a role model at work. Hence, she is the darling everyone loves
and admires.

Cordate Telosma Composed & Lyric by Jin Yu Gu, Accompaniment by Chuan Joon Hee

This song praises the cordate telosma.

Grassland in July Composed by Shang De i, Lyric by Song Bin Ting, Accompaniment by Chuan Joon Hee
This song depicts the beautiful grassland in July where bees and butterflies flew around;

the sheeps and yurts over the grassland.

The Sweet Vocalist, Lark Hasake Folk Song, Accompaniment by Chuan Joon Hee

This song praises the lark who is a sweet vocalist. Its singing chases away our unhappiness.

Theme Song The Awakenlng Accompaniment by Sim Boon Yew
