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Inaugurated in 1997, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra 
(SCO), comprising of8o musicians, is Singapore's only 
professional Chinese orchestra as well as a flagship local 
arts group. Its patron is Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong. 
Taking on the twin role of preserving traditional arts 
and culture and establishing new frontiers through the 
incorporation of exotic Southeast Asian cultural artefacts, 
its home is the Singapore Conference Hall, a prime 
performance venue in the financial district. ,. 

Since its inception, SCO has impressed a broadening 
audience with its blockbuster presentations and is fast 
establishing itself among its counterparts around the world. 
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and 
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade 
-Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced 
a musical and visual conversation with Singapore's most 
eminent multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the 
Singapore Arts Festival 2003. The Orchestra celebrated 
Singapore's 39th National Day in 2004 with a spectacular 
concert- Our People, Our Music- featuring over 2,300 
local music enthusiasts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium. 
In 2005, it produced a mega musical production, Admiral 
of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore Arts Festival 
2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong combined 
orchestra that performed at the Singapore National Day 
Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined 
hands with Theatreworks to present the groundbreaking 
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera 
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history 
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in 
the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2oro, 
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts. 

Well-known for its high performance standards and 
versatility, the SCO has performed at numerous 
prestigious events such as the World Economic Forum and 
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and the 
2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting. 
The orchestra also toured Beijing, Shanghai and Xiamen 
in 1998 and Taiwan in 2000. In 2005, it performed at 
the Budapest Spring Festival, the Singapore Season in 
London and Gateshead. In 2007, SCO performed at the 
Beijing Music Festival, as well as in Shanghai as part of 
the Singapore Season in the China Shanghai International 
Arts Festival. SCO was also invited to perform at the 
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Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major 
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. 
These international platforms provided SCO with the 
opportunities to showcase its talents, propelling it to the 
forefront of the international music arena. 

In line with its vision to be a world-renowned people's 
orchestra, SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly 
at various national parks, communities and schools. SCO 
also commissions its own compositions and in 2oo6 and 
2on, organised the Singapore International Competitions 
for Chinese Orchestral Composition that incorporates 
Nanyang musical elements from Southeast Asia. In 2012, 
SCO organised Singapore's first 23-day National Chinese 
Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the 
participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras participated with 
over 44 performances and an audience of 20,000. It is with 
this vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence, educate 
and communicate through its music. 
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Tsung Yeh- Music Director 
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) 
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, 
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as 
Marco Polo and Princess Blue- A Symphonic Epic, Instant is 
a Millennium -A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian, 
The Grandeur ofTang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven 
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and 
Tang Xianzu's plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral 
music to a higher level. .. 
As Music Director of Singapore's National Day Parade 
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music 
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed 
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, 
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO), Singapore Armed 
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, 
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his 
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of 
television viewers. 

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO's 
performances to new heights, both musically and 
technically. Between March and April2oos. he led the 
orchestra on a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London, 
The Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. 
In October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music 
Festival, China Shanghai International Arts Festival, 
Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major 
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen . 
In August 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first 
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the 
Edinburgh Festival. 

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend 
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995. he was 
honoured with the AS CAP Award together with the South 
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as 
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta. 

As part of the Conductors' Mentor Programme sponsored 
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music 
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor 
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed 
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music 
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra 
and Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts

Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony 
Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of Florida 
Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany 
Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal 
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is 
one of the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble. 

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. 
He began his study of conducting at the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music in 1979, and two years later won 
a full scholarship to the Mannes College of Music in New 
York where he received the Academic Excellence Award 
upon graduation. In 1983, he began his post-graduate 
study at Yale University under Otto Werner-Mueller. He 
also studied conducting with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, 
Murry Sidlin, Sidney Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun 
and Cao Peng. 

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai 
Duplex Concert- a collaboration of the French National 
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra 
- that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in 
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San 
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary 
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from 
Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, 
Taipei, Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and 
Czech Republic. 

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher, 
Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China 
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one 
of the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd 
in the Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught 
conducting workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, 
The League of American Orchestras and the Musik 
Hochschule of Zurich. As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh 
has made various recordings under the HUGO, Delos 
and Naxos labels. 
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Simplicity, having a fine eye for detail, accuracy, efficiency, 
calm and rich emotions are words which international 
critics have used to describe Ku Pao-wen's musical oeuvre. 

Born in r970 in Taipei, Ku Pao-wen is a talent groomed 
within Taiwan's Chinese music education system. He learnt 
the violin and piano and displayed an extraordinary talent 
in music from a young age. His journey into Chinese 
music began at the age of r2 , and since then he has won .. 
many national awards for his accomplishments on the 
pipa. He was eventually admitted to the Taiwan Academy 
of Arts (currently the National Taiwan University of Arts) , 
the Chinese Culture University and Graduate Institute of 
Musicology, and the National Institute of the Arts (currently 
the Taipei University of Arts), graduated with top results. 
He was then awarded a full scholarship to pursue a Master 
of Arts at Lindenwood University in the United States of 
America. He went on to further his studies in Orchestral 
Conducting under Donald Portnoy at the University of 
South Carolina, and was awarded a Doctorate of Arts 
in Music. He is currently an Associate Professor in the 
Department of Music at the National Tainan University of 
Arts, where he specialises in Conducting, Management of 
Chinese Orchestras, Chinese Ensembles , Chamber Music, 
and Performance Practice. 
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In 2on, with a sense of mission in mind for the longer­
term development of Chinese orchestral music, 
Ku Pao-wen helped establish the Taiwan Philharmonic 
Chinese Orchestra, taking on the role of musical director. 
Members of this orchestra hail from a diverse range of 
talents including faculty members of tertiary institutions, 
primary and secondary school teachers, freelance musicians 
and high school students. At 75-strong, this orchestra of 
rigorously trained musicians make Southern Taiwan's most 
professional and largest independent orchestra of its kind. 

Ku Pao-wen has taught at the Central Conservatory of 
Music in Beijing and numerous tertiary institutions in 
Taiwan. He was previously Assistant Conductor of the SCO, 
and also Conductor of Kaoshiung City Chinese Orchestra. 
He has also conducted the programme, Classics of the 
Orient, for the Philharmonic Radio in Taipei. Accredited 
for his rich experience in both music education and 
performance, Ku Pao-wen was awarded the Outstanding 
Alumni Award by the National Taiwan University of the 
Arts in 2008, and a Medal for Conducting by the Chinese 
Writers & Artists' Association in 2010. 

A rising star in Taiwan music circles, Ku Pao-wen has 
often been invited to conduct professional orchestras in 
Europe, USA, Hong Kong, Singapore, China and Taiwan. 
In 20n, he was appointed Guest Conductor Chair of the 
Anhui Symphony and Anhui Chinese Orchestra, and in 
the following year led the former orchestra to a rousing 
concert at the Beijing National Grand Theatre Concert Hall. 
This made him the first Taiwan conductor to be invited 
to perform at the venue. Since August 2012, he has been 
appointed as Guest Conductor Chair at SCO. 
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Tian Xiao was born in Shanghai, China. At the age of five, 
he studied under the tutelage of erhu master Cao Yuan 
Long and won a gold award for the Tao Li Cup Erhu Youth 
Competition. He attended the primary school affiliated to 
the Shanghai Conservatory of Music in 1991 and studied 
under Lin Xin Ming. During his course of study, he 
travelled widely with the Shanghai Youth Folk Orchestra, 
playing in overseas performances to Japan and receiving 
good notices for his talent. .. 

In 1995. Tian Xiao was admitted to the secondary school 
affiliated to the Shanghai Conservatory of Music and under 
the attentive guidance of Lin Xin Ming, he participated 
in numerous important performances, shouldering 
responsibilities on the erhu and as an accompanist and 
keyboard improviser. In 2001, Tian Xiao was admitted to 
the Shanghai Conservatory of Music under the tutelage of 
Huo Yong Gang, learning multiple styles of performance and 
enhancing his understanding of music theory. In school, Tian 
Xiao was also the concertmaster and a sectional leader of the 
Shanghai Youth Folk Orchestra. He performed in the erhu, 
zhonghu, gaohu and percussion sections. 

Tian Xiao took part in many competitions and won a 
number of awards, including an outstanding prize for 
the Beijing Long Yin Cup at the 2002 International Erhu 
Competition, first prize for the Shanghai Conservatory 
Long Yin Instrumental Competition and the National 
People's Scholarship for Outstanding Professionals . He 
was also a participant at the Macau International Music 
Festival, working with the Macau Chinese Orchestra. In 
2005, he took part in the Huaxia Roots Large Symphonic 
Meet, receiving great acclaim for his appearance. In the 
same year, he joined the SCO as a huqin musician and is 
currently the zhonghu principal.

Guandong, a region in China's northeast, is home to vast landscapes and rich resources. 
Northeastern musical styles are rich in earthy flavour and have proven extremely popular over 
time. First composed for the Taiwan Hsinchu Youth Chinese Orchestra, this piece draws upon 
musical genres of the Northeast, the suona as the main instrumental role. Adapted with modern 
orchestration techniques and showcasing new, creative rhythms while retaining the folk spirit, 
Guandong Overture is a majestic and expansive work tailor-made for the Chinese orchestra.

Sui Li Jun is a National Class One Composer in China, graduated from the Shanghai Conservatory 
of Music, Folk Instrumental Studies, in I977 under the tutelage of famous suona master Ren Tong 
Xiang. In r989, he graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music, Composition Studies. Sui Li 
Jun is currently vice-chairman of the Musicians' Association of Heilongjiang Province, chairman 
of the Heilongjiang Folk Philharmonic Orchestra and vice-president of the Heilongjiang Opera and 
Dance Theatre. Sui Li Jun has won numerous awards over the years and his representative works 
include Song of the Black Earth, The North-easterly Wind, Guandong Overture and Tune of God .

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_a,~Jfb~EIB Erhu Concerto Chung Yiu-kwong 
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This piece was composed in June 2008 for the International Erhu Competition of the same year 
organised by the Taipei Chinese Orchestra. The main melody was adopted from the composer's 
own work, a Peking opera, in 2oo8, Sunlight After Snowfall, for the Taiwan National Symphony 
Orchestra and the National Guoguang Opera Company. The opera Sunlight After Snowfall tells the 
story behind a letter by calligrapher Wang Xi Zhi, which is a precious artefact residing in Taiwan's 
National Palace Museum - a symbol of the cultural art of the East and West. The artefact's tale 
begins in the Eastern Jin Dynasty with Wang Xi Zhi writing a letter, Sunlight After Snowfall, to 
his longtime friend Zhang Rong. This marks the historical journey of Zhang Rong over time and 
space; over periods of chaos and tumult, during which Zhang Rong continually seeks answers to 
his question, "where is one's homeland?" 

The first movement retains much of the music of the original opera hence has a rich Peking opera flavour. 

The second movement is elegant and refined, occasionally features themes from the opera. 

The third movement draws from a solo violin passage from a separate work of the composer in 
2008 - symphonic poem Opera Performance. The music is energetic and full of excitement, a 
movement for a highly challenging left-hand fingering technical display of the erhu soloist.

Chung Yiu-kwong is the artistic director of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra. His compositions 
range from avant-garde symphonies to pieces for wind band and Chinese orchestra, traditional 
Chinese opera, musical theatre and New Age Music. His representative works include a percussion 
concerto composed in September 2009 for Evelyn Glennie in Deaflympics, Flute Concerto and Spin 
Dance premiered by Swedish flute master Sharon Bezaly and Four Seasons of the Hakka, was given a 
world premiere by violinist Cho-liang Lin and the Sejong Soloists Orchestra in November 2006.

This piece was commissioned by the Taiwan Cultural Affairs Committee and won the Kaohsiung 
Literature Award in 1992. 

The first movement: Tune of Taipei adopts material from the melody of a folksong of the same title, 
portraying the busy and clamorous nightlife of Taipei. Some beiguan music native to Taiwan has 
also been employed as material in the movement. The adagio in the middle section of the work 
expresses trace elements of simple, but profound and heartwarming emotions towards Taiwan's 
nightlife and clubbing districts. 

The second movement: Crying Tone is based on a folksong popular in southern Taiwan. Led by a 
suona, it contrasts beautifully with the boisterous atmosphere of the first movement. 

The third movement: Tian Hei Hei employs the melodies of two folksongs - Tian Hei Hei 
(Darkening Sky) and Tao Hua Guo Du (Ms Tao Hua Crossing River). The music is full of humour and 
rich in earthy, illage flavour, bringing to mind a typical scene of folk festivals in Taiwan.

Kuan Nai·chung was formerly the Conductor and Composer-in-Residence of the China Oriental 
Song and Dance Troupe. He has also held down posts including the Composer-in-Residence of the 
China Arts Troupe, Music Director of Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and Conductor-in-Residence 
of Kaohsiung City Chinese Orchestra.
