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Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra 
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The Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra (SYCO) is a group 
of highly talented young musicians aged between II to 26 

years old. In collaboration with the Ministry ~f Education 
and Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) in 2009, SYCO 
was elevated to the status of National Project of Excellence 
(NPOE), with the vision to nurture potential talents and 
groom them to be the future pillars of Singapore's Chinese 
music scene. Only the finest musicians, through auditions, 
are chosen to be members ofSYCO. 

SYCO is under the management of the SCO since 2003 

and has held its premier concert in 2004. SCO's Music 
Director Tsung Yeh also holds the role Music Director of 
SYCO, with SCO's Resident Conductor Quek Ling Kiong 
as the Conductor. The SYCO members undergo vigorous 
training under SCO musicians. 

Members gain experience performing in concerts staged 
throughout the year. At the SYCO Outdoor Concert held 
in October 2005 at the Singapore Botanic Gardens, the 
orchestra performed alongside SCO, presenting well-known 
traditional Chinese orchestral pieces. The SYCO Budding 
Talents concert held in December 2005 also showcased 
the orchestra's young stars in both solo and ensemble 
performances. The orchestra also collaborated with local 
institutions to stage theatrical concerts in 2005 . 

The SYCO performed to a full house at its third and fourth 
annual concert in June 2006 and 2007 . The orchestra was 
also invited to perform at the Tainan International Chishi 
Art Festival in July 2 006 and staged its debut concert in 
the Esplanade Concert Hall in September 2oo6. In March 
2007, the SYCO performed in SYCO Chamber Recital 
Concert and in September the same year, performed at 
Esplanade's Beautiful Sunday series concert. 
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The SYCO members have various opportunities to 
participate in activities such as workshops and master­
classes conducted by renowned artistes. Since 2005, the 
SYCO members have been participating in the Hong 
Kong Youth Music Camp to enhance their performing 
skills. In 2005, five members successfully auditioned and 
participated in the week-long Hong Kong Youth Music 
Camp, where they interacted with participants from Hong 
Kong and Macau; and in 2007, four members participated. 
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra 
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Inaugurated in 1997, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra 
(SCO), comprising of 8o musicians, is Singapore's only 
professional Chinese orchestra as well as a flagship local 
arts group. Its patron is Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong. 
Taking on the twin role of preserving traditional arts 
and culture and establishing new frontiers through the 
incorporation of exotic Southeast Asian cultural artefacts, 
its home is the Singapore Conference Hall, a prime 
performance venue in the financial district. .. 
Since its inception, SCO has impressed a broadening 
audience with its blockbuster presentations and is fast 
establishing itself among its counterparts around the world. 
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and 
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade 
- Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced 
a musical and visual conversation with Singapore's most 
eminent multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the 
Singapore Arts Festival 2003- The Orchestra celebrated 
Singapore's 39th National Day in 2004 with a spectacular 
concert - Our People, Our Music - featuring over 2,300 
local music enthusiasts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium. 
In 2005, it produced a mega musical production, Admiral 
of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore Arts Festival 
2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong combined 
orchestra that performed at the Singapore National Day 
Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined 
hands with Theatreworks to present the groundbreaking 
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera 
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history 
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in 
the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, 
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts. 

Well-known for its high performance standards and 
versatility, the SCO has performed at numerous 
prestigious events such as the World Economic Forum and 
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and the 
2oo6 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting. 
The orchestra also toured Beijing, Shanghai and Xiamen 
in 1998 and Taiwan in 2000. In 2005, it performed at 
the Budapest Spring Festival, the Singapore Season in 
London and Gateshead. In 2007, SCO performed at the 
Beijing Music Festival, as well as in Shanghai as part of 
the Singapore Season in the China Shanghai International 
Arts Festival. SCO was also invited to perform at the 
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Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major 
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. 
These international platforms provided SCO with the 
opportunities to showcase its talents, propelling it to the 
forefront of the international music arena. 

In line with its vision to be a world-renowned people's 
orchestra, SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly 
at various national parks, communities and schools. SCO 
also commissions its own compositions and in 2oo6 and 
2on, organised the Singapore International Competitions 
for Chinese Orchestral Composition that incorporates 
Nanyang musical elements from Southeast Asia. In 20r2, 
SCO organised Singapore's first 23-day National Chinese 
Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the 
participation of 3r local Chinese orchestras participated with 
over 44 performances and an audience of 2o ,ooo. It is with 
this vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence, educate 
and communicate through its music. 
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) 
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, 
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as 
Marco Polo and Princess Blue - A Symphonic Epic, Instant is 
a Millennium - A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian, 
The Grandeur ofTang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven 
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and 
Tang Xianzu's plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral 
music to a higher level. .. 
As Music Director of Singapore's National Day Parade 
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music 
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed 
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, 
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO), Singapore Armed 
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, 
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his 
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of 
television viewers. 

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO's 
performances to new heights, both musically and 
technically. Between March and April 2005, he led the 
orchestra on a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London, 
The Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. 
In October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music 
Festival, China Shanghai International Arts Festival, 
Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major 
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen . 
In August 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first 
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the 
Edinburgh Festival. 

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend 
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995 , he was 
honoured with the AS CAP Award together with the South 
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as 
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta. 

As part of the Conductors' Mentor Programme sponsored 
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music 
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor 
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed 
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music 
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra 
and Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxonf Arts 
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Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony 
Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of Florida 
Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany 
Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal 
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is 
one of the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble. 

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. 
He began his study of conducting at the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music in 1979, and two years later won 
a full scholarship to the Mannes College of Music in New 
York where he received the Academic Excellence Award 
upon graduation. In 1983, he began his post-graduate 
study at Yale University under Otto Werner-Mueller. He 
also studied conducting with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, 
Murry Sidlin, Sidney Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun 
and Cao Peng. 

In May 2oor, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai 
Duplex Concert- a collaboration of the French National 
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra 
- that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in 
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San 
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary 
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from 
Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, 
Taipei, Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and 
Czech Republic. 

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher, 
Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China 
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one 
of the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd 
in the Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught 
conducting workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, 
The League of American Orchestras and the Musik 
Hochschule of Zurich. As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh 
has made various recordings under the HUGO, Delos 
and Naxos labels. 
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Quek Ling Kiang was a recipient of the Singapore Young 
Artist Award in 2002. He studied at the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music under the National Arts Councifs 
(NAC) Overseas Scholarship, as well as the Lee Foundation 
and Singapore Hokkien Huay Kwan scholarships. He 
learned Chinese percussion from renowned master Li Min 
Xiong and Western classical percussion from Xue Bao Lun. 
He also explored various Chinese percussion arts with 
masters such as Li Zhen Gui, An Zhi Shun and Zhu Xiao 
Lin. After graduating from the Conservatory ~h 1997, he 
joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) and became 
its Percussion Principal. 

Ling Kiang learned conducting from Cultural Medallion 
recipient Tay Teow Kiat and famed Chinese conductor Xia 
Fei Yun. He attended the workshops and masterclasses of 
luminaries such as Tsung Yeh, Kirk Trevor, Colin Metters 
and Harold Farberman as well as Johannes Schlaefli, Marc 
Kissoczy, Oleg Proskumya and Leonid Korchmar. 

Ling Kiang's career in professional conducting took O€ 

when he became SCO's first Conducting Assistant in 
2003. In 2004 , he became SCO's Assistant Conductor as 
well as the Conductor for the Singapore Youth Chinese 
Orchestra (SYCO). During his appointment, he introduced 
and choreographed well-received SCO concerts such as 
the Young Children's Concert and Young People's Concert. 
In 2005, he debuted with SCO at the opening concert 
of the r2th International Conference ofWASBE (World 
Association for Symphonic Band and Ensembles). In 2006, 
he led SYCO to perform at the International Arts Festival in 
Tainan, Taiwan. 

Besides conducting orchestras in China, Taiwan and Hong 
Kong, he has conducted symphony orchestras in the Czech 
Republic including Westbohmisches Symphonieorchester 
in Marienbad, Karlovy Vary Symphony Orchestra and Berg 
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Komorni Orchestra of Prague. In September 2006, he was 
again awarded the NAC overseas bursary and scholarship 
from the Hokkien Huay Kwan to pursue Conducting 
Studies in Zurich, Switzerland. He obtained his Diploma in 
Advanced Studies from Zurcher Hochschule der Kunste in 
2007. Upon his return to SCO in 2008, he was promoted 
to Associate Conductor. During his appointment as an 
Associate Conductor, he introduced and choreographed 
many well-received SCO concerts- SCO's Mother's Day 
Concert, Concerts for Children, Community Series concerts, 
Outdoor Rhapsody, Caring Series concerts, Lunchtime 
Concerts and SYCO Concerts. Quek Ling Kiong is currently 
an adjunct teacher at the Singapore School Of The Arts and 
the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts. 

Quek Ling Kiong was promoted to SCO's Resident 
Conductor from r January 20r3 .

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Moses Gay graduated with a First Class Honours Degree 
from the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts (NAPA) validated 
by the University of Wales and was awarded the highest 
scholarships during his studies at NAP A. In the same 
year, Moses passed the entrance examination and was 
admitted to pursue a Masters Degree in Conducting at the 
China Conservatory of Music. In 2009, Moses participated 
in a conducting masterclass organised by the China 
Conservatory of Music and won the Most Promising Award. 
He is currently the Conducting Assistant at ~e SCO, 
member of the Huqin Association of Singapore as well as 
the Concertmaster and Assistant Conductor for the Toa 
Payoh West Community Club Chinese Orchestra. 

Throughout the years, Moses has been learning the erhu 
under the personal tutelage of renowned erhu master, 
Zhang Yu Ming. He had also received tutelage from erhu 
doyen, Min Hui Fen and erhu master, Zhang Shao. During 
his secondary school days, his teacher Zhang Yu Ming 
brought him into the world of music and played a large role 
in developing his potential and talent. Moses performed the 
erhu concerto, Hong Mei Capriccio, and conducted Phoon 
Yew Tian's Fen Yang Qian ]in, and in his Junior College 
years, performed renowned gaohu concerto, Butterfly Lovers. 
During his time in the Singapore Armed Forces Music and 
Drama Company (SAFMDC), he was the Concertmaster of 
the SAFMDC Chinese Instrumental Ensemble and Fusion 
Ensemble, and was many times involved in a number of 
performances at the Esplanade, as well as being appointed 
the lead player in Chinese opera music. 
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Moses has won the top prizes for individual and ensemble 
(as Concertmaster ofToa Payoh West Community Club 
Chinese Orchestra) categories at the National Chinese 
Music Competition organised by the National Arts 
Council in 2004, 2006, and 2008. One of Moses's most 
unforgettable experiences was being selected by the SCO 
Music Director, Tsung Yeh in 2005 to participate in its 
Europe concert tour. 

As the Concertmaster and the Assistant Conductor of the 
Toa Payoh West Community Club Chinese Orchestra, 
Moses has performed with the orchestra on various 
occasions, including performances for various Singapore 
leaders and important national performances. Besides 
being outstanding in erhu and conducting, Moses 
also studied music theory under James Yap, and piano 
under Wu Xiao Fang and Natalia Kumkova. He received 
tutelage in conducting from Maestro Tsung Yeh, and had 
the opportunity to receive mentorship from Alexander 
Polischuk and Sokolov Dimitrivich from the Rimsky 
Korsakov St. Petersburg State Conservatory Faculty of 
Operatic and Symphonic Conducting .

Loi Ee Vian started to learn the ruan and liuqin when 
she joined the Zhonghua Secondary Schoool Chinese 
Orchestra at the age of I} Having a strong interest in 
Chinese orchestral music, she continued her learning of the 
zhongruan under the tutelage of Xu Yi Ping at the age of 
rs, and attained a NUS Chinese Instrumental Examination 
Grade 6 in Ruan at the same year. Since 2009 , she has 
been learning the liuqin and ruan under SCO musician, 
Seetoh Poh Lam. .. 
Loi Ee Vian joined the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra 
in 2oro and actively performs with various orchestras and 
ensembles as a guest musician. 

She was a recipient of the N gee Ann Kongsi Entry Merit 
Award and is currently pursuing a Diploma in Music 
(Liuqin) at the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts. 
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This piece is a composition to depict festive celebrations. With the use of rapid and energetic 
running passages, and the chorus of suona, gongs and drums, the composer seeks to paint a 
vivid picture of the festive scene. The contrasting middle section in adagio cantabile portrays the 
peaceful mood of an age of prosperity and peace. The recapitulation pushes the joyous and festive 
mood to a climax, and the work ends in the fervent joy of festivities . 
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Zhao Ji Ping is currently chairperson of Chinese Musicians Association, president of the Xi'an 
Music Conservatory and a famous composer for films and televisions. His representative works 
include: Concerto for Guanzi and orchestra- Si!kroad Fantasy Suite, Raising the Red Lantern Suite, 
Ode of Peace and In Search of the Roots of the Ancient Pagoda Tree. Representative compositions for 
film and TV include: Yellow Earth, Raising the Red Lantern, The Water Margins and The Swordman . 

.. 
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The tone poem, Bells in the Rain, is a composition based on Tang dynasty historical records and 
poems. It depicts how Emperor Tang Xuan Zong was filled with anguish due to the demise of his 
favourite concubine, whilst on his way back to Chang'an after the An-Shi Rebellion. During his 
journey, in the rains, the sounds of carriage bells corresponded to the deep mountains stirred 
his feelings of sorrow for his late concubine, whom he shared many beautiful moments with, and 
was killed during his journey to Sichuan. In memory of Concubine Yang, Emperor Tang Xuan 
Zong expressed his grief by composing a piece based on the sounds of falling rain on the bells . 
This piece adopts several tonalities of a Chang'an drum piece of the same title, whilst illustrating 
and expressing itself through the use of a theme, and various polyphonic techniques like the 
fugue form . 
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Rao Yu Yan was a music educator and composer. His representative works include Tone Poems 
Yu Men San and Reverie of the Desert, Guzheng and Orchestra Concerto Regrets of the Li Palace. 
His biography has been recorded in the following biographical collections - Biographies of 
Professors from China's Normal Tertiary Institutions, Biographies of Contemporary Chinese Artists, 
Biographies of Chinese Literati, Biographies of Modern Chinese Composers and also relevant 
collections by the American Biographical Institute and the International Biographical Centre 
(IBC) of Cambridge, England. 
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The excavation of the terra-cotta warriors and horses from the imperial tomb of the Qin Dynasty 
in 1974 had caused worldwide attention. In the history of China, within a short span of ten years , 
between 230 and 221 BC, the Emperor of Qin, Ying Zheng conquered the six dukedoms of Han, 
Zhao, Wei, Chu, Yan and Qi to form one united kingdom, and proclaimed emperorship. However, 
the people could not tolerate the Emperor's despotic and oppressive rule. Eventually, the regime 
was toppled in only 13 years. This piece is not about the terra-cotta warriors despite its title. It 
actually depicts the Qin soldiers who suffered immensely at war for years, and the misery of the 
soldiers who hardly had a chance to return home, and the yearning of their families who waited 
anxiously for their return. Hence, the work is a "Fantasia". The piece is divided into three sections: 

First section: Troops in Gallant, Array with a Guard of Honour- At the beginning, the music is soft. 
It depicts a scene at dawn with faint trumpeting. The sound of marching can also be heard from 
a distance. Then, the theme of the marching troops is introduced. The second theme conveys the 
soldier's low spirits. Later, a passage of fanfare portrays the majestic appearance of the Emperor 's 
carriage and the guards of honour. The last scene depicts encampment after a din of drums and gongs. 

Second section: Dreaming of Home, the Soldiers Yearn to Meet their Loved Ones- In the calm of the 
night, there is an occasional sound of the clapper from the patrolling soldiers. In this isolated area, 
one could vag«ely hear a faint mournful song sung by a weeping soldier. In response to his nostalgic 
feelings, others join in to sing in chorus. Gradually, they fall asleep. The sound of the clappers continues 
to mimic the sound of pounding while the wives doing the laundry at home. Then the uses of guzheng 
bring upon the soldiers' reminiscence of families and dreams broken with the sound of percussion. 

Third section: The Troops Marching on through the Snow under the Flag of the Emperor-
In a different mood, the theme of the first section reappears to describe a different scene. 
The Emperor's guards of honour and the marching troops remain the same but the wintry gale 
is now blowing, the black clouds are gathering and snowflakes started falling. The mood of the 
music turns grim. The marching theme has become a passage of trumpeting, touching and 
tragic. Lastly, the whole work ends in a stirring atmosphere of heightened emotions. 
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Peng Xiu Wen was one of the outstanding masters of Chinese orchestral music and a founder­
inventor of the modern Chinese orchestra. He was also a renowned composer and conductor. He had 
conducted, re-arranged and composed a collection of popular works including Rising Steps, 
Rainbows Chasing the Moon, Spring Flowers Full Moon, Harvest Drums, The Moon On High and 
Dance of the Yao People.

This piece depicts the magnificent conception of the poem, Song of the Lute, written by Bai Ju Yi, a 
great poet of the Tang dynasty. It displays strong ethnic elements and elements of the Chinese style 
in its form, theme and orchestration. This piece comprises of four parts: 

.. 
First part: The Moonlit River- Accompanied by percussion instruments like drums and bells, the 
liuqin plays a deep rubato and expounds the theme in melodious adagio, depicting the beautiful 
scenery of ripples forming in the water and canoes floating elegantly on the river. 

Second part: Sad Utterance - Accompanied by the orchestra, the liuqin plays a sad and woeful tune 
that is at times forceful like the rhythm of heavy rains and at other times delicate like a soft whisper, 
narrating the miserable life experiences of the ancient female artistes. 

Third part: Chaos - With the strong accompaniment of the sounds of the orchestra, liuqin strings 
are swept skilfully and quickly in octaves to bring out the fierce fighting scenes of the ancient battle 
field, building up a climax and depicting the strong ebb and flow of emotions. 

Fourth part: Leaving- The theme is reinstated in this section, and the music comes to an end with 
clear and melodious overtones. The mood and melody of the piece, however, lingers on .
