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The Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra (SYCO) is a group 
of highly talented young musicians aged between n to 26 

years old. In collaboration with the Ministry~fEducation 
and Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) in 2009, SYCO 
was elevated to the status of National Project of Excellence 
(NPOE), with the vision to nurture potential talents and 
groom them to be the future pillars of Singapore's Chinese 
music scene. Only the finest musicians, through auditions, 
are selected to be members of SYCO. 

SYCO is under the management of the SCO since 2003 

and has held its premiere concert in 2004. SCO's Music 
Director Tsung Yeh is the Music Director of SYCO, with 
SCO's Resident Conductor Quek Ling Kiong as the 
Conductor. The SYCO members receive professional 
tutelage under the guidance of SCO musicians. 

SYCO members gain experiences through performing 
opportunities throughout the year. At the SYCO Outdoor 
Concert held in October 2005 at the Singapore Botanic 
Gardens, the SYCO performed alongside SCO, presenting 
well-known traditional Chinese orchestral pieces. The 
SYCO Budding Talents concert held in December 2005 

also showcased the orchestra's young musicians through 
in both solo and ensemble performances. The orchestra 
also collaborated with local institutions to stage theatrical 
concerts in 2005. 

The SYCO performed to a full house at its third and fourth 
annual concerts in June 2006 and 2007. The orchestra 
was also invited to perform at the Tainan International Qixi 
Art Festival in July 2006 and staged its debut concert at 
the Esplanade Concert Hall in September 2oo6. In March 
2007, the SYCO performed in SYCO Chamber Recital 
Concert and in September the same year, performed at 
Esplanade's Beautiful Sunday concert. 
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The SYCO members have various opportunities to 
participate in activities such as workshops and master­
classes conducted by renowned artistes. Since 2005, the 
SYCO members have been participating in the Hong 
Kong Youth Music Camp to enhance their performing 
skills. In 2005, five members successfully auditioned and 
participated in the week-long Hong Kong Youth Music 
Camp, where they interacted with participants from Hong 
Kong and Macau; and in 2007, four members participated. 

On 17 July 2013, the SYCO will perform at the Taiwan 
Hsinchu Chinese Music Festival. 
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Tsung Yeh- Music Director 
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) 
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, 
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as 
Marco Polo and Princess Blue - A Symphonic Epic, Instant is 
a Millennium -A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian, 
The Grandeur ofTang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven 
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and 
Tang Xianzu's plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral 
music to a higher level. 

.. 
As Music Director of Singapore's National Day Parade 
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music 
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed 
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, 
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO) , Singapore Armed 
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, 
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his 
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of 
television viewers. 

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO's 
performances to new heights, both musically and 
technically. Between March and April2oos . he led the 
orchestra on a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London, 
The Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. 
In October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music 
Festival, China Shanghai International Arts Festival, 
Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major 
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. 
In August 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first 
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the 
Edinburgh Festival. 

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend 
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995, he was 
honoured with the AS CAP Award together with the South 
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as 
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta. 

As part of the Conductors' Mentor Programme sponsored 
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music 
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor 
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed 
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music 
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra 
and Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts 
Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony 
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Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of Florida 
Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany 
Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal 
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is 
one of the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble. 

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. 
He began his study of conducting at the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music in 1979, and two years later won 
a full scholarship to the Mannes College of Music in New 
York where he received the Academic Excellence Award 
upon graduation. In 1983, he began his post-graduate 
study at Yale University under Otto Werner-Mueller. He 
also studied conducting with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, 
Murry Sidlin, Sidney Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun 
and Cao Peng. 

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai 
Duplex Concert - a collaboration of the French National 
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra 
-that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in 
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San 
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary 
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from 
Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, 
Taipei, Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and 
Czech Republic. 

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher, 
Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China 
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one 
of the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd 
in the Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught 
conducting workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, 
The League of American Orchestras and the Musik 
Hochschule of Zurich. As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh 
has made various recordings under the HUGO, Delos 
and Naxos labels . 
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Quek Ling Kiong was a recipient of the Singapore Young 
Artist Award in 2002. He studied at the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music under the National Arts Councifs 
(NAC) Overseas Scholarship, as well as the Lee Foundation 
and Singapore Hokkien Huay Kwan scholarships. He 
learned Chinese percussion from renowned master Li Min 
Xiong and Western classical percussion from Xue Bao Lun. 
He also explored various Chinese percussion arts with 
masters such as Li Zhen Gui, An Zhi Shun and Zhu Xiao 
Lin. After graduating from the Conservatory in 1997. he 
joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SC~) and became 
its Percussion Principal. 

Quek Ling Kiong learned conducting from Cultural Medallion 
recipient Tay Teow Kiat and famed Chinese conductor 
Xia Fei Yun. He attended the workshops and masterclasses 
of such luminaries as Tsung Yeh, Kirk Trevor, Colin Metters 
and Harold Farberman as well as Johannes Schlaefl.i, 
Marc Kissoczy, Oleg Proskumya and Leonid Korchmar. 

Quek Ling Kiong's career in professional conducting took 
off when he became SCO's first Conducting Assistant in 
2003. In 2004, he became SCO's Assistant Conductor as 
well as the Conductor for the Singapore Youth Chinese 
Orchestra (SYCO). During his appointment, he introduced 
and choreographed well-received SCO concerts such as 
the Young Children's Concert and Young People's Concert. 
In 2005, he debuted with SCO at the opening concert 
of the 12th International Conference ofWASBE (World 
Association for Symphonic Band and Ensembles). In 2oo6, 
he led SYCO to perform at the International Arts Festival in 
Tainan, Taiwan. 

Besides conducting orchestras in China, Taiwan and 
Hong Kong, he has conducted symphony orchestras 
in the Czech Republic including Westbohmisches 
Symphonieorchester in Marien bad, Karlovy Vary Symphony 
Orchestra and Berg Komorni Orchestra of Prague. In 
September 2oo6, he was again awarded the NAC overseas 
bursary and scholarship from the Hokkien Huay Kwan 
to pursue Conducting Studies in Zurich, Switzerland. He 
obtained his Diploma in Advanced Studies from Zurcher 
Hochschule der Kunste in 2007. Upon his return to SCO in 
2008, he was promoted to Associate Conductor. During his 
appointment as an Associate Conductor, he introduced and 
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choreographed many well-received SCO concerts- SCO's 
Mother's Day Concert, Concerts for Children, Community 
Series concerts, Outdoor Rhapsody, Caring Series concerts, 
Lunchtime Concerts and SYCO Concerts. Quek Ling Kiong 
is currently an adjunct teacher at the Singapore School Of 
The Arts and the Nan yang Academy of Fine Arts. 

Quek Ling Kiong was appointed to SCO's Resident Conductor 
from I January 2013. 
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Huang Xiao-Fei- Conductor 
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Huang Xiao-Fei is a conductor, composer, professor at 
the China Conservatory of Music and a member of the 
China Musicians Association. Upon graduated from the 
Department of Composition at the Central Conservatory 
of Music, Huang Xiao-Fei remained in her alma mater 
where she taught at the Chinese Music Department. She 
later joined the China Conservatory of Music. She had 
previously held positions as conductor and composer at the 
Hubei Opera Troupe, China Movie Chinese Orchestra and 
Dongfang Opera Troupe. .. 

In 1992, she was appointed as the professor of the China 
Conservatory of Music. In 1994, she received a medal 
and sponsorship from the State Council of the People's 
Republic of China for her outstanding contribution to the 
development of Chinese Arts and Culture. While teaching 
at the China Conservatory of Music, she was invited to 
conduct and teach in various states and countries including 
Hong Kong, Taiwan, Singapore and Korea. 

Huang Xiao-Fei's conducting style is filled with emotions 
and details. She has conducted many huge operatic works 
such as White-hair Maiden, Yellow River Piano Concerto, 
together with performances and recordings with the Central 
Conservatory of Music Orchestra, China Conservatory of 
Music Orchestra and various orchestras that she guest 
conducted. Through the years, she has also conducted 
and recorded many albums that were well received 
internationally such as Tao ]ing Ling, Gada Meilin Capriccio, 
Butterfly Lovers (for pipa and orchestra), Mother (erhu piece) 
and Farewell My Concubine. 

Huang Xiao-Fei has composed many works in a wide range 
of styles. Representative works include Youth Piano Concerto 
(with soloists Liu Shi Kun, Sun Yi Lin and Pan Yi Ming); 
Tractor (chorus with piano)- awarded first prize at the 
Central Conservatory Competition; My Little Friend (piano 
suite) - awarded first prize at the Central Conservatory 
Competition; Reminiscence (erhu with piano) - awarded 
second prize at the Central Conservatory Competition; 
Mei Hua Xin Yang (piano concerto with soloist Zhang 
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Xiao Hu) -awarded first prize at the China Conservatory 
Composing Competition; june Snow (erhu concerto with 
soloist An Ru Li) - awarded first prize at the China 
Conservatory Composing Competition; Red Plum (Sanxian 
concerto with soloist Xiao Jian Sheng) -awarded second 
prize at the China Conservatory Composing Competition; 
Xin Chao (ensemble)- awarded second prize at the 
Shanghai first International Jiangnan Sizhu Composing 
Competition). Other works also include Chinese orchestral 
piece Chang-E, dizi concerto Gada Meilin Capriccio, 
pipa concerto Yue Er Gao, Autumn Nights for sheng and 
orchestra, and Dunhuang Tang Dance for guzheng and 
symphony orchestra.

Roy Yuen Ze Min's interest in guzheng started at the age 
of nine through the Guzheng Ensemble in Changkat 
Primary School. He started learning guzheng under the 
tutelage of Deng Hai Qiong. In 2004, he represented 
Damai Secondary School's Guzheng Ensemble in the East 
Zone Schools Guzheng Competition (Group Category) 
and clinched both the Gold Award and Best Performer 
Award. He was the President of the Guzheng Ensemble 
in his primary and secondary schools, often representing 
his schools to participate in the Singapore Yo'ttth Festival 
Central Judging. 

Roy joined SYCO in 2on and learnt under the tutelage 
of SCO guzheng musician, Xu Hui. Within a year, he 
obtained a distinction for Diploma in Guzheng from the 
Central Conservatory of Music. He was also later selected 
to perform a guzheng concerto, Mountains and Water, 
composed by China's top-level and distinguished composer, 
Gu Guan Ren, with the SCO. 

His continued hard work and passion in guzheng garnered 
him the second prize in the 2012 National Chinese Music 
Competition (Guzheng Open Category) organized by the 
National Arts Council Singapore. His performance during 
the competition won critical acclaim from the judges. 

Despite his active involvement in the music scene, Roy is 
currently pursuing his studies at the National University 
of Singapore (NUS), majoring in Geography at the Faculty 
of Arts and Social Sciences. He has collaborated with the 
NUS Chinese Orchestra and performed Chen Ning Chfs 
guzheng concerto, Xi Shi, a local premiere. He was also 
the Guzheng Principal in the orchestra. 
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Joyce Poh Hui Bing- Dizi 
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Joyce Poh graduated from the Singapore Polytechnic with 
a Diploma with Merit in Music and Audio Technology. 
She first started learning dizi at Serangoon Secondary 
School's Chinese Orchestra and was the wind sectional 
leader. Subsequently, Joyce sought tutelage from several 
teachers including SCO musicians See Seow Pang and 
Lim Sin Yeo. In zooz and zoo3, Joyce was selected for the 
Chinese Orchestra Music Camp organised by the Ministry 
of Education Co-curricular Activities Branch and also 
joined Chengsan Chinese Orchestra, SYCO and Singapore 
Polytechnic Chinese Orchestra (SPCO) in later years. 

In zoos, Joyce sought tutelage under Tony Ang Ting 
Leong and obtained distinction certificate at the Nanyang 
Academy of Fine Arts Dizi Grade 9 practical examination 
and a distinction certificate at the NUS Centre for the Arts 
in Dizi Diploma practical examination in zoo7. 

Joyce was appointed as secretary of the SPCO. In zoo6, 
she represented SPCO to perform on Star Cruise Virgo and 
SYCO to perform in Tainan's Chi Shi Arts Festival. 

In zooS, Joyce was awarded a Certificate of Distinction 
from the National Chinese Music Competition (NCMC) 
organised by National Arts Council Singapore, and the first 
prize winner from the Dizi Open Category. In ZOIO and 
zo1z, Joyce participated in the NCMC (Ensemble Category) 
with Toa Payoh West Community Centre Chinese Orchestra 
and achieved a Certificate of Distinction as first prize 
winners for both competitions. 

In February zo1z, Joyce performed a dizi concerto piece 
joyful with the SCO. She has also performed at Indonesia, 
Beijing and France. Joyce graduated with a Bachelor of 
Arts degree with Merit majoring in Theatre Studies at the 
National University of Singapore in zo1z and is currently 
the dizi Sectional Principal of the SYCO and also teaching 
dizi at various schools. Joyce is also a member of The Qi 
Ensemble (Trio) .

Wang Chen Wei 
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This is a commissioned piece for the 1oth anniversary of the SYCO. The composer was 
a founding member of the SYCO. This majestic and passionate piece expresses young's 
determination in pursuing their dreams and to achieve greater heights. Various harmony, 
counterpoint and instrumentation techniques are explored, expanding the sonorities of the 
Chinese orchestra. The piece demonstrates a synthesis of elements from Chinese music (such 
as the pentatonic scale) and western classical music (such as the fugue) resulting in a hybrid 
and unique musical style, with hints of modern film music. This combination of east and west, 
traditional and modern represents the youth in a globalised society who embrace both tradition 
and innovation. 
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Wang Chen Wei is a fourth-year student of music composition and audio engineering at 
the Vienna University for Music and Performing Arts. He is a member of COMPASS and the 
Association of Composers Singapore. Wang Chen Wei's composition, The Sisters Islands, won the 
Singapore Composer Award at the Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestral 
Composition 2oo6. In 2010, his wind orchestra composition received the Singapore Compose 
prize from the Singapore Philharmonic Winds. He was also commissioned by the Ministry of 
Education to compose 3 pieces, including the set piece for the 2on Singapore Youth Festival 
Central Judging of Chinese Orchestras . Wang Chen Wei was conferred the "Young Outstanding 
Singaporeans Award" in 2011.

First section: Dawn in Spring begins with the dizi to paint the scene at daybreak as nature unfolds 
and living creatures awake. The guzheng and yangqin follow to melodiously ignite the fragrances 
and the colours of spring. 

Second section: Wandering in Spring makes its entrance in rondo to illustrate an image of the 
joyful people playing excitedly in the countryside. 

Third section: Ode to Spring brings back the theme of springtime, and sings the beauty of spring 
to convey hope and confidence in the future.

Summer Lo Leung Fai 
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The heat of summer usually creates intense restlessness, while the gusty wind and torrential 
rains wash away the heavy hearted feelings. This composition was premiered by the Hong Kong 
Chinese Orchestra in 1980. This piece consists of three sections. 

First section: Depicts a hot summer day with a scorching sun, causing people to feel restless and anxious. 

Second section: Illustrate the gather of dark clouds, strikes of thunder and lightning, and a storm 
breaks out with lashing wind and a heavy downpour. 

Third section: The storm passes and as the sun comes out once again, the world is refreshed, 
and people sing in praise of the bright summer day.

Autumn Lo LeungFai 
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This piece is composed in ternary form that conveys the composer's personal feelings through 
scenes of autumn. The introduction presents a bleak scene in autumn with sighing wind and falling 
leaves . The first subject in largo is a melancholic song of autumn. The mid-section develops with 
stirred feelings , as the composer reminisce the past. The first subject returns at the end of the piece to 
illustrate a recollection of the past.

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This piece was completed on 22 August 1984 and is the last Chinese orchestral work composed 
by the composer based on the theme of four seasons. It is composed in the form of a sonata. The 
composer sings to the beauty and fineness of winter: Have you ever seen the flying snows in 
the frontiers? Have you ever seen the harsh winter in the northern country? Winter heartlessly 
brings with it dales, snow, freezes ... Winter also brings grandeur and magnificence as well as 
the propitious sign of harvest and symbol of hope. The long and harsh winter holds a heart of 
generosity and is filled with the vigour of life.

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Dunhuang is famous for its mural arts which represent the greatness and glory of ancient China, 
which has inspired the composer to compose this piece. 

The piece begins with recalling the distant past. The full orchestra then brings to life the grandeur of the 
palace amidst drums and bells, manifesting the colour and splendor of Tang dynasty dance. A 
guzheng solo plays a simple, distinct and yet serenaded melody to illustrate the graciousness of the dance. 

The warm and passionate allegro of the middle segment represents the joyous dance scene. The 
guzheng cadenza shows off various performing techniques as well as emotions and poise of the 
lead dancer. 

The third segment is a summarised return of the first segment, as the dancer flies towards the 
sky amidst the elaborate flowing music.

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This concerto for dizi and orchestra is based on a Mongolian folk song, Gada Meilin (Gada is 
a person's name while Meilin is title for a Mongolian minor official position) . The piece starts 
with a bass tonality from the qudi to illustrate the theme of the piece, followed by the long tune 
representative of Mongolian folk songs. The orchestra plays in low key with the long notes and 
free-playing of the dizi bring about a recollection of past history on vast grassland. 

In the first segment, an andante cantabile movement, the theme is formed through several 
variations of dizi and orchestra, expressing nostalgia and praise. 

The distinctive rhythm of the allegro in the second segment brings out the secondary melody. 
The juxtaposition of distinctive musical notes together with the undulating melody, recalls scenes 
of warriors fighting bravely on the grassland. 

After the climax, the cadenza leads to a presto finale which ends the piece.
