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Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Inaugurated in 1997, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra
(SCO), comprising of 78 musicians, is Singapore’s only
professional Chinese orchestra as well as a flagship local
arts group. Its patron is Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong.
Taking on the twin role of preserving traditional arts

and culture and establishing new frontiers through the
incorporation of exotic Southeast Asian cultural artefacts,
its home is the Singapore Conference Hall, a prime
performance venue in the financial district.

Since its inception, SCO has impressed a br?jadening
audience with its blockbuster presentations and is fast
establishing itself among its counterparts around the world.
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade

— Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced

a musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most
eminent multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the
Singapore Arts Festival 2003. The Orchestra celebrated
Singapore’s 39th National Day in 2004 with a spectacular
concert — Our People, Our Music — featuring over 2,300
local music enthusiasts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium.
In 2005, it produced a mega musical production, Admiral
of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore Arts Festival
2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong combined
orchestra that performed at the Singapore National Day
Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined
hands with Theatreworks to present the groundbreaking
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in

the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010,
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.
Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, the SCO has performed at numerous
prestigious events such as the World Economic Forum and
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and the
2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting.
The orchestra also toured Beijing, Shanghai and Xiamen
in 1998 and Taiwan in 2000. In 20053, it performed at

the Budapest Spring Festival, the Singapore Season in
London and Gateshead. In 2007, SCO performed at the
Beijing Music Festival, as well as in Shanghai as part of
the Singapore Season in the China Shanghai International
Arts Festival. SCO was also invited to perform at the
Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen.
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These international platforms provided SCO with the
opportunities to showcase its talents, propelling it to the
forefront of the international music arena.

In line with its vision to be a world-renowned people’s
orchestra, SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly
at various national parks, communities and schools. SCO
also commissions its own compositions and in 2006 and
2011, organised the Singapore International Competitions
for Chinese Orchestral Composition that incorporates
Nanyang musical elements from Southeast Asia. In 2012,
SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National Chinese
Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the
participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras with over 44
performances and an audience of 20,000. It is with this
vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence, educate and
communicate through its music.

Tsung Yeh — Music Director
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu's plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Say Parade
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO,
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO), Singapore Armed
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble,
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of
television viewers.

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO’s
performances to new heights, both musically and
technically. Between March and April 2005, he led the
orchestra on a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London,
The Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival.

In October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music
Festival, China Shanghai International Arts Festival,
Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen.
In August 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the
Edinburgh Festival.

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995, he was
honoured with the ASCAP Award together with the South
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta.

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra
and Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts
Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony
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Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of Florida
Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany
Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is

one of the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble.

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five.

He began his study of conducting at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music in 1979, and two years later won

a full scholarship to the Mannes College of Music in New
York where he received the Academic Excellence Award
upon graduation. In 1983, he began his post-graduate
study at Yale University under Otto Werner-Mueller. He
also studied conducting with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin,
Murry Sidlin, Sidney Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun
and Cao Peng.

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai
Duplex Concert — a collaboration of the French National
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra
— that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from

Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong,
Taipei, Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and

Czech Republic.

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher,
Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one
of the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd
in the Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught
conducting workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild,
The League of American Orchestras and the Musik
Hochschule of Zurich. As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh
has made various recordings under the HUGO, Delos
and Naxos labels.
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Li Biao — Percussion
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Li Biao is one of the world’s few solo percussionists
who has conquered the international stage and has won
global acclaim for his extraordinary musicality, unique
performance style and technique-defying dexterity with
instruments.

Born in Nanjing, China, Li Biao began his musical

studies at the age of five. In 1982 he entered the Central
Conservatory of Music in Beijing to study percussion
music. In 1988, he was selected by the Chinese government
as the first percussionist to study at the Tchaikovsky
Conservatory of Music in Moscow. Learning from

V. Sniegerew, Li Biao graduated with a master’s degree with
first class honours. After winning the German National
Cultural Foundation Scholarship to study at the National
Conservatory of Music in Munich, Li Biao graduated with

a second master’s diploma. Over the course of his time

at Munich, he achieved awards at numerous prestigious
international competitions, including the first Debrecen
Percussion Competition, where he became the first Chinese
national to be awarded the top prize.

As a talented soloist, Li Biao is competent in performing an
extensive range of musical works and styles. He has given
many solo recitals at music festivals, collaborating with
well-known orchestras and chamber ensembles including
the Bavarian Radio Symphony Orchestra, the Bamberg
Symphoniker, the Verona Opera, the Czech Philharmonic
Orchestra, the Orchestre National de Lyon, the Montpelier
Opera, the Franz List Chamber Orchestra, the Polish Radio
Symphony Orchestra, the Bulgarian National Symphony
Orchestra, the China National Symphony Orchestra, the
China Philharmonic Orchestra, the Beijing Symphony
Orchestra, the Shanghai Symphony Orchestra and many
others around the world. He has worked with leading
conductors such as Mstislav Rostropovich, Christoph
Eschenbach, Lawrence Foster and Jonathan Nott. Li Biao
has also performed in more than 70 countries.
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Performing his percussion concerto repeatedly at Pay
Attention to Classical Music — the most influential European
classical music opinion programme, Li Biao has recorded
his percussion albums with renowned labels such as EMI
and Teldec. A professor at the Central Conservatory of
Music in Beijing from 2003 and Hochschule fiir Musik
“Hanns-Eisler” in Berlin from 20006, he is the first Asian
percussionist to have been offered the title of professor in
a prestigious international music institute.

In 2008, Li Biao and his percussion group were invited

to perform at the closing ceremony of the 2008 Beijing
Olympic Games. Li Biao led his ensemble to hold a further
series of concerts in twelve cities across China. From April
to May 2009, Li Biao delivered 22 concerts on a continental
tour of eight European countries.

In 2010, Li Biao was appointed the Music Director of the
Mercedes-Benz International Music Festival, and also
perform at the International Percussion Festival at the
China National Centre for the Performance Arts. In 2011,
he began appearing on stage as a conductor, working with
symphony orchestras in Europe and China. In 2012, the
Beijing Symphony Orchestra named Li Biao as Artist-in-
Residence and Conductor, a position established for the
first time in the history of this orchestra.

Highlights of Li Biao's performances in 2012 included tours
with the China NCPA Orchestra in Europe and the 2012
London Olympic Games Concert, where he collaborated
with the London Philharmonic Orchestra. He has also
toured Europe and Asia with the Li Biao Percussion Group,
playing at the Mercedes-Benz International Music Festival
and the International Percussion Festival at the China
National Centre for the Performance Arts.

Let the Thunder of Drums Roll VII
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As a hub of the East and West, Hong Kong has many cross-cultural features reflected in its
architectural styles and local flavours. The piece utilises the tune of Southern China as source
material, fusing different styles of music and culture to create a unique and hybrid character of
Hong Kong city. The Hong Kong Drum Festival is an annual event much looked forward to by
the local community, participants look forward to the vibes created by the orchestra and guest
artistes from different parts of the world, to create a musical dialogue of percussion music. The
composer revisits this piece, Let the Thunder of Drums Roll, each year to incorporate the ethnic
backgrounds and musical features of individual guest artistes. The piece has therefore become
a celebratory percussion conposition that continues to evolve over time.

This composition was commissioned by the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and premiered at the

concert, Majestic Drums X, in December 2007 conducted by the composer.

The television drama, The Family Legend, was first telecast in 2002 and amassed a strong following
in many countries, including Singapore. The story revolves around the lives of a wealthy and
influential family in Beijing and unfolds to the rhythm of a musical score rich in the flavours of
the capital city. After the interlude, the theme song introduces a series of invigorating percussion
from the Beijing opera. The ambience of the drama heightens as the sharp trill of the jinghu fiddle
pierces the air. With the success of the TV show, composer Zhao Ji Ping rearranged the theme song
into a Chinese orchestral version. To highlight the glories of Beijing’s rich history, he added a sub-
theme, Moon over Lugou River at Dawn, to the piece.

Tales of the Walled City was a broadway-style musical jointly presented by the Hong Kong Repertory
Theatre, Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and Hong Kong Dance Company. The premiere in 1994
was a resounding success, and the production enjoyed two highly successful re-runs in 1996 and
1997. The original scores include popular songs such as Song of the Walled City, Three-inch Golden
Lilies, Song of Fair Moon and Lotus, Song of the Pirate and Where to Find True Love.

The demolition of the Walled City in 1993 marked the beginning of a new era in Hong Kong.
What had taken place within its walls became history and relics of our times. The story spans
almost two centuries, from the first years when the walls of the enclave were built in the 1820’s
during the Qing dynasty, to 1993 when the residents were on the verge of relocation. Generations
have experienced the joy and sorrow, love and hatred of life in the tiny enclave which is in fact

a miniature of the city of Hong Kong itself — with its bustling lights and dark corners, as well

as people who are willing to share and to care. The following movements will be performed in
tonight’s concert:
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1. Song of the Walled City — This theme song runs throughout the musical. As people building the
walls, they sing with hope and optimism, “When we are stopped by the mountain, we clear it up;
See the Lion Rock in the golden light; At the edge of the sea, we’ll build a paradise.”

2. Three-inch Golden Lilies — The “three-inch golden lilies” is a euphemistic term for “bound feet”.
The music laments the fate of Chinese women in the old days, is a duet sung by Zeng’s wife and
her maid, Yuehao (Fair Moon). It has a light-hearted, humourous rhythm yet filled with a sense
of helplessness.

3. Song of Fair Moon and Lotus — This is the love theme of the two pairs of lovers in the story:
Langri (Sunny Day) and Hehua (Lotus); Jinsheng (Winning Gold) and Yuehao (Fair Moon). The
lilting and emotional melody sung with a fervent touch, it tells the hopes of these young couples
for better present and bright future.

4. Song of the Pirate — This is sung by the pirate Shiwuzai (the 15th son), the bad guy of the story.
The tempestuous music and sharply fluctuating rhythm vividly portray the ruthless and fierce
nature of the pirate.

Chen Ning-chi is one of the pioneers in Hong Kong’s amateur Chinese orchestral conducting
scene, he has played important roles in Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra as a guest conductor, deputy
music director, composer-in-residence and assistant conductor. In addition, he has led departments
of research and development. Over the years Chen Ning-chi has composed a large number of
Chinese and Western pieces in diverse musical forms for different setups including the symphony
orchestra, the symphony chorus, the piano and the folk orchestra. He has also written operas,
musicals and dance music, making major contributions to the landscape of Chinese music in Hong
Kong. His representative works include the opera Tales of the Walled City, dance and Cantonese
opera music Fairy of the Ninth Heaven, Legend of the Dragon, Bayin Collection and a tone poem Battle
at Red Cliff.

This piece is Li Biao and Meng Ke’s latest collaboration in 2012. This version has been re-adapted
by Simon Kong Su Leong in a commission by the Hong Kong Chinese orchestra for multiple
percussion solos and Chinese orchestra, premiered by Li Biao and the Berlin Philharmonic
Percussion Group together with the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra. The suite showcases
percussion instruments and styles from five different continents, giving ample demonstration of the
percussion world’s multicultural background. The work consists of three movements:

First Movement: Festival — A fanfare-liked music kicks off celebrations. This section features
oriental motifs and new age styles, incorporating a scintillating episode on the marimba as well as
richer Chinese pentatonic colours. The movement closes in a booming conclusion following the
buildup of great momentum.

Second movement: Autumn Dream — A mystical movement, this segment showcases different
tone colours of percussion instruments, giving special play to the vibraphone. Here, fusion sounds
flow in mellow and sensuous waves, bringing listeners to an autumnal fantasy. The atmosphere is
relaxing and soothing, as if one were on a beach enjoying a magnificent sea view, basking in the
ocean breeze in comfortable pleasures...

Third Movement: Dance of the Times — An east meets West, combination of traditional and
modern instruments through dynamic rhythms, fast-changing tempi and the vibrancy of Chinese
orchestral sounds, marks the pace of a rich and varied era. Percussionists have the spotlight here in
a full-blown section of free improvisation, before they are called together at the end of the work by a
fanfare on the suona; together with the orchestra, ends the piece in a climax.

The composer visited Singapore for the first time during Chinese New Year in 1999. On the
fifteenth evening of Chinese New Year, he witnessed the Chingay Parade while he was at Orchard
Road with a friend and was impressed by the grandeur of the parade. Its festivity and unique
cultural aspect, one that is a cross between tradition and modernity, the fusion of the East and
West, has given him great inspiration for this composition. This piece utilises the structure

of multiple segments and variation often found in Chinese folk music. With a polyphonic
composing style, this piece combines multiple tonalities and different rhythms in its several
layers. The varied time signatures and significant emphasis on the percussion recreates the
joyous festive atmosphere of the Chingay Parade.
