Singapore Chinese Orchestra

Inaugurated in 1997, the Singapore Chinese Orchestra 
(SCO), comprising of 82 musicians, is Singapore’s only 
professional Chinese orchestra as well as a flagship local 
arts group. Its patron is Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong. 
Taking on the twin role of preserving traditional arts 
and culture and establishing new frontiers through the 
incorporation of exotic Southeast Asian cultural artefacts, 
its home is the Singapore Conference Hall, a prime 
performance venue in the financial district.

Since its inception, SCO has impressed a broadening 
audience with its blockbuster presentations and is fast 
establishing itself among its counterparts around the world. 
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and 
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade 
– Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced 
a musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most 
eminent multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the 
Singapore Arts Festival 2003. The Orchestra celebrated 
Singapore’s 39th National Day in 2004 with a spectacular 
concert – Our People, Our Music – featuring over 2,300 
local music enthusiasts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium. 
In 2005, it produced a mega musical production, Admiral 
of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore Arts Festival 
2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong combined 
orchestra that performed at the Singapore National Day 
Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined 
hands with Theatreworks to present the groundbreaking 
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera 
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history 
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in 
the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, 
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and 
versatility, the SCO has performed at numerous 
prestigious events such as the World Economic Forum and 
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and the 
2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting. 
The orchestra also toured Beijing, Shanghai and Xiamen 
in 1998 and Taiwan in 2000. In 2005, it performed at 
the Budapest Spring Festival, the Singapore Season in 
London and Gateshead. In 2007, SCO performed at the 
Beijing Music Festival, as well as in Shanghai as part of 
the Singapore Season in the China Shanghai International 
Arts Festival. SCO was also invited to perform at the 

Macau International Music Festival, as well as at major 
concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. 
These international platforms provided SCO with the 
opportunities to showcase its talents, propelling it to the 
forefront of the international music arena.

In line with its vision to be a world-renowned people’s 
orchestra, SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly 
at various national parks, communities and schools. SCO 
also commissions its own compositions and in 2006 and 
2011, organised the Singapore International Competitions 
for Chinese Orchestral Composition that incorporates 
Nanyang musical elements from Southeast Asia. In 2012, 
SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National Chinese 
Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the 
participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras participated with 
over 44 performances and an audience of 20,000. It is with 
this vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence, educate 
and communicate through its music.

拥有 82 名演奏家的新加坡华乐团是本地

的旗舰艺术团体，更是唯一的专业国家级

华乐团。自 1997 年首演以来，在肩负起 

传统文化的传承之际，也以发展和创新 

为重任；更通过汲取周边国家独特的 

南洋文化，发展成具多元文化特色的乐团。 

新加坡华乐团拥有得天独厚的条件， 

它坐落于新加坡金融中心，常驻演出场

地是修建后的新加坡大会堂—一座见证

新加坡历史的坐标；而乐团赞助人是 

李显龙总理。各种资源和优势相互交融，

使新加坡华乐团成长为一支风格独具的

优质华乐团。

自成立以来，新加坡华乐团不断策划与 

制作素质高又多元性的节目，使它在华乐界 

占有一席之地，而日益扩大的观众群也目睹 

了华乐团这几年来的成长。2002 年的 

滨海艺术中心开幕艺术节上，乐团带给 

观众一部富于梦幻色彩，又具真实历史 

事迹的交响幻想史诗《马可波罗与卜鲁罕 

公主》，为乐团发展史开创新的里程碑。 

2003 年的新加坡艺术节，乐团与本地 

多元艺术家陈瑞献一同呈献了别开生面的

音乐会《千年一瞬》，突破了单一艺术呈献 

的音乐会形式。2004 年新加坡建国39 年， 

乐团召集了 2300 名表演者，以有史以来 

最庞大的华乐队演出《全民共乐》， 

堪称壮举。2005 年，为纪念郑和下西洋 

600 周年，乐团集合多方力量，邀请多

位国际知名歌唱家同台演出音乐剧史诗 

《海上第一人 —— 郑和》。2007 年， 

新加坡华乐团与新加坡交响乐团，以

及本地其他上百位演奏家组成的联合 

大乐团，共同参与了新加坡国庆庆典 

演出，为国庆典礼增添艺术色彩。2008 年 

新加坡艺术节，华乐团与剧艺工作坊 

合作，突破性地让莎士比亚名著与 

昆曲经典《牡丹亭》在演出《离梦》中

相会。2009 年，乐团成为历史上第一支 

应邀在爱丁堡艺术节开幕周演出的 

华乐团，并于 2010 年参与新加坡艺术节 

在法国巴黎的演出。

新加坡华乐团以高演奏水平，曾受邀在

多个重要场合中演出，包括 2003 年的 

世界经济论坛和国际艺术理事会研讨会，

以及 2006 年的国际货币基金组织会议

等。1998 年于北京、上海和厦门、2000 年 

于台湾的演出，让亚洲地区开始注视着

新加坡华乐团。2005 年，新加坡华乐团 

首次到文化气息浓郁的匈牙利、伦敦和

盖茨黑德作欧洲巡回演出，成功获得 

观众与音乐评论家的一致赞赏。2007 年， 

新加坡华乐团在北京国际音乐节和中国

上海国际艺术节的邀请下，配合新加坡

节在北京与上海的演出。此外，乐团也

参与了澳门国际音乐节，并在广州星海

音乐厅、中山市文化艺术中心及深圳 

音乐厅中亮相演出。这些海外音乐会 

不仅大大提升了乐团在国际音乐界的 

名声，也奠定了它在华乐界的领导地位。

新加坡华乐团以“人民乐团”为宗旨， 

通过社区音乐会、学校艺术教育计划、 

户外音乐会等活动来推广华乐，为使其他 

种族的朋友也能欣然地欣赏华乐。 

乐团也委约作品，于不同音乐会中首演 

新作品。2006 与 2011 年，新加坡华乐团 

主办了国际华乐作曲大赛。此大赛注入了 

“南洋”元素，借此创立本地独有的 

音乐风格。乐团也于 2012 年主办了新加坡 

首次为期 23 天的全国华乐马拉松； 

31 支本地华乐团体在新加坡各地呈献44场 

演出，吸引了约两万名观众。新加坡 

华乐团通过启发、推动、影响和教育的

方式来传达它的音乐理念。
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葉聰 – 音乐总监
Tsung Yeh – Music Director

Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) 
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, 
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as 
Marco Polo and Princess Blue – A Symphonic Epic, Instant is 
a Millennium – A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian, 
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven 
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and 
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral 
music to a higher level. 

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade 
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music 
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed 
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, 
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO), Singapore Armed 
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, 
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his  
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of 
television viewers. 

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO’s 
performances to new heights, both musically and technically. 
Between March and April 2005, he led the orchestra on 
a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London, The Sage 
Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. In October 
2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music Festival, China 
Shanghai International Arts Festival, Macau International 
Music Festival, as well as at major concert halls in 
Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. In August 2009, 
SCO made history by becoming the first Chinese orchestra 
to perform in the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival. 
Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural Medallion in 2013,  
the highest award given in the field of the arts in Singapore. 

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend 
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995, he was 
honoured with the ASCAP Award together with the South 
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as 
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta. 

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored 
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music 
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor 
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed 
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music 
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra  

and Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts 
Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony 
Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of Florida 
Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany 
Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal 
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is  
one of the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble.

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. He 
began his study of conducting at the Shanghai Conservatory 
of Music in 1979, and two years later won a full scholarship 
to the Mannes College of Music in New York where he 
received the Academic Excellence Award upon graduation. 
In 1983, he began his post-graduate study at Yale University 
under Otto Werner-Mueller. He also studied conducting 
with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, Murry Sidlin, Sidney 
Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun and Cao Peng.

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai 
Duplex Concert – a collaboration of the French National 
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra 
– that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in 
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San 
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary 
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from
Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, 
Taipei, Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and 
Czech Republic. 

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher,  
Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China 
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one of 
the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd in the 
Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught conducting 
workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of 
American Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich. 
As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various recordings 
under the HUGO, Delos  and Naxos labels.

葉聰于 2002 年1月应邀出任新加坡华乐

团的音乐总监。在他的领导下，新加坡 

华乐团迅速拓展其演奏曲目。由他策划的

大型音乐会包括交响幻想史诗《马可波罗

与卜鲁罕公主》、《千年一瞬 — 与陈瑞献 

的音乐对话》、《大唐风华》、《雷雨》 

及《海上第一人 — 郑和》等。同时， 

在《离梦》中把汤显祖及莎士比亚名著融为 

 一炉的初步概念也来自他的构思。这些 

成功的制作不但广受好评，也把华乐艺术 

推向了更高的层次。

2007 年，葉聰担任新加坡国庆典礼的 

音乐总监，他为这个举国欢腾的庆典 

节目作了全新的音乐设计。在国家领袖、 

2 万 7000 名热情观众和上百万名透过现场 

直播观礼的国人面前，葉聰成功指挥了 

 一个由新加坡华乐团、新加坡交响乐团、

马来和印度乐队、南音小组及合唱团所

组成的联合乐团。

这些年来，葉聰在乐团演奏质量上的不断 

坚持与努力，使乐团在音乐性、技术性，

以及总体音响上都达到了一个前所未有

的新高度。2005 年，他带领乐团远赴 

伦敦、盖茨黑德，以及布达佩斯春季 

艺术节，成功指挥了一系列的欧洲巡演。 

2007 年 10 月，乐团在他的领导下，展开了 

中国巡演之旅，先后在北京国际音乐节、

上海国际艺术节、澳门国际音乐节、广州 

星海音乐厅、中山市文化艺术中心和 

深圳音乐厅中成功演出。2009 年 8 月， 

乐团成为历史上第一支应邀在爱丁堡艺术节 

开幕周演出的华乐团。葉聰于 2013 年
10 月荣获文化界最高荣誉的“新加坡

文化奖”。

葉聰同时担任美国南湾交响乐团音乐总监。 

1995 年，他与南湾交响乐团更获颁美

国作曲家、作家及出版商协会大奖荣衔。

此外，他也曾担任香港小交响乐团的 

音乐总监。

葉聰曾被挑选参加由芝加哥交响乐团 

赞助的“指挥家深造计划”，并接受其

音乐总监巴伦邦及首席客座指挥布莱兹

的指导，1991 年 4 月，他临时代替抱恙

的巴伦邦登上指挥台，成功领导芝加哥 

交响乐团的演出。此外，葉聰曾担任 

西北印第安那州交响乐团音乐总监、 

圣路易交响乐团助理指挥、佛罗里达州

管弦乐团驻团指挥、纽约奥尔班尼交响

乐团的首席客座指挥。他也是北京华夏

艺术团的首席指挥、上海新音乐重奏团

的发起人之一。

5 岁开始学习钢琴的葉聰，于 1979 年在

上海音乐学院攻读指挥，1981 年获纽约

曼尼斯音乐学院颁发的全额奖学金往该

校进修音乐学位课程，毕业时更获学术

优异奖。1983 年，他赴耶鲁大学攻读 

硕士课程，成为指挥大师梅勒门生，并先后 

跟随鲁道夫、史勒坚，以及薛林、韩中杰、 

黄贻钧、曹鹏等名指挥家学习。

葉聰曾与北美多个乐团合作，计有三藩市、 

塔克逊、纽黑文交响乐、卡尔加里和 

罗彻斯特管弦乐团等。他也经常应邀担

任亚洲多个乐团的客席指挥，包括北京、 

上海、广州、深圳，还有香港、台北和台

中等地方的乐团。欧洲方面，他指挥过 

巴黎 2e2m 合奏团、法国电台管弦乐团

和波兰、俄罗斯及捷克的乐团等。葉聰也

曾赴日本，指挥新星交响乐团。2001 年 

5 月，他应邀指挥了巴黎—上海卫星双

向电视传播音乐会，法国国家交响乐团 

与上海广播交响乐团联合呈献演出，

透过卫星电视传播，吸引了欧洲与 

亚洲上亿观众。

葉聰在指挥教育界亦极富盛誉。他现任 

中国音乐学院与上海音乐学院客席教授。 

自 1992 年起，他已是捷克交响乐指挥

工作坊的艺术总监，并曾在美国“指挥 

家联盟”与北美交响乐团联合会举办的

工作坊担任讲师，以及时常应邀到瑞士

举行的国际现代音乐指挥大师班担任 

主讲。另外，他曾同雨果、Delos 与 Naxos 

等公司合作录制了多张音乐光碟专辑。
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简 洁 、细 腻 、准 确 、效 率 、沉 着 、 

情感丰富，是顾宝文指挥多年活跃于 

国际乐界所获得的评价。

顾 宝 文 是 台 湾 国 乐 教 育 系 统 所 培 养 

出来的优秀人才，于 1970 年生于台北市，

自幼即学习小提琴与钢琴并展现对音

乐极高的天赋与兴趣。十二岁开始学习 

中国音乐以来，在琵琶演奏的造诣上， 

多次获得全国大赛的首奖。求学过程中， 

也 三 度 以 榜 首 的 成 绩 进 入 国 立 艺 专 

(现台 湾 艺 术大学)、中国文化 大学及 

国立艺术学院(现台北艺术大学)音乐 

研 究 所 就 读 ，后 以 全 额 奖 学 金 获 得 

美国林登沃德大学艺术硕士，再于美国 

南卡罗来纳州立大学音乐学院随指挥 

大师唐纳 德•波特内攻读管弦乐指挥 

博士，并获得音乐艺术博士学位。顾宝文

目前任职于国立台南艺术大学中国音乐

学系专任副教授，教授科目包括指挥法、 

民 族 管 弦 乐 队 实 务应 用、国 乐 合 奏、 

室内乐、演奏探讨等课程。

有鉴于对国乐发展的一份使命，2011 年 

顾宝文发起成立「台湾爱乐民族管弦 

乐团」，任团长及音乐总监，成员募集来自 

大专院校教授，中小学教师，自由音乐家， 

及 高 中 级 以 上 在 学 学 生 约 七 十 五 人 

组成，成员皆出自严格的科班训练，立足 

于高雄，是目前南台湾最具专业，亦最 

具规模的非政府组织民族管弦乐团。

顾宝文 – 指挥  
Ku Pao-wen – Conductor

曾 任 教 于 国 内多 所 大 专 院 校 及 北 京 

中央音乐学院，并曾任新加坡华乐团为

助理指挥及高雄市国乐团之专任指挥、

于台北爱乐广播电台主持《东方古典》

节目等丰富之教学及演出经历，顾宝文

于 2008 年获颁国立台湾艺术大学杰出 

校友，2010 年获颁中国文艺协会音乐

指挥奖章。

被 誉 为 台 湾 乐 坛 升 起 的 一 颗 新 星 ， 

顾宝文常受邀于各专业乐团担任客席， 

足迹遍布欧美、香港、新加坡、中国大陆

与台湾各大城市。2011 年受聘为安徽交响 

乐团/民族乐团之常任客席指挥，次年

率领安徽交响乐团于北京国家大剧院

音乐厅演出，成为第一位受邀在该场地 

指挥交响乐的台湾指挥家。2012 年 8 月 

委 任 为 新 加 坡 华 乐 团 首 任 常 任 客 席 

指挥，其成就获得国际乐坛的高度关注 

与肯定。

Simplicity, having a fine eye for detail, accuracy, efficiency, 
calm and rich emotions are words which international 
critics have used to describe Ku Pao-wen’s musical oeuvre. 

Born in 1970 in Taipei, Ku Pao-wen is a talent groomed 
within Taiwan’s Chinese music education system. He 
learnt the violin and piano and displayed an extraordinary 
talent in music from a young age. His journey into Chinese 
music began at the age of 12, and since then he has won 
many national awards for his accomplishments on the 
pipa. He was eventually admitted to the Taiwan Academy 
of Arts (currently the National Taiwan University of Arts), 
the Chinese Culture University and Graduate Institute of 
Musicology, and the National Institute of the Arts (currently 
the Taipei University of Arts), graduated with top results. 
He was then awarded a full scholarship to pursue a Master 
of Arts at Lindenwood University in the United States of 
America. He went on to further his studies in Orchestral 
Conducting under Donald Portnoy at the University of 
South Carolina, and was awarded a Doctorate of Arts 
in Music. He is currently an Associate Professor in the 
Department of Music at the National Tainan University of 
Arts, where he specialises in Conducting, Management of 
Chinese Orchestras, Chinese Ensembles, Chamber Music, 
and Performance Practice.

In 2011, with a sense of mission in mind for the  
onger term development of Chinese orchestral music, 
Ku Pao-wen helped establish the Taiwan Philharmonic 
Chinese Orchestra, taking on the role of musical director. 
Members of this orchestra hail from a diverse range of 
talents including faculty members of tertiary institutions, 
primary and secondary school teachers, freelance musicians 
and high school students. At 75-strong, this orchestra of 
rigorously trained musicians make Southern Taiwan’s most 
professional and largest independent orchestra of its kind. 

Ku Pao-wen has taught at the Central Conservatory of 
Music in Beijing and numerous tertiary institutions in 
Taiwan. He was previously Assistant Conductor of the SCO, 
and also Conductor of Kaoshiung City Chinese Orchestra. 
He has also conducted the programme, Classics of the 

Orient, for the Philharmonic Radio in Taipei. Accredited 
for his rich experience in both music education and 
performance, Ku Pao-wen was awarded the Outstanding 
Alumni Award by the National Taiwan University of the 
Arts in 2008, and a Medal for Conducting by the Chinese 
Writers & Artists’ Association in 2010.

A rising star in Taiwan music circles, Ku Pao-wen has 
often been invited to conduct professional orchestras in 
Europe, USA, Hong Kong, Singapore, China and Taiwan. 
In 2011, he was appointed Guest Conductor Chair of the 
Anhui Symphony and Anhui Chinese Orchestra, and in 
the following year led the former orchestra to a rousing 
concert at the Beijing National Grand Theatre Concert Hall. 
This made him the first Taiwan conductor to be invited to 
perform at the venue. He holds the appointment as SCO’s 
Guest Conductor Chair since 2012.

Chen Si – Vocalist

Born in March 1989 in Zhejiang, Yongkang, Chen Si 
was admitted to the Middle School of the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music in 2004 under the tutelage of Liu 
Fang Ying and Fang Qiong in ethnic vocal performance.

Qu Jian Qing is currently SCO yangqin principal, committee 
member of the Singapore Chinese Instrumental Music 
Association, committee member of the Cimbalom (Yangqin) 
World Association, honorary committee member of the 
Yangqin Professional Committee of the China Ethnic 
Music Society, on top of being the member of the China 
Musicians’ Association (Shanghai Branch).

Qu Jian Qing was born in Shanghai, China, where she began 
learning yangqin at the age of 9 under the tutelage of 
Wang You De, and was accepted by the Shanghai Chinese 
Orchestra at the age of 13 based on her extraordinary musical 
talent. Qu Jian Qing has received tutelage under various 
yangqin masters like Xiang Zu Hua, renowned yangqin 
performer Pang Bo-er and Zhang Xiao Feng. She also 
received many awards, such as, Shanghai City “Literary 
Arts New Talent” in 1980, Shanghai City “Striker of the 
New Long March” in 1981, China National Ethnic Music 
Emulation Performance Prize in 1982, 14th “Spring of 
Shanghai” Outstanding Performance Prize in 1991. She 
has held a recital concert Beauty of Chinese Music – Solo 
Performance by Qu Jian Qing in 1993. 

Qu Jian Qing has performed in Europe, Asia and America, 
and has visited many countries like America, France, England, 
Greece, Switzerland, Hungary, Yugoslavia, Belarus, Australia, 
New Zealand, Japan, Malaysia and Taiwan. She is an active 
participant to various World Yangqin Festivals around the 
world: in Belarus (1997), Moldova (1999), Switzerland 
(2003), Beijing (2005), she represented Singapore to the 
4th, 5th, 7th, 8th International Yangqin Convention, and 
presented recital. In 2006, she was invited to Poland to 
perform at the Chamber Music Festival “Arsenal Nights” to 
present the yangqin and chamber music The Phoenix with 
distinguished Wroclaw Chamber Orchestra.

Qu Jian Qing is also the premier performer of many influential 
yangqin music, including The Phoenix (Xu Chang Jun), 
Yellow River (arrangement by Qu Chun Quan) and Rhapsody 
on Dinühua (Phoon Yew Tien).

A versatile homegrown dizi musician, Lim Sin Yeo joined 
the People’s Association Chinese Orchestra as a full-time 
musician in 1979 and is currently the dizi musician with 
SCO. He is also an executive member of the Singapore 
Chinese Instrumental Music Association as well as the 
vice president of the Dizi Society. He has represented 
Singapore to perform as a soloist in China, Europe, 
Australia, Japan, Hong Kong, Taiwan, West Malaysia and 
Egypt. His performance was highly commended by  
the Chinese orchestra circle.

Lim Sin Yeo has studied dizi performing skills and 
techniques under the tutelage of various China dizi 
masters including Yu Xun Fa. In 1993, Lim Sin Yeo was 
awarded the National Arts Council (NAC) Scholarship.  
He gained entry into the Shanghai Conservatory of  
Music and studied under dizi master Zhao Song Ting.

Huangmei Overture 

《黄梅序曲》原是作曲家应安徽交响乐团为参加中国首届《交响乐之春》演出之邀请而创作的交响曲。曲调
借用了国内外广大听众耳熟能详的黄梅戏曲《天仙配》里的唱段《夫妻双双把家还》的音乐元素，以交响序
曲型式写成。此曲首演一举成功，作曲家谨以此曲向黄梅戏《天仙配》的原创作者时白林先生致敬。2013 年，
由台湾国乐团李哲艺改为国乐版而使之在海外流传。

Huangmei Overture was composed for Anhui Symphony Orchestra’s performance at China’s first 
Spring Symphony concert. Composed as a symphonic overture, the work is based on the music 
from the song The Couples’ Return of the widely popular Huangmei opera Heavenly Coupling. 
Following its successful premiere, the composer dedicated it to Shi Bai Lin, the original writer 
of the Heavenly Coupling. In 2013, Li Zhe Yi of the National Chinese Orchestra Taiwan re-
orchestrated the work for the Chinese orchestra, leading it to be known internationally.

Spring Trees and Sunset Clouds

此曲是应国立台南艺术大学中国音乐学系《旧瓶装新酒》音乐会于 2013 年委托创作。改编自张定和的 
《春树暮云》，原为双新笛主奏之作品。首演于 2013 年 5 月 26 日，由顾丰毓教授指挥南艺民族管弦乐团于

台湾国家音乐厅演出。

《春树暮云》出自唐朝杜甫诗《春日忆李白》：“渭北春天树，江东日暮云。”杜甫于渭北看到春树，便忆起李白 
在江南见到的是暮云，后以此为思念远方友人之词。

作曲家以“云”及“思念”为发想，保留原曲主题，再以新创主题贯串，发展为具幻想风格的崭新样貌，分为五段：

序：	 流水行云，动静有常，世事却难料无常。

行板：	 一见如故，相知相惜，饮尽手中杯的畅快。

急板：	 颠沛流离，乱世阻隔，一别成永诀。

广板：	 春树暮云，时代宿命，怅然无所归。

尾奏：	 俯仰今昔，能遇知己，夫复何求。

This piece was commissioned in 2013 for the concert New Wine in an Old Bottle by the Chinese 
Music Department of Tainan National University of the Arts. Adapted from Zhang Ding He’s 
Spring Trees and Sunset Clouds, the work originally featured double xindi as the main instruments. 
The work was premiered on 26 May 2013 by the Southern Arts Ethnic Orchestra under the baton 
of Professor Gu Feng Yu at the National Concert Hall in Taiwan.

The original work was inspired by Tang Dynasty poet Du Fu’s On a Spring Day Thinking of Li 
Bai, “by the North of Wei lie the spring trees, east of the river (Jiangdong) drift the sunset clouds”, 
which expresses how seeing the spring trees in the Northern Wei, Du Fu is led to think of Li Bai, 
who would be seeing the sunset clouds at Jiangnan; this later came to be used to express how 
friends in faraway places miss each other.

Using the ideas of “clouds” and “missing someone” as the main creative catalyst, the composer 
retains the theme of the original work while weaving a new theme around it, creating a fantasy-
like piece which is divided into 5 sections:

Prelude: As the waters flows and clouds drift, there is always constant movement, yet the affairs 
of the world are unpredictable and uncertain.

Andante:	 Strangers who instantly became bosom friends, savouring all joys together.

Presto:	 Through bitter tribulations, forcefully driven apart, with no reunion in sight.

Largo:	 Spring trees and sunset clouds, a victim of the times, a complete and profound loss.

Postlude:	 In retrospect, having found a confidant, what more could one ask for.

Chinese composer Zhang Ding He (1916-2011) composed for the Central Experimental Opera 
House, and served as composer and conductor at the China Opera and Ballet Theatre. His major 
works include the song Man Jiang Hong, opera Huai Yin Ji, ballet The Dove of Peace, theatre 
dramas Tang Di Flower, Princess Wen Cheng and soundtracks for movies including Second Bloom. 
In 2002, he received the Honorary Award at the 2nd China Music Golden Bell Award. 

刘至轩是台北人，作编曲家及指挥。音乐理论与作曲师从萧启村、陈如祁、黄朝英、苏文庆等。作品常以 
手法新颖、曲风优美，并以台湾人文、风土为创作精神而树立了独特风格。

近年来积极尝试跨领域之不同形式创作，代表作品包括《蜃楼》、丝竹室内乐《城南》及专辑《天地星空》。

Liu Zhi Xuan is a Taiwanese conductor and music arranger. He studied music theory and 
composition under the tutelage of Xiao Qi Cun, Chen Ru Qi, Huang Chao Ying and Su Wen 
Qing. He adopts an innovative approach and graceful style in his works, and seeks to reflect the 
creative spirit of Taiwanese culture and customs, creating a unique style of his own.

In recent years, Liu Zhi Xuan has adopted a multi-disciplinary approach towards in his 
compositions, his representative works include Mirage, chamber piece Cheng Nan and the  
album Tian Di Xing Kong.

竹笛协奏曲《云》，是作曲家刘文金 2012 年 4 月初完成的一部作品，同时也是刘文金生前的最后一部大型
作品。音乐材料源自作曲家对西北地区民间音乐的综合印象：“内蒙二人台”“青海花儿”、“陕北民谣”的
抒情、自由、高亢而富有变化。因而作品的曲体结构也比较自由、开放；没有多少固定曲式结构的思考。

第一乐章：色彩性的大前奏和抒情性、歌唱性的慢板，话耀的中板与慢板再现。似乎在描绘草原云天的多彩。
使用筒音为 G 的（降 D 调）大曲笛演奏。

第二乐章：强烈的节奏型与色彩斑斓的琶音为序，导引出梆笛（筒音为 D）高亢而自由的旋律，如同在西北
高原上的放歌与民间舞蹈。

第三乐章：用筒音为 a 的典型曲笛演奏。音乐的舞蹈性与奔放性，犹如草原上在节日里的狂欢场面。竹笛的
华彩乐段比较自由，音列与调性的变幻将乐曲推向了高潮。同时也为曲笛的演奏增加了一些难度。

Zhudi (bamboo flute) concerto, Cloud, was completed by composer Liu Wen Jin in early April of 2012, 
and was also the last large-scale work he composed before his death. Drawing on the composer’s 
impressions of the folk music of the northwestern regions of China, Duet of Inner Mongolia, Qinghai 
Flowers, Northern Shaanxi Folk Songs are lyrical, free and high-spirited with many variations in 
the music. Accordingly, the structure of the work is also not constrained by fixed musical structures.

First movement: A colourful prelude followed by a lyrical, song-like adagio and florid middle 
section, finally ending with another slow section, together depicting the richness of the vast 
prairie. Performed on the da qudi in B-flat (fundamental in G). 

Second movement: Opening with strong rhythms and colourful arpeggios, followed by high-
pitched and free-spirited melodies played on the bangdi (fundamental in D), akin to the folk songs 
and dances on the northwestern plains.

Third movement: Performed on a qudi (fundamental in A), this movements depicts a carnival-like 
atmosphere on the plains. The solo cadenza section is less strident, and the changes in melodic sequences 
and tonality bring the piece to an exciting climax, while challenging the performer to scale greater heights.

Liu Wen Jin was a renowned composer and conductor who was a former chairperson and artistic 
director of the China National Orchestra, president of the China Opera and Dance Theatre, 
artistic director of the China Opera and Dance Theatre, deputy director of Chinese Musicians 
Association’s Composing Committee and China Nationalities Orchestra Society’s Artistic 
Committee, and artistic director and conductor of Asia Orchestra. His representative works 
include the Great Wall Capriccio, Love of an Eagle, Unforgettable Water-splashing Festival,  
Jasmine and Ambush from All Sides.

Love Song of Tianshan

此曲是作曲家初到香港时期的作品，当时应香港音乐事物统筹处的委约为琵琶和乐队而作的。后来改编成
扬琴和乐队。

作曲家曾在中国东方歌舞团工作 18 年，期间和著名的舞蹈家阿依吐拉及著名手鼓演奏家阿不力孜合作过 
多首新疆风格的舞蹈以及手鼓独奏曲。因在香港时，并没有任何具体的新疆的资料，于是就凭留在脑子中 
的一些印象写了这首乐曲。此曲有着新疆的风格，并不是道地的新疆音乐，其中 7/8 的拍子和 3/8 的拍子
都是塔吉克族的典型节奏。

This work was composed during the composer’s first visit to Hong Kong and was commissioned 
by the Music Office of the Leisure and Cultural Services Department of Hong Kong. Originally 
composed for pipa and orchestra, it was later rearranged for yangqin and orchestra.

During the 18 years for which the composer worked at the China Oriental Song & Dance 
Ensemble, he had collaborated with renowned dancer Ayitula and hand drum player Abulitz to 
produce many dances and solo drum pieces in the Xinjiang style. While staying in Hong Kong, 
as he did not have access to much information and material on Xinjiang, he relied on knowledge 
he had accumulated through his past collaborations to compose this piece. Therefore, while the 
piece bears influences of the Xinjiang style, it was not composed as an authentic Xinjiang work; 
in particular, the 7/8 and 3/8 compound rhythms used are in fact of Tajik origin.

关迺忠曾担任中国东方歌舞团指挥及驻团作曲家、中国艺术团驻团作曲家、北京艺术团及中国歌舞团
指挥，89 年至 90 年任香港中乐团音乐总监。主要作品包括《拉萨行》、《丰年祭》、《云南风情》、

Kuan Nai-chung was former conductor and resident composer of the China Oriental Song and
Dance troupe. He was the composer-in-residence of the China Arts Troupe, conductor of the 
Beijing Arts Troupe, conductor of the China Song and Dance troupe, and music director of 
the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra (1989 – 1990). His works include A Trip to Lhasa, Harvest 
Festival, Charms of Yunnan and Scenic Taiwan. In 2006, he was an appointed lecturer at the China 
Conservatory of Music, and is conductor of the Hua Xia Chinese Orchestra.

三、红豆曲：	 描述在《红楼梦》第 28 回中，冯紫英请客，贾宝玉赴宴，席中宝玉唱的一首曲。

The music and songs composed by Wang Li Ping for the television series adaption of the 
literary classic Dream of the Red Mansion were widely acclaimed by both local and international 
viewers. This piece is a rearrangement based on the original music. Deep, subtle, beautiful and 
simple, this expertly crafted work exudes a rich yet fresh ethnic flavour.

The suite consists of 15 movements, of which, 6 movements will be performed tonight.

1.	 Overture: Based on the main melody of Grief in Vain, the theme song of Dream of the  
	 Red Mansion, this movement is in binary form and depicts the almost mystical blend of  
	 romance and nihilism within the Jia household.

2.	 Song of Zi Ling Zhou: Jia Bao Yu’s uncle Jia She betroths his daughter Ying Chun to Sun 	
	 Shao Zu, an official of the imperial court, and sends her away. Jia Bao Yu misses his cousin 	
	 greatly and spends his days pining around Zi Ling Zhou where Ying Chun used to live.

3.	 Song of Red Love Beans: As portrayed in the 28th chapter of Dream of the Red Mansion, this 	
	 is the song that Jia Bao Yu sang when he attended the feast hosted by Feng Zi Ying.

4.	 Song of Qingwen: Depicting Qing Wen, the most rebellious of Jia Bao Yu’s maids, this is a 	
	 sombre song that reflects the trials and tribulation that plague her life.

8.	 Grief in Vain: This song describes the shattering of the ideal love between Jia Bao Yu and 	
	 Lin Dai Yu, which devastates Lin Dai Yu and leads to her death.

10.	 The Piteous Xiang Ling: Originally born a lady of status, Xiang Ling is ensnared within 	
	 the tragic web of intrigues between the four main households of the story. Her sufferings 	
	 are a profound reflection of the wretched fate of women underpinning the struggles of a 	
	 feudal society and also a damning indictment of polygamy.

The grandest and most important festival of the Dai tribe, the 
people chase through the village amid a frantic cacophony of cymbals and drums to splash 
water on one another as a form of blessing. Also adorning themselves with colourful feathers, 
the young ladies look like dancing peacocks (an auspicious symbol) as they partake in the 
festivities. Based closely on elements of Dai ethnic music, this work authentically depicts the 
characteristics of Dai dance and sentiments to portray a vivid picture of a festival filled with 
song and dance.
