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Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in 1997,
is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese orchestra.
SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians, occupies the
Singapore Conference Hall, which is a national monument.
With Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong as its patron, SCO
takes on the twin role of preserving traditional arts and
culture and establishing its unique identity through the
incorporation of Southeast Asian cultural elements in its
music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its blockbuster
presentations and is fast establishing itself around the world.
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade

— Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced

a musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most
eminent multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the
Singapore Arts Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s
39th National Day in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our
People, Our Music — featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts
at the Singapore Indoor Stadium. In 2005, it produced a
mega musical production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part
of the Singapore Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part
of the 240-strong combined orchestra that performed at
the Singapore National Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts
Festival 2008, SCO joined hands with Theatreworks to
present the ground-breaking production Awaking, which
brought together Kunqu opera music and Elizabethan
music. In 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the
Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in Paris as part
of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, SCO has performed at numerous prestigious
events such as the World Economic Forum and
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and the
2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting.
SCO has toured various countries and cities including
Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanning, Suzhou, Macau,
Hungary and England. Recently in May 2014, SCO
performed at the Shanghai Spring International Music
Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate the Singapore-Suzhou
Industrial Park’s 20th anniversary. In October 2015, SCO
performed two concerts in Hong Kong at the Tsuen Wan
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Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre. Commissioned
by Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth as part

of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural season in Kuala
Lumpur, SCO also held its debut concert in Malaysia at the
iconic Petronas Twin Towers. These international platforms
provided SCO with the opportunities to showcase its talents
and music, propelling it to the forefront of the international
music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra,
SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly at
various national parks, communities and schools. SCO
also commissions its own compositions and organised
the Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) in 2006, 2011 and
2015 respectively. The competition aims to promote
compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”.

In 2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew
the participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which
participated with over 44 performances and an audience
of 20,000. On 28 June 2014, SCO created history through
the second instalment of Our People Our Music by creating
two Guinness World Records and three Singapore Book
of Records with 4,557 performers at the National Stadium,
Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this vision that SCO
continues to inspire, influence, educate and communicate
through its music.
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Tsung Yeh — Music Director
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO,
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO), Singapore Armed
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble,
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of
television viewers.

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO’s
performances to new heights, both musically and technically.
Between March and April 2005, he led the orchestra on

a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London, The Sage
Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. In October
2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music Festival, China
Shanghai International Arts Festival, Macau International
Music Festival, as well as at major concert halls in
Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. In August 2009,
SCO made history by becoming the first Chinese orchestra
to perform in the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival.
Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural Medallion in 2013,

the highest award given in the field of the arts in Singapore.

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995, he was
honoured with the ASCAP Award together with the South
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta.

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra
and Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts
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Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony
Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of Florida
Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany
Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is

one of the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble.

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. He
began his study of conducting at the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music in 1979, and two years later won a full scholarship
to the Mannes College of Music in New York where he
received the Academic Excellence Award upon graduation.
In 1983, he began his post-graduate study at Yale University
under Otto Werner-Mueller. He also studied conducting
with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, Murry Sidlin, Sidney
Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun and Cao Peng.

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai
Duplex Concert — a collaboration of the French National
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra
— that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from

Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong,
Taipei, Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and

Czech Republic.

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher,

Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one of
the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd in the
Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught conducting
workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of
American Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich.
As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various recordings
under the HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.
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Marcus Chin — Host/Vocal
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Marcus Chin is a veteran artiste whose career spans
more than 40 years in the entertainment business. Back
in the 7os, he was better known as one of the popular TV
hosts with a number of Chinese variety programmes.

Over the subsequent years, he took a break from TV but
went on to produce and act in live theatre and a range
of public performances. Working solo, Marcus Chin has
successfully held personal concerts and has produced
numerous CDs, LDs and VCDs. Undisputedly, he is a
very talented and versatile performer.

In 2001, Marcus Chin made a comeback on TV after a
long break. With his first crossover to an English drama
sitcom, he took the title role in Brand New Towkay,
receiving good notices for his performance. In Comedy
Night 2003, he rose to fame after starring as a female
character “Bao Mei Li.” This won him the “Best Comedy
Performer” award in Star Awards 2004. In 2013, Marcus
Chin also challenged himself to perform at the musical
Lao Jiu by The Theatre Practice.

In 2014, MediaCorp Love 97.2FM produced a talk show
Marcus’ Relationship for Marcus Chin. He was the anchor
host for the TV show Golden Age Talentime and currently
one of the radio hosts on Love 97.2FM’s Morning Show.
Since May 2014, Marcus Chin serves as the president of the
Singapore Artistes Association where he introduced courses
to promote the artistic aspect of getai artistes. He is also
active in charitable activities to help charities in need.
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Chinese Festive Drum - ZingO Festival Drum Group
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Driven by the mantra "Dream Big Drum Loud", ZingO

has developed a strong brand image over the years with an
impressive portfolio. Making impact by its founder since
1998, ZingO has been reputed the foremost drum group in
Singapore and the leader of the genre today as a professional
performance group. Emphasizing Chinese culture, music
and education, ZingO instils a sense of discipline, innovation
and leadership in the drummers. In doing so, ZingO has
developed a character of its own — modern yet traditional,

as many have described. Under the wing of ZingO, there are
3 teams; namely ZingO Main Team, ZingO Drum Sprouts
and Ogen Heartbeat.
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Jin Shi Yi — Suona, Kagiang
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Jin Shi Yi was the first musician in China to achieve a
Masters degree in guanzi performance. He is currently the
Suona cum Guanzi Sectional Principal of SCO.

His biography is recorded in the The Best of Traditional
Chinese Music, Instruments and Musicians. Jin Shi Yi
demonstrated outstanding musical talent since young, and
was recruited by the China Movie Orchestra at the young
age of 12. In 19806, Jin Shi Yi gained entry into the China
Conservatory of Music and graduated with a Masters degree
in 1992 upon obtaining outstanding results. He was offered
a teaching position in the Department of Instrumental
Music upon his graduation. From 1989 to 2000, Jin Shi

Yi staged various solo concerts in Beijing, Singapore and
Malaysia. He was also invited to perform in the China Arts
Festival, Singapore Arts Festival, Taiwan Traditional Arts
Festival and Korea Seoul International Folk Music Festival.
He has recorded various CDs under labels such as NAXOS,
PHILIPS and ROL. Besides, he has composed a suona
quartet piece and arranged a series of guanzi pieces, of which
his inaugural performances of the pieces received critical
acclaim. Jin Shi Yi won the second prize in the 1995 China
National Chinese Instrumental Music Solo Competition in
1995, and was also awarded the prestigious Outstanding
Performer Award at the 1996 Korea International Wind
Instrumental Music Festival Competition.
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Han Lei — Guanzi
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Han Lei graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music

in 1994. He was under the tutelage of reputable guanzi
master, Hu Zhi Hou. In 1995, he won the second prize in the
International Competition of Chinese Musical Instruments
for Guanzi section. He became a representing member of the
first of Chinese artist’s delegation in bidding the Shanghai
World Expo show in the year 2000, he also participated in the
World Expo show in Hannover, Germany, and toured German
and Europe. His performances were well received by the
Chinese and foreign leaders, media authority of the European
media and audience. Han Lei was also the only Chinese
instrument performer invited to perform in a grand party,
organised by the Chinese Embassy in Singapore, to celebrate
the Goth anniversary of the founding of the People’s Republic
of China. The same year, he was invited to participate in
Taiwan’s National Chinese Orchestra Masters Series as a
soloist.

Han Lei was invited to perform as a soloist in the National
Orchestra of Guangdong’s official inauguration concert in
2011. He was also invited to conduct guanzi masterclass
lectures in the Shanghai Conservatory of Music. In 2012,

he was invited to perform at Shanghai’s New Year concert,
and was appointed by National University of Singapore to
compile guanzi teaching materials. In 2014, he was invited
to perform in Qingdao Symphony Orchestra’s concert tour

to Europe, and also participated twice in the Xi’an’s New Year
concert in 2014 and 2015. In 2015, Han Lei was invited by the
Central Conservatory of Music to conduct a workshop and
participated in the first China Folk Music Festival opening
ceremony. In recent years, Han Lei has collaborated with
Tsung Yeh, Zhao Ji Ping, Zhang Guo Yong, Tan Li Hua, Yan
Hui Chang, Zhang Lie, Kuan Nai-chung, Gu Guan Ren,

Xia Fei Yun, Wang Fu Jian, Brubeck, Jeremy Monteiro and
other well-known music maestros at home and abroad, and
also performed with the China Central Chinese Orchestra,
Guangzhou Symphony Orchestra, Qingdao Symphony
Orchestra, Xi’an Symphony Orchestra, Taiwan Philharmonic,
Guangdong National Orchestra, Beijing Symphony Orchestra
and other overseas famous Chinese traditional music and
symphony orchestras. Han Lei is currently the guanzi
musician with the SCO.

The final section,
which develops from the original melody is the liveliest, showcasing scenes of jubilation one
after another. Originally composed by well-known Chinese composer Li Huan Zhi in 1949 for
symphony orchestra, this version you will be hearing tonight was adapted by SCO zhonghu
musician Sim Boon Yew in 2009 for Rhapsodies of Spring concert.

Li Huan Zhi (1919 — 2000), formerly known as Li Zhao Cai, and also known as Li Zhong Huan,
was a famous composer, conductor and music theorist. In 1938, he studied composition and
conducting at the Lu Xun Academy of the Arts under the tutelage of Xian Xing Hai. He was the
head of orchestra at the Central Conservatory of Music, artistic director of the Central Song and
Dance Ensemble, and head of the China National Orchestra. His representative works include
Spring Festival Overture, Spring Festival Suite and Reminiscences of the Hometown, Miluo River
Fantasia (a concerto for zheng) and The King of Qin in Battle.

Li Jing Guang (1907-1993) was one of China’s earliest pop stars. Born in Hunan, Xiangtan,

Li Jing Guang moved to Shanghai in 1927 to join the Li Junhui Chinese Song and Dance Troupe,
and became the originator of the Li style school of singing. In 1939, Li Jing Guang served as an
editor for the EMI Music, penning many tunes for various Shanghai movies. His best known
works include Man Chang Fei (1938), The Tuberose, Shangri-La, A Mother’s Heart, and Crazy
World, among other popular tunes. After 1949, Li Jing Guang continued to work for the Shanghai
Record Company, writing, editing and producing more than 2000 popular songs. During this
period, he was also the principal conductor of the China Central Ballet’s in-house orchestra.
