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Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in
1997, is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese
orchestra. SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians,
occupies the Singapore Conference Hall, which is a
national monument. With Prime Minister Lee Hsien
Loong as its patron, SCO takes on the twin role of
preserving traditional arts and culture and establishing its
unique identity through the incorporation of Southeast
Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its
blockbuster presentations and is fast establishing itself
around the world. In 2002, it staged a symphonic
fantasy epic Marco Polo and Princess Blue as part of the
opening festival of Esplanade — Theatres on the Bay.

The following year, SCO produced a musical and visual
conversation with Singapore’s most eminent multi-
disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39 National
Day in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our
Music — featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the
Singapore Indoor Stadium. In 20053, it produced a mega
musical production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of
the Singapore Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part
of the 240-strong combined orchestra that performed at
the Singapore National Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts
Festival 2008, SCO joined hands with Theatreworks to
present the ground-breaking production Awaking, which
brought together Kunqu opera music and Elizabethan
music. In 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the
Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in Paris as
part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, SCO has performed at numerous prestigious
events such as the World Economic Forum and
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and

the 2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual
Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including
Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanning, Suzhou, Macau,
Hungary and England. Recently in May 2014, SCO
performed at the Shanghai Spring International Music
Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate the Singapore-
Suzhou Industrial Park’s 20™ anniversary. In October
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2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at the
Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and
Youth as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural
season in Kuala Lumpur, SCO also held its debut

concert in Malaysia at the iconic Petronas Twin Towers.
These international platforms provided SCO with the
opportunities to showcase its talents and music, propelling
it to the forefront of the international music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra,
SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly at
various national parks, communities and schools. SCO
also commissions its own compositions and organised
the Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) in 2006, 2011 and
2015 respectively. The competition aims to promote
compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”. In

2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew
the participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which
participated with over 44 performances and an audience
of 20,000. On 28 June 2014, SCO created history through
the second instalment of Our People Our Music by creating
two Guinness World Records and three Singapore Book
of Records with 4,557 performers at the National Stadium,
Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this vision that SCO
continues to inspire, influence, educate and communicate
through its music.
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Tsung Yeh — Music Director
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO,
Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO), Singapore Armed
Forces (SAF) Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble,
Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed under his
baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of
television viewers.

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO’s
performances to new heights, both musically and technically.
Between March and April 2005, he led the orchestra on

a tour to Europe at Barbican Center in London, The Sage
Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. In October
2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music Festival, China
Shanghai International Arts Festival, Macau International
Music Festival, as well as at major concert halls in
Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. In August 2009,
SCO made history by becoming the first Chinese orchestra
to perform in the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival.
Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural Medallion in 2013,

the highest award given in the field of the arts in Singapore.

Tsung Yeh is also the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra in the United States. In 1995, he was
honoured with the ASCAP Award together with the South
Bend Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he has served as
the Music Director of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta.

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed
Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra
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and the Exxon/Arts Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis
Symphony Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of
Florida Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of
Albany Symphony Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal
Conductor of the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing and is one of
the founders of the Shanghai New Ensemble.

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. He
began his study of conducting at the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music in 1979, and two years later won a full scholarship
to the Mannes College of Music in New York where he
received the Academic Excellence Award upon graduation.
In 1983, he began his post-graduate study at Yale University
under Otto Werner-Mueller. He also studied conducting
with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, Murry Sidlin, Sidney
Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun and Cao Peng.

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai
Duplex Concert — a collaboration of the French National
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra
— that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary
and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from Beijing,
Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, Taipei,
Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and

Czech Republic.

With his growing reputation as a conducting teacher,

Tsung Yeh is currently guest professor in both the China
and Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has been one of
the Artistic Directors of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd in the
Czech Republic since 1992, and has also taught conducting
workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of
American Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich.
As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various recordings
under the HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.
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Quek Ling Kiong — Conductor
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Quek Ling Kiong was recipient of the National Arts
Council’'s (NAC) Singapore Young Artist Award (2002) and
the NAC Cultural Fellowship (2013). He studied at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music under the NAC Overseas
Scholarship, as well as the Lee Foundation and Singapore
Hokkien Huay Kwan scholarships. He learned Chinese
percussion from renowned master Li Min Xiong and
Western classical percussion from Xue Bao Lun. He also
explored various Chinese percussion arts with masters
such as Li Zhen Gui, An Zhi Shun and Zhu Xiao Lin. After
graduating from the Conservatory in 1997, he joined the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) and became its
Percussion Principal.

Quek Ling Kiong learned conducting from Cultural
Medallion recipient Tay Teow Kiat and famed Chinese
conductor Xia Fei Yun. He attended the workshops and
masterclasses of such luminaries as Tsung Yeh, Kirk
Trevor, Colin Metters and Harold Farberman as well

as Johannes Schlaefli, Marc Kissoczy, Oleg Proskumya
and Leonid Korchmar. Quek Ling Kiong’s career in
professional conducting took off when he became SCO’s
first Conducting Assistant in 2003. In 2004, he became
SCO’s Assistant Conductor as well as the Conductor for

the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra (SYCO). In 2003,
he debuted with SCO at the opening concert of the 12th
International Conference of WASBE (World Association for
Symphonic Band and Ensembles). In 2006 and 2013, he led
SYCO to perform at the Tainan International Arts Festival
and Hsinchu Chinese Music Festival in Taiwan respectively.

Besides conducting orchestras in China, Taiwan and

Hong Kong, he has conducted symphony orchestras in the
Europe including Westbohmisches Symphonieorchester
in Marienbad, Karlovy Vary Symphony Orchestra and Berg
Komorni Orchestra of Prague. In September 2006, he was
again awarded the NAC overseas bursary and scholarship
from the Hokkien Huay Kwan to pursue Conducting
Studies in Zurich, Switzerland. He obtained his Diploma in
Advanced Studies from Ziircher Hochschule der Kiinste in
2007. Upon his return to SCO in 2008, he was promoted
to Associate Conductor. During his appointment as an
Associate Conductor, he introduced and choreographed
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many well-received SCO concerts — SCO’s Mother’s Day
Concert, Concerts for Children, Community Series
concerts, Outdoor Rhapsody, Caring Series concerts,
Lunchtime Concerts and SYCO Concerts. Quek Ling Kiong
is currently an adjunct teacher at the Singapore School Of
The Arts and the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts.

Quek Ling Kiong was appointed SCO’s Resident Conductor
from 1 January 2013 and SYCO's Music Director from
1 January 2016.

Singapore-born Hanjin Tan is a household name in Hong
Kong with his signature smile and dark glasses. He is well
loved as a judge on TVB'’s “The Voice”. His 2012 concert at
the Hong Kong Coliseum was a roaring testament.

As a producer, his 20-year career has over 500 songs under
his belt with countless hits featured by the biggest stars
including Jacky Cheung, Coco Lee, Christina Aguilera,
Rain, Karen Mok, Eason Chan, Joey Yung, Jay Chou,

Andy Lau, Alan Tam, Tony Leung, Leehom Wang, Sammi
Cheng, Aaron Kwok and Leon Lai.

As ajazz singer, his debut Raw Jazz earned him number
one title in sales and radio charts across Hong Kong,
China and Japan. He has been invited to jazz festivals from
Capetown to Shanghai, and also to perform at Fr Grand
Prix in Singapore.

As a pop singer, Hanjin Tan has 7 studio albums and has
written a book entitled Simply, Happiness can be Simple.
All 7 albums are chart toppers and he has received many
awards including Best Singer-songwriter, Producer of the
Year, Best Jazz/Blues Artiste and Artiste of the Year.

Expanding to a career in acting, Hanjin Tan headlined a
major musical, starred in a hit TV drama, and played a
supporting role in Bruce Lee, My Brother which earned
him the Best New Performer in Hong Kong Academy
Award 2011.

Yin Zhi Yang — Qudi
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Yin Zhi Yang started learning the violin and dizi at the age
of eight, under the tutelage of Kong Qing Shan and Zhang
Wei Liang. After graduating from the China Conservatory
of Music in 1991, he served in the China Central Song and
Dance Troupe as a soloist. He joined SCO in October 1997
as a dizi performer and is currently the dizi principal.

Yin Zhi Yang received an Outstanding Performance Award
at the China National Chinese Music Competition Shan
Cheng Cup in 1989 and came in First at the China Central
Song and Dance Troupe Audition in 1992. In 1988, Yin
Zhi Yang performed Bangdi Concerto by Taiwanese
composer Ma Shui Long at the Beijing Concert Hall with
the China Central Chinese Orchestra, and received critical
acclaim for his interpretation. He held a well-received solo
recital at the Beijing Concert Hall in 1990, and contributed
to music education as an adjudicator with the First Beijing
Primary and Secondary School Chinese Instrumental
Music Competition in 1994.

He has also produced a solo album of dizi recital pieces.
Yin Zhi Yang has participated in performances in China,
Japan, Vietnam, Malaysia, Hungary, England, France,
Taiwan, and Macau. His signature rendition of Divine
Melody at the Singapore Arts Festival and London’s
Barbican Centre left a remarkable impression in music
circles. A lively music director and chamber musician,

he has led performances of works including Butterfly
Dreams Concerto, Capriccio of Liu San Jie, San Jie and Cang.
In 2008, he performed with the Singapore Symphony
Orchestra on Zhu Jian-er’s Fourth Symphony. Later in the
same year, he performed Three Variations of the Parting at
Yangguan as a soloist in a concert at the Sage Gateshead
Arts Centre in the United Kingdom, with a chamber
group from SCO. In 2009, he returned to the UK with

the orchestra, performing at the Edinburgh International
Festival as a dizi soloist. In 2010, he held a concert for
himself and his students proving his success once again as
a remarkable artiste.

Ling Hock Siang is a recipient of the 2004 Young Artist
Award and Singapore Youth Award (Culture and Arts
Team Category, The Huqin Quartet). He is also the erhu
associate principal of the SCO, and holds posts as an erhu
instructor with the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra
and the School of the Arts. In addition, he is the artistic
instructor of the City Chinese Orchestra at the Nanyang
Academy of Fine Arts, and an erhu performer with the
Huqin Quartet.

In 1993, Ling Hock Siang entered the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music to study under Wang Yong De,
graduating in 1998 with a critically acclaimed solo recital
and a Bachelor of Music degree. In 2002, Ling Hock Siang
returned to the Shanghai Conservatory on scholarships
from the Lee Foundation and the Singapore Hokkien Huay
Kuan to further his performance studies. His graduation
recital, held in Shanghai with guest performances by the
Hugin Quartet in September 2005, was a huge success.
Ling Hock Siang is also the first Singaporean to achieve a
master’s degree in erhu performance.

Ling Hock Siang joined SCO since 1997 and is SCO’s
erhu associate principal today, having performed in
various Europe and Asian countries. In July 1999, the
SCO organized a concert titled Melodies with a Difference
— Recital by Ling Hock Siang and Quek Ling Kiong. In
November 2005, Ling Hock Siang staged a solo recital
entitled Hock Siang & Friends. In November 2007, he
staged an erhu and guan recital in collaboration with
Han Lei entitled Oriental Folk Music at the Esplanade
Recital Studio.

Since 2006 Ling Hock Siang has been invited to be

an adjudicator for the National Arts Council’s biennial
National Chinese Music Competition. In addition, he has
also frequently represented Singapore at international
conferences on the erhu as well as at workshops and arts
meets in Asia.

Xu Hui started learning the guzheng at a tender age. She
was admitted to the Shanghai Conservatory of Music in
1997. Under the tutelage of Guo Xue Jun, Xu Hui studied
the guzheng, and concurrently studied percussion under
Yang Ru Wen. During her course of study, she was
awarded scholarships for four consecutive years. Xu Hui
graduated in 2001 and is currently a guzheng musician
and percussionist with the SCO.

Xu Hui was the champion at the 1992 International
Jiangnan Sizhu Competition. In the same year, she won
the first prize at the Shanghai Young Talents Guzheng
Competition. Xu Hui was also the first-prize winner at
the Huadong Youth Chinese Music Competition for two
consecutive years in 1993 and 1994. In addition, she was
awarded a silver medal at the National Cultural Stars
Award in 1995.

Xu Hui has staged many performances throughout Asia,
Europe and America. In 2001, Xu Hui was invited by
French television to participate in the Shanghai — Paris
satellite TV broadcast performance which was viewed by
millions. In the same year, she staged a highly-acclaimed
percussion concert titled Qiu Wen. Xu Hui has also
collaborated with renowned musicians and composers
such as Qu Xiao Song, Chen Qi Gang, Wang Xi Lin, Yang
Li Qing and Jia Da Qun.

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Qu Jian Qing is SCO yangqin principal, committee
member of the Singapore Chinese Instrumental Music
Association, committee member of the Cimbalom
(Yangqin) World Association, honorary committee member
of the Yangqin Professional Committee of the China
Ethnic Music Society, on top of being the member of the
China Musicians’ Association (Shanghai Branch).

Qu Jian Qing was born in Shanghai, China, where

she began learning yanggin at the age of 9 under the
tutelage of Wang You De, and was accepted by the
Shanghai Chinese Orchestra at the age of 13 based on

her extraordinary musical talent. Over the years, Qu Jian
Qing has also received tutelage under various Yangqin
masters like Xiang Zu Hua, renowned Yanggqin performer
Pang Bo-er and Zhang Xiao Feng. She also received many
awards, such as, Shanghai City “Literary Arts New Talent”
Title in 1980, Shanghai City “Striker of the New Long
March” Title (and Outstanding Youth) in 1981, China
National Ethnic Music Emulation Performance Prize in
1982, 14th “Spring of Shanghai” Outstanding Performance
Prize in 1991.

Qu Jian Qing has performed in Europe, Asia and
America. She is an active participant to many World
Yangqin Festival. In 1997(Belarus), 1999(Moldova),

2003 (Switzerland), 2005(Beijing), she represented
Singapore to the 4th, sth, 7th, 8th International Yangqin
Convention, and presented recital. In 2006, she was
invited to Poland in Chamber Music Festival ‘Arsenal
Nights’ to present the Yangqin and chamber music
Phoenix with distinguished Wroclaw Chamber Orchestra.

Qu Jian Qing is also the premier performer of many
influential yangqin music, including The Phoenix (Xu
Chang Jun), Yellow River (Arrangement by Qu Chun
Quan), Rhapsody on Dinuhua (Phoon Yew Tien). She has
also recorded four personal albums.

She moved to Singapore in 1994, and has devoted much
attention to music education. She currently teaches in the
National University of Singapore, National Institute of
Education.

Memories of Youth is one of the composer’s most notable works written for children. It has become

a popular performance piece for Chinese orchestras throughout Taiwanese schools. Composed in
1990, the piece is lively and filled with joy. It imitates the tones and tunes of children and sings of the
vivacity of childhood. In particular, the bass drums and small drums conjure the bustle of children
on a school field. Strung together by folksong-like tunes, this piece opens with the vibraphone gently
recalling conjures thoughts of childhood. As other instruments join in, the music evokes the gaiety of
children playing. This piece ends on a sweet note, filled with recollections of childhood.

This composition was well-received when it was
staged in the Shanghai’s APCO Cultural Conference in 2001 and France’s Théatre des Champs-

Gu Guan Ren (b.1942) is a National First Class composer in China. He was the leader and artistic
director of the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, vice-president and honorary president of the China
Chinese Orchestral Society and deputy director of the Chinese Music Committee.

The piece is constructed as a single movement concerto. Dinuhua is a famous Cantonese opera tune
which was very popular in Hong Kong and Southeast Asia in the 1960s. The main tune of this
piece is derived from the ancient tune Zhuang Tai Qiu Si (Autumn Thoughts at the Dressing Table).
However, the original motivation and inspirations came from the Cantonese opera, hence it would
be more appropriate naming it under Dinuhua. This piece was composed in 2000 upon the request
of yangqin principal Qu Jian Qing and was premiered at the Beijing Concert Hall with the Beijing
Movie and Film Chinese Orchestra under the baton of Tham Chiak Kong. In 2002, the composer
revised this music piece for SCO's concert Gems of the Middle Kingdom.
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Phoon Yew Tien (b.1952) is SCO’s composer-in-residence. In 1984, Phoon Yew Tien won the
prestigious Yoshiro Irino Memorial Prize for Composition, awarded by the Asian Composers
League, one of the highest awards to be given to a young Asian composer. He has also received
awards from COMPASS in 1996, 1997, 2001, 2004, 2009, 2012 and 2013 for his contributions to
the music industry. He was awarded the Cultural Medallion in 1996 by the National Arts Council,
the highest award given in the field of the arts in Singapore. Phoon Yew Tien has served as an arts
advisor to the National Arts Council from 1998 to 2008. In 2000, he was appointed to rearrange
the Singapore National Anthem in 2000. In 2003, he was appointed as the Singapore Symphony
Orchestra’s composer-in-residence.

Law Wai Lun (b. 1944) graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music in 1967 and became a
full-time composer at the Central Newsreel and Documentary Film Studio in Beijing, and was later
appointed a lecturer at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts. He migrated to Singapore

in 1995 and continues to compose several major works such as The Celestial Web, music for the
2007 national day dance musical, Kit Chan — My Musical Journey and The Goddess — A Silent Film
Concert at Huayi Festivals 2011 and 2014. His work, Admiral of the Seven Seas, received the honorary
award at the Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition 2006, and
Beautiful Clouds Chasing the Moon also awarded the Golden Sail Award by the Composers and
Authors Society of Hong Kong in 2007.
