Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in
1997, is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese
orchestra. SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians,
occupies the Singapore Conference Hall, which is a
national monument. With Prime Minister Lee Hsien
Loong as its patron, SCO takes on the twin role of
preserving traditional arts and culture and establishing its
unique identity through the incorporation of Southeast
Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its
blockbuster presentations and is fast establishing itself
around the world. In 2002, it staged a symphonic
fantasy epic Marco Polo and Princess Blue as part of the
opening festival of Esplanade — Theatres on the Bay.

The following year, SCO produced a musical and visual
conversation with Singapore’s most eminent multi-
disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39" National
Day in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our
Music — featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the
Singapore Indoor Stadium. In 20053, it produced a mega
musical production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of
the Singapore Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part
of the 240-strong combined orchestra that performed at
the Singapore National Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts
Festival 2008, SCO joined hands with Theatreworks to
present the ground-breaking production Awaking, which
brought together Kunqu opera music and Elizabethan
music. In 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the
Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in Paris as
part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, SCO has performed at numerous prestigious
events such as the World Economic Forum and
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and

the 2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual
Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including
Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanning, Suzhou, Macau,
Hungary and England. Recently in May 2014, SCO
performed at the Shanghai Spring International Music
Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate the Singapore-
Suzhou Industrial Park’s 20™ anniversary. In October
2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at the
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Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and
Youth as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural
season in Kuala Lumpur, SCO also held its debut

concert in Malaysia at the iconic Petronas Twin Towers.
These international platforms provided SCO with the
opportunities to showcase its talents and music, propelling
it to the forefront of the international music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra,
SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly at
various national parks, communities and schools. SCO
also commissions its own compositions and organised
the Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) in 2006, 2011 and
2015 respectively. The competition aims to promote
compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”. In

2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew
the participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which
participated with over 44 performances and an audience
of 20,000. On 28 June 2014, SCO created history through
the second instalment of Our People Our Music by creating
two Guinness World Records and three Singapore Book
of Records with 4,557 performers at the National Stadium,
Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this vision that SCO
continues to inspire, influence, educate and communicate
through its music.
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Tsung Yeh — Music Director / Conductor
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the

SCO, Singapore Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Armed
Forces Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, Nanyin
ensemble and a chorus performed under his baton before
an audience of 27,000 and millions of television viewers.
In 2004 and 2014, Tsung Yeh directed two mega orchestra
concerts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium and National
Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub respectively, of which,
2014’s concert of 4,557 musicians broke 2 Guinness World
Records and 3 Singapore Book of Records.

His perseverance and diligence have brought SCO’s
performances to new heights, both musically and
technically. In March and April 2005, he led the orchestra
on a tour to Europe at Barbican Centre in London, The
Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival. In
October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music
Festival, China Shanghai International Arts Festival, Macau
International Music Festival, as well as at major concert
halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. In August
2009, SCO made history by becoming the first Chinese
orchestra to perform in the opening week of the Edinburgh
Festival. Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural Medallion
2013, the highest award given in the field of the arts in
Singapore. He is also currently the advisor to the Singapore
Youth Chinese Orchestra.

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra in the United States from 1988 to
2016. In 1995, he was honoured with the ASCAP Award
together with the South Bend Symphony Orchestra. As
part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored by
the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed
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Barenboim at short notice. He is also the former Music
Director of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra and
Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts Endowment
Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra. He
served as Resident Conductor of Florida Orchestra and

was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany Symphony
Orchestra of New York. He is the Principal Conductor of
the Hua Xia Ensemble in Beijing.

Tsung Yeh started learning the piano at the age of five. He
began his study of conducting at the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music in 19779, and two years later won a full scholarship
to the Mannes College of Music in New York where he
received the Academic Excellence Award upon graduation.
In 1983, he began his post-graduate study at Yale University
under Otto Werner-Mueller. He also studied conducting
with Max Rudolf, Leonard Slatkin, Murry Sidlin, Sidney
Harth, Han Zhong Jie, Huang Yi Jun and Cao Peng.

In May 2001, Tsung Yeh conducted the Paris-Shanghai
Duplex Concert — a collaboration of the French National
Symphony Orchestra and Shanghai Broadcasting Orchestra
— that was broadcast via satellite to millions of viewers in
Europe and Asia. His previous engagements include San
Francisco, Tucson and New Haven Symphonies, Calgary

and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras from Beijing,
Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong, Taipei,
Taichung, Japan, France, Poland, Russia and Czech Republic.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China
Conservatory of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music. He was one of the artistic directors
of the Symphonic Workshop Ltd in the Czech Republic
since 1992, and has also taught conducting workshops
hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of American
Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich. As a
recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various recordings
under the HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.
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Melvyn Tan - Piano
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Melvyn Tan established his international reputation in the
1980s with pioneering performances on the fortepiano,
where he continues to cast fresh light on music conceived
for the piano's early and modern forms. Melvyn Tan's
performances of piano masterworks penetrate the
surface of interpretive traditions to reveal countless
expressive nuances and rarely heard tonal contrasts. He
has performed at many leading concert halls, including
London's Wigmore Hall and New York's Lincoln Center,
and with prestigious ensembles, such as the London and
Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestras. After an absence
of two decades, Melvyn Tan made a triumphant return to
Singapore, where he played to a full Esplanade Concert
Hall in January 2o011. He was the artist-in-residence at the
Yong Siew Toh Conservatory of Music from 2012-2015.
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T’ang Quartet — String Quartet
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Cutting an unmistakable silhouette on the local and
global stage, T’ang Quartet, comprising Ang Chek Meng
(2™ Violin), Ng Yu-Ying (1*! Violin), Leslie Tan (Cello) and
Lionel Tan (Viola), has been pushing the boundaries of
classical music since 1992.

T’ang Quartet started its professional career in 1999 with
unanimity of purpose: to break new ground in sharing the
sheer joy and pleasure of music to a larger audience, and
set new standards of artistic achievement.

“T’ang” symbolizes the golden age of cultural expression
in the Tang Dynasty, a nod to their Asian roots.

Trained in London and Moscow, the quartet found its
genesis when Ang Chek Meng, Ng Yu-Ying, and brothers
Leslie and Lionel Tan were members of the Singapore
Symphony Orchestra. The quartet was set up in 1992
from which they embarked on a musical journey together,
exploring the frontiers of string chamber music.

24 years on, the T’ang Quartet continues to evolve,
surprising and delighting audiences with its innovative
dexterity.

The texture of the work is varied much like the shifting
misty shapes that one may sometimes find in our gardens in the early mornings. And when the
mystique-like mist finally lifts itself, the unveiling garden scenery within the Garden City is often
a sight to behold and a memory to treasure.

Ho Chee Kong (b.1963) is associate professor of composition at the Yong Siew Toh Conservatory
of Music, National University of Singapore. He is also the founding president of the Composers
Society of Singapore and serves as vice-chairman on the Asian Composers League Executive
Committee. His music, which has been performed around the world encompasses instrumental,
orchestral, vocal and electro-acoustic works written for both Western and Chinese ensembles.

Multi-faceted composer Phang Kok Jun (b.1989) graduated from the Yong Siew Toh Conservatory
of Music, National University of Singapore and is pursuing his Master’s degree at the Peabody
Conservatory of Music. His principal composition teachers include Eric Watson, Ho Chee Kong,
Oscar Bettison and Kevin Puts. He is currently composer-in-residence and huqin musician of the
Ding Yi Music Company.
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Pastorale in Five Episodes (World Premiere) Zhu Lin
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This composition draws on the composer’s childhood experiences and decades of her travelling
visits, from which she selected the five most memorable scenes and presents in the following music
format:

I: Song of Dawn

II: The Farmer’s Yard

III: Lusheng Dance

IV: Weddings and Funerals
V: Nocturne

In the first episode Song of Dawn, the protagonists are the little pigs who after breakfast, return to
their cage to continue their slumber and not even the singing of the birds can disturb their sweet
dreams. The composer cleverly uses the theme from Jimbo’s Lullaby from Debussy’s Children’s
Corner suite for solo piano, to portray the almost comical and uniform bliss of the pigs’ snores
whilst lost in their dreamland. The motif of the third interval in this first episode returns later on in
the second and five episodes transformed into a new musical form.

What the countryside gifts us with are not just the fertile plains, fresh air, and the blue skies, but more

importantly, the simplicity of a life at home with deep friendships at the end of a day’s work... let us
thrust ourselves into the embrace of the grass, sprawl on the ground and feel the breathing of life.

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Zhu Lin (b.1975) is a composer, mentor for master and doctoral degree students, assistant professor
and deputy head of the composition faculty of the China Conservatory of Music. She graduated
from the China Conservatory of Music and the Shanghai Conservatory of Music, and studied under
Wang Ning, Gao Wei Jie and Yang Li Qing. Her representative works include Wu Zhi Guang Ying
for Chinese orchestra, Wu Ci Ge for plucked strings ensemble, Jiang Zhou Fu for solo guzheng,

Mu Gu Ji for woodwinds, strings and piano octet and Fen Fang for pipa quartet. She has won
awards in music composition competitions organised by the China Ministry of Culture, the China
Nationalities Orchestra Society and the National Taiwan Symphony Orchestra. Her works have been
released in CD, DVD and published sheet music formats by Long Yin (Hong Kong), Delos (USA),
People’s Music Publishing House and the Central Conservatory of Music Press.
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Stirrings; scenes from a rainforest (World Premiere) John Sharpley
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Words from the composer:

Did you ever feel blissfully transformed by being in a Southeast Asian rainforest? These
extraordinary environments count amongst Earth’s oldest continuous ecosystems dating back 70
million years and include some of our planet’s greatest biodiversity. There is no place on Earth that
makes me happier!

When Maestro Tsung Yeh approached me to compose a piece that represents Nanyang (“Southern
Ocean” or Southeast Asia), I reflected on Identity as a continuum, expansive and interconnected
with all things. Indeed, all is Nature. And, the most encompassing force of nature in Southeast Asia,
is not the people or human civilizations, but the rainforests!

Stirrings, a musical narrative that emanates from my relationship with these rainforests of Southeast
Asia, comprises six “scenes”.

Monsoon Storm is inspired by the convergence of torrential rains, wind, thunder and lightning
within the rainforest.

Sunrise through the Trees begins with a sense of pre-dawn anticipation. Gradually emerging, the rise
of the sun shines magnificently, a glory unparalleled by humans.

Song of the Rainforest is idyllic with a sense of the maternal essence of the rainforest.

Fire portrays violent bursts of flames, relentless crackling, death screams from flora and fauna and
pervasive haze.

In complete contrast, Dance of Oneness including some Rice Wine celebrates the unity of man and
forest. This fittingly includes a musical tribute to the sapeh, a traditional three to five string lute
from the orang ulu tribe who live on the island of Borneo. The sanxian, a three string Chinese lute,
is featured.

The last scene, Canopy Dreams, is healing music that incorporates my own transcriptions of native
bird songs including the iconic hornbill.

My home for over 30 years, I am deeply grateful and privileged to live amongst the rainforests of
Southeast Asia. May it not be too late for man to live in harmony with the rainforests and the cosmos.

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John Sharpley (b.1955), formerly composer-in-residence for the Singapore Symphony Orchestra, has
held recent compositional residencies at I1linois Wesleyan University, Across Oceans International
Festival (Toronto) and the New Composition Festival (Bangkok) and Kyoto City University of Arts.
Prominent ensembles that have played his work include the China Philharmonic Orchestra, the
Houston Symphony Orchestra, the St. Petersburg Philharmonic, the Novosibirsk Philharmonic,
the Singapore Symphony Orchestra, the T’ang Quartet, Young Voices of Melbourne and the Taipei
Chamber Singers. He earned a Doctorate in Music Composition from Boston University in addition
to music degrees from the University of Houston and the Conservatoire National de Musique,
Strasbourg, France.

As one roams amongst the rainforest, there is an abundant growth of trees, twining vines, and
colourful flowers; accompanied by pattering raindrops, bubbling spring water, and murmuring
streams; as well as lively monkeys, dashing rabbits, butterflies fluttering among the blossoms

and birds chirping. Light in the forest also takes many forms: the sunlight which penetrates the
thicket, the twinkling light of the stars and the long drawn corridors of light, all of which envelope
the forest in a mysterious and unpredictable dreamscape. This is the paradise of nature, where the
visual interweaving of points and lines fill the eyes, and aural symphony of lines and points fill the ears.

Gao Wei Jie (b.1938) is a composer, professor of composition and mentor for doctoral degree
students at the China Conservatory of Music. In 1983, he founded and served as the president

of China’s first contemporary music ensemble “Composer’s Lab Society”. He is also currently a
mentor for doctoral degree students and coordinating professor for post-doctoral students at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music, and is the editor for the publication People’s Music, China Music
Studies, China Music and Philharmonic. His representative works include tone poem Cao Di Wang
Shi; Night Banquet at the Shu Palace for Chinese orchestra; Qiu Ye for piano; Images from Baima
for double erhu and orchestra; Chinese traditional chamber music works Chun Ye Luo Cheng Wen
Di, Shao I, Shao II; Road for violin and piano; theatrical dance work The Salvage Land; Bie Meng
for dizi and orchestra.

The piano concerto was completed in 1931. The work has hints of Basque and Spanish music, and
heavily influenced by jazz, yet at its core, it’s still classical.

The influence by jazz is especially evident in the first movement Allegramente. Several passages are
reminiscent of Gershwin’s Rhapsody in Blue, which Ravel had heard in New York. In the second
movement Adagio assai, the piano spins out a long and gentle melody with the accompaniment of
mainly winds. The third movement Presto, by contrast, expresses a sense of raucous satire and offers
further hints of jazz. The movement ended as vigorously as it began.

Maurice Ravel (1875 — 1937) was admitted to the Paris Conservatoire at age 14, and later studied
with Gabriel Fauré. His ballet Daphnis et Chloé was commissioned by Sergey Diaghilev. Other
pieces include the orchestral works La Valse and Boléro. Maurice Ravel remains the most widely
popular of all French composers. Some of his most renowned works include the Pavane pour une
infante défunte (Pavane for a Dead Princess, 1899), the Jeux d'eau (1901), also known as "Fountains"
or "Playing Water," a piece that Ravel dedicated to Fauré, the String Quartet (1903), which is played
in F major and follows four movements, the Sonatine (circa 1904) for solo piano, the Miroirs (1905)
and Gaspard de la nuit (1908).

Law Wai Lun (b. 1944) graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music in 1967 and became a
full-time composer at the Central Newsreel and Documentary Film Studio in Beijing, and was later
appointed a lecturer at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts. He migrated to Singapore

in 1995 and continues to compose several major works such as The Celestial Web, music for the
2007 national day dance musical, Kit Chan — My Musical Journey and The Goddess — A Silent Film
Concert at Huayi Festivals 2011 and 2014. His work, Admiral of the Seven Seas, received the honorary
award at the Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition 2006, and
Beautiful Clouds Chasing the Moon also awarded the Golden Sail Award by the Composers and
Authors Society of Hong Kong in 2007. He was SCO’s composer-in-residence from August 2012 to
July 2014 and often appointed as judge for various music competitions.
