Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in 1997, 
is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese orchestra. 
SCO, made up of more than 80 musicians, occupies the 
Singapore Conference Hall, which is a national monument. 
With Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong as its patron, SCO 
takes on the twin role of preserving traditional arts and 
culture and establishing its unique identity through the 
incorporation of Southeast Asian cultural elements in its 
music. 

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its blockbuster 
presentations and is fast establishing itself around the world. 
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and 
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade 
– Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced 
a musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most 
eminent multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the 
Singapore Arts Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 
39th National Day in 2004 with a spectacular concert – Our 
People, Our Music – featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts 
at the Singapore Indoor Stadium. In 2005, it produced a 
mega musical production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part 
of the Singapore Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part 
of the 240-strong combined orchestra that performed at 
the Singapore National Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts 
Festival 2008, SCO joined hands with Theatreworks to 
present the ground-breaking production Awaking, which 
brought together Kunqu opera music and Elizabethan 
music. In 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first 
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the 
Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in Paris as part 
of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and 
versatility, SCO has performed at numerous prestigious 
events such as the World Economic Forum and 
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and the 
2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting.
SCO has toured various countries and cities including 
Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanning, Suzhou, Macau, 
Hungary and England. Recently in May 2014, SCO 
performed at the Shanghai Spring International Music 
Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate the Singapore-Suzhou 
Industrial Park’s 20th anniversary. In October 2015, SCO 

performed two concerts in Hong Kong at the Tsuen Wan 
Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre. Commissioned 
by Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth as part 
of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural season in Kuala 
Lumpur, SCO also held its debut concert in Malaysia at the 
iconic Petronas Twin Towers. These international platforms 
provided SCO with the opportunities to showcase its talents 
and music, propelling it to the forefront of the international 
music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra, 
SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly at 
various national parks, communities and schools. SCO 
also commissions its own compositions and organised 
the Singapore International Competition for Chinese 
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) in 2006, 2011 and 
2015 respectively. The competition aims to promote 
compositions that incorporate music elements from 
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”. 
In 2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National 
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew 
the participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which 
participated with over 44 performances and an audience 
of 20,000. On 28 June 2014, SCO created history through 
the second instalment of Our People Our Music by creating 
two Guinness World Records and three Singapore Book 
of Records with 4,557 performers at the National Stadium, 
Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this vision that SCO 
continues to inspire, influence, educate and communicate 
through its music.

带领马来西亚的观众踏上新马文化交流的

音乐之旅。这些海外音乐会不仅大大提升

了新加坡华乐团在国际音乐界的名声，也

奠定了它在华乐界的领导地位。

新加坡华乐团以“人民乐团”为宗旨，通过

社区音乐会、学校艺术教育计划、户外音

乐会等活动来推广华乐，为使其他种族

的朋友也能欣然地欣赏华乐。新加坡华

乐团也委约作品，于不同音乐会中首演

新作品。新加坡华乐团主办了三届的国际

华乐作曲大赛，分别于2006年，2011年及

2015年。此大赛注入了“南洋”元素，借

此创立本地独有的音乐风格。新加坡华

乐团也于2012年主办了新加坡首次为期

23天的全国华乐马拉松。31支本地华乐

团体在新加坡各地呈献44场演出，吸引

了约两万名观众。2014年6月28日，新加

坡华乐团在国家体育场，新加坡体育城

缔造了历史性的成就，以4,557名表演者

打破两项健力士世界纪录和三项新加坡

大全记录。新加坡华乐团通过启发、推

动、影响和教育的方式来传达音乐理念，

让优雅华乐举世共赏。

新加坡华乐团是本地的旗舰艺术团体，

更是唯一的专业国家级华乐团。自1997年

首演以来，拥有超过80名音乐家的新加坡

华乐团在肩负起传统文化的传承之际，也

以发展和创新为重任。新加坡华乐团赞助

人为李显龙总理, 并坐落于被列为国家古

迹的新加坡大会堂。新加坡华乐团更通

过汲取周边国家独特的南洋文化，发展成

具多元文化特色的乐团。各种资源和优势

相互交融，使新加坡华乐团成长为一支风

格独具的优质华乐团。

新加坡华乐团不断策划与制作素质高又多

元性的节目，使它在华乐界占有—席之地，

而日益扩大的观众群也目睹了华乐团这几

年来的成长。2002年的滨海艺术中心开幕

艺术节上，新加坡华乐团带给观众—部富

于梦幻色彩，又具真实历史事迹的交响幻

想史诗《马可波罗与卜鲁罕公主》，为乐团

发展史开创新的里程碑。2003年的新加

坡艺术节，新加坡华乐团与本地多元艺

术家陈瑞献—同呈献了别开生面的音乐

会《千年一瞬》，突破了单一艺术呈献的音乐

会形式。2004年新加坡建国39年，新加坡

华乐团召集了2400名表演者，以有史以来

最庞大的华乐队演出《全民共乐》，堪称壮

举。2005年，为纪念郑和下西洋600周年，

新加坡华乐团集合多方力量，邀请多位国

际知名歌唱家同台演出音乐剧史诗《海上

第一人 — 郑和》。2007年，新加坡华乐团

与新加坡交响乐团，以及本地其他上百位

演奏家组成的联合大乐团，共同参与了新

加坡国庆庆典演出，为国庆典礼增添艺术

色彩。2008年新加坡艺术节，新加坡华乐团

与剧艺工作坊合作，突破性地让莎士比亚

名著与昆曲经典《牡丹亭》在演出《离梦》

中相会。2009年，新加坡华乐团成为历史

上第一支应邀在爱丁堡艺术节开幕星期演

出的华乐团，也并于2010年参与新加坡艺

术节在法国巴黎的演出。

新加坡华乐团以高演奏水平，受邀到全球

各地多个重要场合中演出，包括中国北京、

上海、南宁、苏州、澳门、匈牙利和伦敦。

在2014年，新加坡华乐团参与上海之春国

了更高的层次。葉聰于2013年10月荣获

文化界最高荣誉的“新加坡文化奖”。 

他也现任为新加坡国家青年华乐团顾问。

2007年，葉聰担任新加坡国庆典礼的音

乐总监，他为这个举国欢腾的庆典节目作

了全新的音乐设计。在国家领袖、27,000
名热情观众和上百万名透过现场直播观

礼的国人面前，葉聰成功指挥了一个由

新加坡华乐团、新加坡交响乐团、马来

和印度乐队、南音小组及合唱团所组成

的联合乐团。在2004和2014年，葉聰也

分别在新加坡室内体育馆和新加坡体育

城的国家体育场策划和指挥两场千人大

型乐团的音乐会。2014年的4,557演奏家

的音乐会破了两项健力士世界记录和三

项新加坡记录。

葉聰带领新加坡华乐团走向世界，以他

的不断努力和深厚的艺术见解，精心打

造出属于乐团自己，融汇中西，富有南洋

特色，新加坡华乐团的独特声音。2005年，

他带领乐团远赴伦敦、盖茨黑德，以及布

达佩斯春季艺术节，成功指挥了一系列的

欧洲巡演。2007年10月，乐团在他的领导

下，展开了中国巡演之旅，先后在北京国

际音乐节、上海国际艺术节、澳门国际音

乐节、广州星海音乐厅、中山市文化艺术

中心和深圳音乐厅中成功演出。2009年

8月，乐团成为历史上第一支应邀在爱丁

堡艺术节开幕周演出的华乐团。

葉聰自1988年至2016年担任美国南湾

交响乐团音乐总监。1995年，他与南湾

交响乐团更获颁美国作曲家、作家及出

版商协会大奖荣衔。在2016年5月7日，

南弯市市长Pete Buttigieg宣布那天为 

“Tsung Yeh Day”(葉聰日)。葉聰也荣获印

第安纳州州长Mike Pence颁发的印地安纳

州最高平民奖“Sagamore of the Wabash  
Award”。葉聰现被定为南湾交响乐团

协会桂冠指挥。他曾被挑选参加由芝

加哥交响乐团主办的“指挥家深造计划”

，并接受其音乐总监巴伦邦及首席客座指

挥布莱兹的指导。他也曾任西北印第安

那州交响乐团音乐总监、香港小交响乐

团的音乐总监、圣路易交响乐团助理指

挥、佛罗里达州管弦乐团驻团指挥、纽

约奥尔班尼交响乐团的首席客座指挥。

葉聰曾与北美多个乐团合作，计有三藩

市、塔克逊、纽黑文交响乐、卡尔加里和

罗彻斯特管弦乐团等。1991年4月，他临

时代替抱恙的巴伦邦登上指挥台，成功领

导芝加哥交响乐团的3场演出。他也经常

应邀担任亚洲多个乐团的客席指挥，包括

北京、上海、广州、深圳，香港、台北、东

京和横滨的乐团。欧洲方面，他指挥过巴

黎2e2m合奏团、法国电台管弦乐团、皇

家苏格兰国家交响乐团和波兰、俄罗斯

及捷克的乐团等。

葉聰在指挥教育界亦极富盛誉。他现任

中国音乐学院的特聘教授与上海音乐

学院客席教授。他曾是捷克交响乐指挥

工作坊的艺术总监，并曾在美国“指挥

家联盟”与北美交响乐团联合会举办的

工作坊担任讲师。他也曾到北京、上海、

香港、台湾和新加坡多次举办指挥大师

班。另外，他曾同雨果、Delos与Naxos
等公司合作录制了多张音乐光碟专辑。

Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) 
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, SCO 
expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is a 
Millennium – A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian, The 
Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven Seas 
and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and Tang 
Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral music  
to a higher level. In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural 
Medallion, the highest accolade in the arts. He is also the 
advisor to the Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade 2007, 
Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music structure 
with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed the national 
pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, Singapore 
Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Armed Forces Central 
Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, Nanyin ensemble and 
a chorus performed under his baton before an audience of 
27,000 and millions of television viewers. In 2004 and 2014, 
Tsung Yeh directed two mega orchestra concerts at the 
Singapore Indoor Stadium and National Stadium, Singapore 
Sports Hub respectively, of which, 2014’s concert of 4,557 
musicians broke 2 Guinness World Records and 3 Singapore 
Book of Records.

Tsung Yeh has brought SCO internationally and developed 
the special artistic identity of SCO through the orchestra’s 
sound and texture, comprising of East and West and 
Nanyang heritage, which is unique to SCO. In March and 
April 2005, he led the orchestra on a tour to Europe at 
Barbican Centre in London, The Sage Gateshead and the 
Budapest Spring Festival. In October 2007, SCO performed 
at the Beijing Music Festival, China Shanghai International 
Arts Festival, Macau International Music Festival, as well 
as at major concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and 
Shenzhen. In August 2009, SCO made history by becoming 
the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week
of the Edinburgh Festival. 

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend 
Symphony Orchestra (SBSO) in the United States from 
1988 to 2016. In 1995, he was honoured with the ASCAP 
Award with the South Bend Symphony Orchestra. Upon 
his retirement from SBSO, Tsung Yeh was presented the 
“Sagamore of the Wabash Award” from the Indiana State  
– the highest honour given by the Indiana Governor,  

Mike Pence. 7 May 2016 was proclaimed “Tsung Yeh Day” 
by the Mayor of the South Bend City, Pete Buttigieg. Tsung 
Yeh is presently designated as the Conductor Laureate by 
the South Bend Symphony Orchestra Association.

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored 
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music 
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor 
Pierre Boulez. Tsung Yeh was formerly the Music Director of 
the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra and Hong Kong 
Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts Endowment Conductor of 
the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra. He served as Resident 
Conductor of Florida Orchestra and was the Principal Guest 
Conductor of Albany Symphony Orchestra of New York. 

Tsung Yeh has collaborated with reputable international 
orchestras including San Francisco, Tucson and New Haven 
Symphonies, Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic, and 
orchestras from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, 
Hong Kong, Taipei, Tokyo, Yokohama, France, the Royal 
Scottish National Orchestra, Poland, Russia and Czech 
Republic. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed Barenboim 
at short notice and conducted 3 successful concerts.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China 
Conservatory of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai 
Conservatory of Music. He has taught conducting 
workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League 
of American Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of 
Zurich and is also active in conducting masterclasses in 
Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Taiwan and Singapore. As 
a recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various recordings 
under the HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.

A famous Hong Kong actress, Ling Bo started her acting 
career in Hokkien movies in the early 1950s under the stage 
name of Xiao Juan. In 1962, she changed it to Chen Yan 
after joining Shaw Brothers Studios where she starred in 
Mandarin movies. She caught the attention of director Lee 
Han Hsiang when she did the backup vocals for Jia Bao Yu 
during the filming of Dream of The Red Chamber. She then 
changed her stage name again – this time to Ling Bo – and 
in 1963 cross-played the year’s blockbuster, The Butterfly 
Lovers. It proved to be her breakout movie as fans took an 
instant liking for her and dubbed her “Brother Liang”. 

She was invited to Taiwan where 200,000 fans were at the 
airport to welcome her. She also presented the “Best Acting 
Special Award” at the 2nd Golden Horse Award Ceremony.  
Thereafter, there was no stopping her as she took on roles 
in Hua Mulan and The Mermaid and won the Best Actress 
and Best Talent Award at the Asia Pacific Film Festival.  
In 1967, she took home the Best Actress prize at the Golden 
Horse Award Ceremony for her role in Too Late for Love.  
In 1974, she set up a film company in Taiwan with her actor 
husband, Jin Han. Meanwhile, she continued to appear 
in numerous Huangmei films like New Dream of the Red 
Chamber and The Arrogant Princess in a career that garnered 
over 100 movies and spanned several decades.

Lin Bo, the eternal "Brother Liang" first started partnering 
Hu Jin in the Huangmei Opera Musical concert, 40 Years of 
The Butterfly Lovers, in year 2000. Since then, the two have 
been touring to rave reviews in destinations like Taiwan, 
Singapore, Malaysia, Canada and the United States.

Renowned Hong Kong actress Hu Chin has over 100 
movies to her credit, including signature works like The 
Warlord, The House of 72 Tenants and The Golden Lotus. In 
1974, her role in the war movie, Falling Snowflakes, won 
her the Best Actress Award at the 20th Asia Film Festival.
An adept performer of Beijing operas, she has featured in 
such heavyweight productions as Pai Hsien-yung’s Peony 
Pavilion and Hu Jingquan’s Butterfly Dream. She was the 
Best Female Lead in the Golden Tripod Awards (1970) 
organised by the China Theatre Association, as well as the 
Best Female Actress at the 27th Drama Theatrics Awards 
organised by the Chinese Writers and Artists Association. 

In the 1990s, Hu Chin became a television producer, and 
came up with several popular series such as Hibiscus Town, 
Love in Other Cities and Paper Marriage. In recent years, she 
has been focusing on her stage partnership with Ling Bo in 
the musical concert, The Butterfly Lovers, reigniting in the 
process, the Chinese’s passion for Huangmei operas.

英台》，从此一炮而红，并荣获第二届金

马奖“最佳演员特别奖”。《梁祝》的成

功，赋予了她名与利，影迷们甚至还封

她为“梁兄哥”，星途顺畅，所向披靡。

1963年应邀到台湾，将近20万粉丝争睹

巨星风采，万人空巷。之后，相继以《花木

兰》、《鱼美人》分别荣获亚太影展最佳

女主角奖和最佳才艺奖。1967年以《烽火

万里情》演出苦命女获颁金马奖最佳女主

角奖。1974年她到台湾发展，与同是电影

演员的夫婿金汉组成今日电影公司，拍摄

《新红楼梦》与《金枝玉叶》等电影。数十

年从影生涯，拍过超过百部电影。

永远的“梁兄哥”凌波，自2000年的“梁

祝四十”盛大演出后，开始与胡锦搭档，

以古装舞台音乐剧形式重现经典，深受

观众热捧。此后十多年，来自台湾及新

马美加各地的邀约不断，至今举办了近

百场的《梁祝》音乐演唱会。

胡锦是香港著名电影演员，早期拍过上

百部电影，在邵氏公司拍过多部代表作，

如《大军阀》（1972）、《七十二家房客》

（1973）、《金瓶双艳》（1974）等。1974
年更以中影公司战争剧情片《雪花片片》

荣获第二十届亚洲影展演技优异女主角

奖。她也擅长京剧，曾主演许多大型舞台

剧，包括白先勇的《游园惊梦》、胡金铨

的《蝴蝶梦》等，曾荣获1970年中国话剧

协会金鼎奖最佳女主角及中国文艺协会

第27届话剧戏剧最佳女主角奖。

90年代，胡锦转型为电视制作人，制作

过不少脍炙人口的电视连续剧如《芙蓉

镇》、《爱在他乡》和《纸婚》等。近年，

唱做俱佳的她复出舞台，与凌波合作黄

梅调音乐剧《梁祝》，让黄梅热潮再次

 Qin Zi Jing has been playing the erhu since she was 4 years 
old. In 2007, she was admitted to the Central Conservatory 
of Music, where she studied with young erhu performer 
Yang Xue in her first year, before coming under the tutelage 
of acclaimed erhu master Yan Jie Min. 

In 2008, she joined the famous new folk musical ensemble 
12 Girls Band and performed all over China as well as 
internationally, winning the Outstanding Performance 
Award (Youth Groups) at the Golden Bell Awards in 2009. 

In 2011, she commenced studies for her Master’s Degree at 
the Central Conservatory of Music and continued to garner 
more recognition of her performance abilities. In 2012, 
she was awarded the prestigious 4th Culture Award (Youth 
Performance Group) by the Chinese government, and won 
the Silver Award (First Prize) in the 2nd Hua Yue Zhi Yun 
International Erhu Competition held in South Korea. She also 
won the Gold Award (First Prize) in the 2nd Hua Yin Cup 
International Chinese Music Competition held in USA in 
2013. Her solo erhu recital in 2012 at the Central Conservatory 
of Music was widely acclaimed by industry experts. 

She has been involved in numerous recordings for the 
television programme Feng Hua Guo Yue on the CCTV 
music channel, and is active as a solo performer and lecturer 
in the Folk Music in Schools programme under the auspices 
of the State Education Commission. 

Qin Zi Jing joined SCO as erhu musician in 2013.

Li Yu Long was born in Heilongjiang, and started learning 
the erhu at the age of 6, under the tutelage of Su Deng Jian. 
He was admitted to the affiliated primary and secondary 
schools of Shenyang Conservatory of Music in 2000 and 
2003 respectively, under the tutelage of Li Nai Ping. He 
studied in the Central Conservatory of Music in 2008 under 
Yan Jie Min. In 2011, he was awarded the third prize for 
the Hong Kong Chinese Instruments Competition – Erhu 
Professional Category and silver in the Beijing International 
Music Festival Instrumental Music Competition — Erhu 
Professional Category. During the university days, he learnt 
the banhu from Li Heng Fu, gaohu from Tian Zai Li and 
jinghu from Yao Li of Jingju Theater Company of Beijing.  
He graduated in 2012 with outstanding results and joined 
SCO as erhu musician in the same year.

Programme Notes

音乐的背景是在中国的一个农村，四处都是庆祝春节的欢乐场面。气氛热闹欢愉，响着民间秧歌舞的音调 

和节奏。接着是抒情而优美的乐段，富有田园风味。末段是全曲最热闹的部分，展现了一波又一波的欢腾场 

面，在原有曲调上又加以扩展。原为著名中国作曲家李焕之在1949年为西洋管弦乐而作，此版本是沈文友为 

《春花齐放2009》委约而移植。 

This piece is set in a rural village in China, where festive celebrations for the New Year can be 
seen in every corner. A thunderous opening featured resounding music and rhythms of yangge 
dancing, followed by a lyrical and melodious section full of pastoral flavours. The final section, 
which develops from the original melody is the liveliest, showcasing scenes of jubilation one after 
another. Originally composed by well-known Chinese composer Li Huan Zhi in 1949 for symphony 
orchestra, this version you will be hearing tonight was adapted by SCO zhonghu musician Sim 
Boon Yew in 2009 for Rhapsodies of Spring concert.

李焕之（1952年-2000年）原名李昭彩，又名李钟焕，是著名作曲家、指挥家、音乐理论家。1938年在鲁迅艺 

术学院师从冼星海学习作曲、指挥。为历任中央音乐学院音乐团团长、中央歌舞团艺术指导、中央民族乐团

团长。代表作品有《春节序曲》、《春节组曲》、《乡音寄怀》、《汨罗江幻想曲》（筝协奏曲）及《秦王破阵乐》

等。

Li Huan Zhi (1919 – 2000), formerly known as Li Zhao Cai, and also known as Li Zhong Huan, 
was a famous composer, conductor and music theorist. In 1938, he studied composition and 
conducting at the Lu Xun Academy of the Arts under the tutelage of Xian Xing Hai. He was the 
head of orchestra at the Central Conservatory of Music, artistic director of the Central Song and 
Dance Ensemble, and head of the China National Orchestra. His representative works include 
Spring Festival Overture, Spring Festival Suite and Reminiscences of the Hometown, Miluo River 
Fantasia (a concerto for zheng) and The King of Qin in Battle. 

沈文友（生于1954年）是新加坡知名华乐工作者，现任新加坡华乐团中胡演奏家。沈文友编写的各类型华乐

作品已超过150首，其中有不少深具本土特色。荣膺2001年新加坡共和国总统颂赐公共服务奖章。 

Sim Boon Yew (b. 1954) is a well-known Chinese orchestral music practitioner and currently SCO’s 
zhonghu musician. Till date, Sim Boon Yew has arranged more than 150 compositions, with many 
of them rich in our unique local flavour. In 2001, he was conferred the Public Service Award by His 
Excellency, the President of Singapore.

罗伟伦（生于1944年）于1967年毕业于北京中央音乐学院作曲系，曾担任北京中央新闻纪录电影制片厂的

专职作曲及香港演艺学院讲师。1995年移居新加坡，并创作了多个大型作品如《天网》、2007年的大型国

庆音乐会，2011年的华艺节：《陈洁仪—我的音乐之旅》音乐会和2014年的《神女》默片音乐会等。他的作

品《海上第一人 — 郑和》在2006年新加坡国际华乐作曲大赛中获荣誉奖。他改编的《彩云追月》以及与罗

坚联合创作的《神女影画交响曲》，先后于2007年与2016年荣获香港作曲家与作词家协会颁发最佳正统音

乐作品的金帆奖。罗伟伦也曾担任新加坡华乐团驻团作曲家（2012年8月-2014年7月）及经常担任音乐赛比

评委。 

Law Wai Lun (b. 1944) graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music in 1967 and became a 
full-time composer at the Central Newsreel and Documentary Film Studio in Beijing, and was later 
appointed a lecturer at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts. He migrated to Singapore in 
1995 and continues to compose several major works such as The Celestial Web, music for the National 
Day Parade 2007, Kit Chan – My Musical Journey Concert in Huayi Festival 2011 and The Goddess – A 
Silent Film Concert in Huayi Festival 2014. His work, Admiral of the Seven Seas, received the honorary 
award at the Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition 2006. His 
arrangement of Beautiful Clouds Chasing the Moon and joint-composition with Lincoln Lo, The 
Goddess Film Music, were awarded the Golden Sail Award by the Composers and Authors Society of 
Hong Kong in 2007 and 2016 respectively. He was SCO’s composer-in-residence from 2012 to 2014 
and is often appointed as a judge for various music competitions.

兄弟实为女儿身，可祝英台却已对他日久生情。见女儿三年在外，员外去书催返，祝英台惟有退学。临别，她

托师母为媒，代为撮合，待梁山伯得知真相，飞赴祝家求亲。岂料，员外已把女儿许配马文才，不顾女儿的哀

求，员外执意行之。来迟一步的梁山伯闻讯如晴天霹雳，他因相思成疾，一病不起。祝英台得知噩耗，痛不

欲生！婚嫁当天，路途中，她在梁山伯坟前哭祭，情真意切，天地也变色！梁山伯坟墓顿开，祝英台投坟殉情。

两个相爱的人于是化作一双彩蝶翩翩飞舞，坟前遍地开花，隐喻着他们从此永不分离。

《远山含笑》含有中国传统戏剧的味道，《访英台》全曲充满欢乐亢奋的喜气，而《楼台会》则是声声哀叹，感

伤的情怀弥漫。不仅在电影里面，多年来凌波与胡锦在音乐舞台上也合作无数，默契十分，用心用情的演绎，

将余韵缭绕。

This piece was adapted from the famous folk legend, The Butterfly Lovers, and kicked off with the 
journey to Hangzhou by the talented young lady Zhu Ying Tai. Disguised as a man, Ying Tai befriended 
Liang Shanbo and they became blood brothers. Three years later, Ying Tai realised that she had fallen 
in love with Liang Shanbo, who was still in the dark about her true identity. At the same time, Ying 
Tai’s father wrote a letter persuaded her to return home – which she reluctantly did. Upon Ying Tai’s 
request, her teacher’s wife eventually revealed her identity to Liang Shanbo who rushed off to Ying 
Tai’s home with marriage in mind – only to learn that she had been betrothed by her father to Ma 
Wencai. Heart-broken, Liang Shanbo fell ill and died shortly after. A devastated Ying Tai fell into a 
depressive haze. On her wedding day, she passed by Liang Shanbo’s grave and cried so bitterly that 
even the heavens were moved to open-up the grave and swallow her as she fell in. The two lovers were 
then reincarnated into a pair of butterflies, never to part again.

A Scenic View oozes the charm of the traditional Chinese Opera; Visiting Ying Tai depicts the happy vibes 
of a romantic rendezvous; while Meeting at the Pavilion showcases the heart-wrenching melancholy of 
lost love. Be dazzled by the onstage chemistry and telepathy of vocalists Ling Bo and Hu Chin as they 
entertain with a practised fluency that stems from their longstanding partnership.

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周蓝萍（1925-1971年）是中国近代音乐重要的作曲家与作词家。1949年他定居台湾，相继到中国广播公司

任职，并担任歌咏团指挥、四重唱男高音与作曲；这段期间编写了许多歌曲，其中又以《绿岛小夜》和《回想

曲》最为人所熟悉。1963年加入邵氏电影公司，担任黄梅调影片《梁山伯与祝英台》的编曲配乐，大受欢迎，

之后《花木兰》和《七仙女》等多部黄梅电影的音乐都由他一手包办，其所创作的黄梅调主题曲插曲，从此

传唱。

Chow Lan-Ping (1925-1971) was a prominent contemporary composer and lyrist of Chinese music. 
After settling down in Taiwan in 1949, he worked at the Broadcasting Corporation of China. He was a 
choir conductor and a tenor-cum-composer in a quartet. During his early years in Taiwan, he composed 
and arranged numerous songs including the evergreen Green Island Serenade and Memories. In 1963, 
he joined Shaw Brothers Studio and was the composer and arranger for the epic Huangmei film The 
Butterfly Lovers. Following that, he continued to compose songs for other Huangmei films such as Hua 
Mu Lan and The Seventh Fairy Maiden.  

卢亮辉（1938年生）毕业于中国天津音乐学院。1970年代后期移民香港，曾担任香港中乐团全职乐师、台北

市立国乐团演奏组副组长、台北市立国乐团副指挥。现任台北中国文化大学中国音乐学系专任教师。主要大

型作品包括：《宫商角徵羽》、《春》、《夏》、《秋》、《冬》、《酒歌》与《童年的回忆》。

Lo Leung Fai (b. 1938) graduated from China’s Tianjin Conservatory of Music. He migrated to Hong 
Kong in the late 1970s where he was a musician with the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra. He has 
served as the Associate Conductor as well as the Deputy Principal of Taipei Chinese Orchestra. Lo 
Leung Fai currently teaches at the Chinese Music Department of Taiwan’s Chinese Culture University. 
His large-scale works include Gong Shang Jue Zhi Yu, Spring, Summer, Autumn, Winter, The Wine Song 
and Memories of Youth.

This piece by Li Min Xiong, was one of the late Chinese percussionist’s signature works. Intense, 
vigorous and with a distinct folk flavour, it was founded upon the elements of another percussion piece, 
Eastern Zhejiang’s Dragon Head and Tail. With immense skill, the composer utilised a new form of 
percussion ensemble to infuse the performance with an array of drums. The piece thus alternates 
between the lead player and group ensemble, triggering an exuberant frisson of festivity and grandeur.
  

李民雄（1932－2009年）是民族音乐理论家、作曲家、鼓演奏家和音乐教育家。青年时代开始，从三弦到秦

琴，到兼打击乐和笛子等；李民雄勤于搜集研究民族音乐，继后还考入并毕业于上海音乐学院。他尤其擅长

击鼓，录制过《夜深沉》、《鼓》、《惊天锣鼓》和《龙腾虎跃》等激光唱碟，后者还获颁20世纪最受乐迷欢

迎的中乐作品首十佳。其作品有吹打乐《闹元宵》和《喜迎春》、京胡与鼓《夜深沉》、打击乐合奏《潮音》

等。除外，他还曾先后出版专著，如《民族器乐概论》、《中国打击乐》等十几部著作。

Li Min Xiong (1932-2009) was a folk music theorist, composer and drummer. He had actively 
researched on folk music before enrolling at the Shanghai Conservatory of Music. From a young 
age, he learned various musical instruments like the san xian, qin qin and dizi but it was in 
percussions that he excelled. Throughout his career, he recorded several CDs such as Late at 
Night, Drum, Thundering Beats, and A Well-matched Fight – the latter winning a place in the 10 
best-liked CDs of Chinese orchestral enthusiasts. Other works included Celebrating Yuan Xiao, 
Welcoming Spring, Late At Night (jinghu and drums), and Chao Yin (percussion ensemble). He 
also published more than 10 books on Chinese folk music, among them An Introduction to 
Chinese Folk Music and Chinese Percussion Music.

作曲家里洛艾•安德森可说是把交响乐团“流行化”的先锋作曲家之一。这部以传统苏格兰舞曲形式呈献的

作品，轻松活泼；创作灵感源于一群在空地上鸣叫的鸡只。

Leroy Anderson was a distinguished pioneer of symphonic music. The chirping sounds of barnyard 
chickens inspired this piece, which is presented in the form of reel, a traditional Scottish dance. 

里洛艾·安德森（1908年-1975年）擅长创作轻巧的乐队小品，并被约翰·威廉姆斯誉为“美国最杰出的轻

管弦乐大师”之一。早年的乐器学习激发了他对音乐的兴趣，成就了他进入哈佛接受系统音乐的学习，他

于1930年完成艺术硕士学位。之后他继续在哈佛求学。1946年，一曲《切分时钟》让他一举成名。里洛艾音

乐风格深受格什文影响，还汲取了民俗音乐的各家之长。同时，他将一些富有新意的乐器特效、传统上不被

用作乐器的声音引入作品之中，《打字机》、《号兵的节日》为其此类代表作品。1988年，莱罗尔被追选进入 

“作曲家名人殿堂”，而他的作品也继续被作为流行管弦乐队的保留曲目。

Leroy Anderson (1908 – 1975) was best known as a composer of short, light concert music pieces 
and was described by John Williams as ‘one of the great American masters of light orchestral 
music’. Inspired by musical instruments lessons in his early life, he entered Harvard where he had 
comprehensive music education and graduated with Master of Arts in 1930. He made his name in 
1946 when his work The Syncopated Clock earned a Golden Disc and the No. 11 spot on the Billboard 
charts. His musical styles were influenced by George Gershwin and folk music of various lands. 
He also employed creative instrumental effects and sounds which were not traditionally used as 
musical instruments, The Typewriter and Bugler's Holiday are some of his signature works. He was 
posthumously inducted into the Songwriters' Hall of Fame in 1988 and his music continues to be a 
staple of 'pop' orchestra repertoire.

全运驹（生于1953年）现任新加坡词曲版权协会会员、湘灵音乐社委，前作曲家协会理事。曾参加香港亚洲 

青年音乐营及瑞士、比利时、法国和其他国家的艺术节。曾分别在英国Cleveland和威尔斯民族器乐比赛中 

获第三名及第四名。曾向李德华学习作曲。编写过多首乐曲，其中的爱国歌曲《童谣》被前人民协会新加坡 

华乐团演奏。所创作的笛子与乐队曲《闽韵感怀》于1998年由新加坡华乐团首演，深获好评。全运驹也是多

间学校的华乐指导及前义安理工学院华乐团指挥。

Chuan Joon Hee (b. 1953) is a member of the Composers and Authors Society of Singapore, an 
executive member of the Siong Leng Musical Association and a former committee member of the 
Association of Composers (Singapore). He has participated in the Hong Kong Asia Youth Music Camp 
and Arts Festival in Switzerland, France and Belgium. He was awarded the third and fourth prizes in 
the Cleveland and Venice Traditional Musical Competitions respectively. He studied composing under 
the tutelage of Li De Hua and composed numerous music pieces. The Children’s Folk Rhymes composed 
by him was performed by the former People’s Association Singapore Chinese Orchestra. In 1998, SCO 
premiered his composition Reminiscences of the Hokkien Tunes that was well received. Chuan Joon Hee 
is teaching Chinese orchestras at various schools and was a conductor of the Ngee Ann Polytechnic 
Chinese Orchestra.

这部幻想协奏曲是作曲家《梨园乐魂》中的第八部。他采用双二胡独奏的目的在于恰到好处地表现七仙女与

董永两个人物的思维形象及悲欢离合。全曲共分《下凡》、《还家》、《恸别》三个乐章，通过连续演奏，形象

地表达了七仙女不羡天堂美景，不恋仙境繁华，毅然下凡，甘愿为奴作妻的崇高精神和善良品格；同时，也展

示出董永的敦厚与纯朴，还有卖身为奴的悲惨遭遇。作品描述了两人被天帝活活拆散的不平遭遇，不仅揭示

了仙与人之间的爱慕、欢悦、离情及别恨，且讴歌了“不怕天规重重活拆散，我与你天上人间心一条”的爱情。

本场音乐将演奏第一乐章《下凡》。深情的行板、欢庆的快板，引子缓缓地奏出天宫的缥渺与虚幻，七仙女悠

然驾云下凡。二胡A首先奏出舒缓柔美的爱情主题，后半段二胡B缓缓插入，演奏复调；两把二胡的交织，恰

如七仙女与董永在路途上相遇互表身世、互诉衷情的情景。董永的憨直与淳朴，七仙女的同情与抚慰，构成

了两人的恋曲。音乐接着略去了原剧中土地爷和老槐树作媒见证的情节，直接表现他们两人喜结良缘的欢庆

场面。一段民间吹打乐的二重华彩后，乐曲进入了壮丽宏伟的爱情颂歌，表达了七仙女与董永的幸福美满。

This fantasy concerto is the 8th part of composer Wu Hua’s symphonic series The Soul of Chinese Opera 
Music. The composer uses a duet erhu solo to express the joy and sorrow that comes with the parting 
and reunion of the seventh fairy maiden and Dong Yong. This piece comprises three continuous 
movements – From Heaven to Earth, Home Coming and A Tearful Farewell. The music expresses the 
lofty spirit of the Fairy Maiden who renounced her celestial status to become the mortal wife of Dong 
Yong. At the same time, the music also conveys the misfortune of Dong Yong’s servitude which shows 
him to be a good, honest man. Through the vicissitudes of their relationship, the music extols the love 
between celestials and humans as they braved heavenly disapproval with the courage of their conviction.  

In tonight’s concert, the Orchestra will perform the first movement From Heaven to Earth. Its 
introduction, Soulful Andante and Celebrative Allegro, depicts the Seventh Fairy Maiden’s descent 
from the heavenly palace to earth. Erhu A captures the tender and unhurried theme of love while erhu 
B repeats the melody in the second half of the movement. The duet erhu evokes profound feelings 
of love stemming from Dong Yong’s disarming honesty and the Fairy Maiden's gentle compassion.  
At this point, the music fast-forward to the joyous scene of their marriage. After the double cadenza 
played by woodwinds and percussions, the music enters a majestic phase with a love song grandly 
celebrating the excitement and boundless joy of Dong Yong and his Fairy Maiden.   

吴华 (生于1943年)是东方歌舞团作曲家，国家一级指挥，是中国音乐界集创作、理论、指挥、教学于一身，

并在器乐、声乐、戏曲、曲艺等各艺术门类都有建树的作曲家，至今已有四千余作品。代表作《梨园乐魂》

民族交响协奏曲系列中的《虞美人组曲》、《包龙图传奇》、《林则徐怀想》等，多年来在中国各地和新加

坡，以及港台久演不衰。音乐会曲目之余，他也曾为影视作品配乐并作词。其民族音乐功底深厚，风格独特，

自成一家。其主要事绩已被记载于《世界名人录》、《中外名人辞典》、《世界华人英才录》中。

Besides being a composer for the China National Song and Dance Troupe, Wu Hua (b. 1943) is also a 
national class one conductor, a musical theorist and an educator. He has composed over 4000 works 
spanning instrumentals, vocal and opera music among others. His signature works include Beauty 
Yu's Suite (from The Soul of Chinese Opera Music), The Legend of Bao Long Tu and Remembrance of Lin 
Ze Xu. These works are among the most-played concert repertoire in Singapore, Taiwan, Hong Kong 
and China.  Wu Hua has also composed music and written lyrics for movies and TV drama series. 
His strong foundation in Chinese folk music enables him to forge his own unique style and his 
achievements earned him a place in Marquis Who’s Who and Chinese Who’s Who Society.

It was love at first 
sight as they stayed together during his time at Jiangnan. Before leaving, he gave her a jade piece 
and promised to make her an Empress once he returned to court. But the announcement never 
came. Feeling fraught, she fell ill after giving birth to the Emperor’s child. Upon seeing her in 
this state, her brother plucked up his courage and went to the capital to tell the Emperor what had 
happened. Emperor Zhengde was shocked. He had forgotten about Li Feng but on hearing the 
news, he lost no time in sending his men to escort both mother and child to the Royal court.

乐事业的黄金时代。他从邵氏担任电影作曲开始，先后为数十部电影作曲配乐，其改良的黄梅调，包括名导李

翰祥的《江山美人》插曲《戏凤》，多年来历久不衰；其他由他谱曲的李导电影像《貂蝉》、《王昭君》、《杨贵

妃》、《玉堂春》等，均都是上乘之作，当中《貂蝉》更在1958年获第五届亚洲影展之最佳音乐奖（金禾奖）。

Wang Chun (1920 – 2001) was a musician who used to major in Chinese literature and minored 
in music at the university. In 1948, he migrated to Hong Kong and started to compose and arrange 
music for films at Shaw Brothers Studio. His reformed Huangmei music was featured in Lee 
Han Hsiang epic The Kingdom and the Beauty. Other works he was involved in included critically-
acclaimed Huangmei films Wang Zhaojun, Yang Guifei, Magnolia and Diau Charn which won the 
Best Soundtrack Award at the 5th Asia Pacific Film Festival Awards. 

台湾作曲家周以谦（生于1969年），毕业自台北艺术大学音乐系获硕士学位，中央大学中文系博士班研究生。

现任台湾传统艺术中心音乐指导。除作曲外，其专长为戏曲演奏，对于民族音乐、跨界音乐及音乐学领域皆

有涉猎。他曾随薪传奖艺人庄进才学习乱弹戏和歌仔戏，并利用传统音乐素材创作乐曲，常受邀为台湾乐团

和剧团创作音乐或演奏，音乐与剧种类别有歌仔戏、京剧、黄梅戏和北管等，另外，他也积极参与包括舞团

和剧团的配乐，还有纯音乐、流行乐与跨界等各类音乐的创作等。

Zhou Yi Qian (b. 1969) is a Taiwanese composer. He graduated with a master’s degree from the 
Department of Music at Taipei National University of the Arts, and is pursuing a Ph.D degree at the 
Department of Chinese Literature in the National Central University. He is the current music instructor 
at the National Center for Traditional Arts. Apart from specialising in music composition and Chinese 
opera music performance, he also dabbles in Chinese ethnic music, cross-border music and Musicology. 
He studied Luantan opera and Taiwanese folk opera under the tutelage of Zhuang Jin Cai, a winner of 
the Folk Art Heritage Awards. His music compositions incorporate elements from traditional Chinese 
music, and he is often invited to compose or perform for Taiwanese orchestras and theatre groups, with 
music and theatre genres such as Taiwanese folk opera, Peking opera, Huang Mei and Beiguan music. In 
addition, he is actively involved in composing scores for dance and theatre groups, as well as composing 
instrumental music, pop music and cross-border music.
