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Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in

1997, is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese
orchestra. SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians,
occupies the Singapore Conference Hall, which is a
national monument. With Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong
as its patron, SCO takes on the twin role of preserving
traditional arts and culture and establishing its unique
identity through the incorporation of Southeast Asian
cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its
blockbuster presentations and is fast establishing itself
around the world. In 2002, it staged a symphonic
fantasy epic Marco Polo and Princess Blue as part of the
opening festival of Esplanade — Theatres on the Bay.

The following year, SCO produced a musical and visual
conversation with Singapore’s most eminent multi-
disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39 National
Day in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our
Music — featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the
Singapore Indoor Stadium. In 20053, it produced a mega
musical production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of
the Singapore Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part
of the 240-strong combined orchestra that performed at
the Singapore National Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts
Festival 2008, SCO joined hands with Theatreworks to
present the ground-breaking production Awaking, which
brought together Kunqu opera music and Elizabethan
music. In 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the
Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in Paris as
part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, SCO has performed at numerous prestigious
events such as the World Economic Forum and
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and

the 2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual
Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including
Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanning, Suzhou, Macau,
Hungary and England. Recently in May 2014, SCO
performed at the Shanghai Spring International Music
Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate the Singapore-
Suzhou Industrial Park’s 20™ anniversary. In October
2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at the
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Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and
Youth as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural
season in Kuala Lumpur, SCO also held its debut

concert in Malaysia at the iconic Petronas Twin Towers.
These international platforms provided SCO with the
opportunities to showcase its talents and music, propelling
it to the forefront of the international music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra,
SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly at
various national parks, communities and schools. SCO
also commissions its own compositions and organised
the Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) in 2006, 2011 and
2015 respectively. The competition aims to promote
compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”. In

2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew
the participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which
participated with over 44 performances and an audience
of 20,000. On 28 June 2014, SCO created history through
the second instalment of Our People Our Music by creating
two Guinness World Records and three Singapore Book
of Records with 4,557 performers at the National Stadium,
Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this vision that SCO
continues to inspire, influence, educate and communicate
through its music.
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Tsung Yeh — Music Director / Conductor
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level. In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the
Cultural Medallion, the highest accolade in the arts. He is
also the advisor to the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the

SCO, Singapore Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Armed
Forces Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, Nanyin
ensemble and a chorus performed under his baton before
an audience of 27,000 and millions of television viewers.
In 2004 and 2014, Tsung Yeh directed two mega orchestra
concerts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium and National
Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub respectively, of which,
2014’s concert of 4,557 musicians broke 2 Guinness World
Records and 3 Singapore Book of Records.

Tsung Yeh has brought SCO internationally and developed
the special artistic identity of SCO through the orchestra’s
sound and texture, comprising of East and West and
Nanyang heritage, which is unique to SCO. In March and
April 2005, he led the orchestra on a tour to Europe at
Barbican Centre in London, The Sage Gateshead and the
Budapest Spring Festival. In October 2007, SCO performed
at the Beijing Music Festival, China Shanghai International
Arts Festival, Macau International Music Festival, as

well as at major concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan
and Shenzhen. In August 2009, SCO made history by
becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the
opening week of the Edinburgh Festival.

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra (SBSO) in the United States from
1988 to 2016. In 1995, he was honoured with the ASCAP
Award with the South Bend Symphony Orchestra. Upon
his retirement from SBSO, Tsung Yeh was presented the
“Sagamore of the Wabash Award” from the Indiana State

— the highest honour given by the Indiana Governor,

Mike Pence. 7 May 2016 was proclaimed “Tsung Yeh Day” by
the Mayor of the South Bend City, Pete Buttigieg. Tsung Yeh
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is presently designated as the Conductor Laureate by the
South Bend Symphony Orchestra Association.

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez. Tsung Yeh was formerly the Music Director of
the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra and Hong Kong
Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts Endowment Conductor of
the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra. He served as Resident
Conductor of Florida Orchestra and was the Principal Guest
Conductor of Albany Symphony Orchestra of New York.

Tsung Yeh has collaborated with reputable international
orchestras including San Francisco, Tucson and New Haven
Symphonies, Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic, and
orchestras from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen,
Hong Kong, Taipei, Tokyo, Yokohama, France, the Royal
Scottish National Orchestra, Poland, Russia and Czech
Republic. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed Barenboim
at short notice and conducted 3 successful concerts.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China
Conservatory of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music. He has taught conducting workshops
hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of American
Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich and is also
active in conducting masterclasses in Beijing, Shanghai,
Hong Kong, Taiwan and Singapore. As a recording artist,
Tsung Yeh has made various recordings under the HUGO,
Delos and Naxos labels.
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Sun Yingdi — Piano
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Sun Yingdi was the first Chinese pianist to win first prize
in the prestigious 7' International Franz Liszt Piano
Competition, his outstanding renditions of Liszt’s works
leading him to be dubbed by Western mainstream media
outlets as a “Liszt in Original Colours”. In February 2017,
Yingdi became the jury member of the international
selection rounds of the 11" International Franz Liszt Piano
Competition. Sun Yingdi is an active performer on the
international music stage, having performed in China,
France, the Netherlands, Belgium, Germany, Austria,

the Switzerland, Finland, Hungary, the Czech Republic,
Poland, Spain, the United Kingdom, Russia, Indonesia,
Japan, Korea, the United States, Australia, New Zealand
and South Africa. Prominent venues he has performed in
include the Amsterdam Royal Concertgebouw (Holland),
Wigmore Hall (London), Suntory Hall (Tokyo), Konzerthaus
Berlin (Germany), Tonhalle Zurich (Switzerland) and the
Musikverein Vienna (Austria).

Sun Yingdi has performed with many renowned
orchestras home and abroad, including the Orchestre
Philharmonique de Radio France, Rotterdam
Philharmonic Orchestra, Czech National Symphony
Orchestra, Netherlands Radio Symphony Orchestra,
Radio-Sinfonieorchester Stuttgart des SWR, Zurich
Chamber Orchestra, Sydney Symphony Orchestra,
Melbourne Symphony Orchestra, New Zealand National
Symphony Orchestra, Seoul Philharmonic Orchestra,
Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra, China National
Symphony Orchestra, Beijing Symphony Orchestra, and
Shanghai Philharmonic Orchestra, amongst others. He
has enjoyed collaboration with conductors including
Chung Myung-Whun, Michel Plasson, Edo de Waart,
Zoltan Kocsis, Michel Tabachnik, Andreas Ligeti,
Jean-Bernard Pommier, Daniel Raiskin, Stephane Déneéve,
David Stern, Andrew Grams, Martin Yates, Chen Xie Yang,
Tang Mu Hai, Chen Zuo Huang, Tan Li Hua, Zhang Guo Yong,
Yu Long, Lu Jia and Li Xin Cao. His debut album

Yingdi Sun Plays Liszt was released internationally by
Dutch label Brilliant Classics to widespread critical acclaim.
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Aside from his busy performance schedule, Sun Yingdi
also teaches in the piano department of his alma mater —
Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has also been invited
to be a jury member in the second CCTV Piano and Violin
Competition, and the preliminary round of the Anton
Rubinstein International Piano Competition. CCTV has also
featured him in their popular list of the Top Ten Young Pianists.
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Chelsea Chen - Pipe Organ
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Organist and composer Chelsea Chen is internationally
renowned for her concerts of “rare musicality” and “lovely
lyrical grandeur,” and a compositional style that is
“charming” and “irresistible” (Los Angeles Times).

Chelsea Chen has electrified audiences throughout the
United States, Europe, Australia, and Asia in venues

such as Singapore’s Esplanade, Hong Kong’s Cultural
Centre, Kishinev’s National Organ Hall, and Philadelphia’s
Kimmel Center. As a composer she is broadening the
classical organ repertoire with her own works based on
Asian folksongs.

Chelsea has soloed with orchestras throughout the world
including the Wuhan Philharmonic in China, the Jakarta
Simfonia in Indonesia, and the Juilliard Percussion
Orchestra in Lincoln Center’s Alice Tully Hall. She has
additionally performed under the baton of eminent
conductors such as Jahja Ling, JoAnn Falletta, and

Victor Yampolsky. Committed to new music, she has
premiered works by composers throughout the world
including Ola Gjeilo (Norway/USA), Yui Kitamura (Japan/
USA), Paul Desenne (Venezuela), Roderick Gorby (USA),
and Andreas Kleinert (Germany).

Chelsea has received acclaim as a composer since she
premiered her own Taiwanese Suite (2003) and Taiwan
Tableaux (2007) at the Spreckels Organ Pavilion in

San Diego. Her oeuvre of solo and chamber music pieces
have been performed throughout the United States,
Europe, Canada, Asia, and Australia. Jasmine Fantasy
(for violin, organ, and strings), has been performed by
orchestras in the United States, China, and Indonesia.
Chelsea’s works have been repeatedly featured at regional
and national conventions of the American Guild of
Organists.

The recipient of the 2009 Lili Boulanger Memorial Award
and winner of the 2005 Augustana/Reuter National Organ
Competition, Chelsea is a graduate of Juilliard, where she
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received both her Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees.

She was also a full scholarship recipient at Yale University,
where she earned an Artist Diploma. Her major organ
teachers included Thomas Murray, John Weaver,

Paul Jacobs, Monte Maxwell and Leslie Robb, and her
primary piano teachers included Baruch Arnon, Jane Bastien
and Lori Bastien Vickers.

In 2014 she became Organist and Artist-in-Residence
at Coral Ridge Presbyterian Church in Ft. Lauderdale,
Florida. She splits her time between Florida and

New York, where she is also Artist-in-Residence at
Emmanuel Presbyterian Church in Manhattan.

Words from the composer:

This arrangement came about as a request from Maestro Tsung Yeh, he wanted to have a piece that
would feature different parts of Singapore — east, west, south, north and the city through music.

So I had the task of finding appropriate songs for these areas and eventually decided Sentosa Isle for
the south, Voices From The Heart for the heartlands and the west, Di Tanjong Katong for the east and
Singapore Town for the city. I was a bit stumped for the north but eventually chose Kranji and the race
course and extracted two of the most well-known “horse” songs, the Horse Racing and the William Tell
Overture (The Lone Ranger Theme) in a two horsed race!

This composition was originally composed with solo players on piano, erhu and percussion, and was
world premiered on 13 January 2017 by SCO. Tonight’s version is arranged to feature only the orchestra.

Eric James Watson (b. 1946) was born in the UK and received tertiary musical training at the London
Trinity College of Music. Eric Watson has lived in Singapore for the past 24 years, where he is an active
composer, conductor, music technologist and pedagogue. His experience embraces opera, musical
theatre, film and television and he has written scores in many diverse and different genres including
electro-acoustic music, gamelan and Chinese orchestra. Eric Watson was the composer and music
director for the Singapore National Day Parade 2001, for which he recorded an orchestral score with
the Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO). In 2007, he wrote and arranged orchestral music for the
National Day Parade, this time collaborating with four different orchestras — SSO, SCO, an Indian
ensemble and a Malay ensemble. In 2006, Eric Watson’s work Tapestries I — Time Dances was awarded
first prize at the Singapore Chinese International Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition.
Eric Watson takes a special interest in teaching both classical and contemporary orchestration,
composition, jazz and improvisational techniques.

This piece was arranged in the 1970s by pianist Liu Shikun based on Wang Changyuan’s guzheng solo
piece composed into a piano solo, and was later arranged to incorporate orchestration by Lo Leung Fai
for Taipei Chinese Orchestra. Wang Changyuan composed the piece when she visited the Shanghai
pier and was inspired by the workers’ battle with typhoon, illustrating the indomitable spirit of the
pier workers. This piece is divided into five parts:

I. Labouring — depicting the bustling and joyous scene of workers hard at work at the wharf;

II. Hit by the Typhoon — simulating the howling roar of a typhoon using special performance
techniques;

III. Battling the Typhoon — using intense musical effects to describe the battle between the dock
workers and the typhoon;

IV. Sunshine after the Rain — expressing the joy of the workers from defeating the typhoon through
a broad stretch of melody;

V.  The Jubilant Pier — returning to the initial musical narrative of the jubilant scene depicting the
hardworking and courageous workers.

Liu Shikun (b. 1939) is an internationally renowned Chinese piano maestro, who is the 3 prize winner
and special prize winner for the 1956 Franz Liszt International Piano Competition, and runner up for
the 1958 Tchaikovsky International Piano Competition. Liu Shikun graduated from China Central
Conservatory of Music and received his extended music education at the Moscow Conservatory in
Soviet Union, which was one of the most prestigious music schools in the world, where he studied
piano from the famous Professor Samuel Feinberg. Some of his famous compositions include The
Youth Piano Concerto and the Piano Concerto Against Typhoon.

Lo Leung Fai (b. 1938) graduated from China’s Tianjin Conservatory of Music. He migrated to
Hong Kong in the late 1970s where he was a musician with the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra. He
has served as the Associate Conductor as well as the Deputy Principal of Taipei Chinese Orchestra.
Lo Leung Fai currently teaches at the Chinese Music Department of Taiwan’s Chinese Culture
University. His large-scale works include Gong Shang Jue Zhi Yu, Spring, Summer, Autumn, Winter,
The Wine Song and Memories of Childhood.

The diversity of Chinese musical instruments lends rich tone colours to the music, and the varied
performing techniques that are unique to each generic type of instrument lend rich expressiveness
to the Chinese orchestra. On the other hand, the pipe organ — known as the ‘King of Instruments’
to the western music world — is magnificent and overwhelming with its solemnity. On this occasion,
when the Chinese orchestra teams up with the pipe organ, one can expect an exciting, splendorous
tapestry of cultures and sounds. It would also give the Chinese orchestra mightiness as never before.

Symphony No. 2 is written in the stylistic provenance of Chinese music by following the stringent
form of its Western counterpart. The two themes of the Western sonata form are juxtaposed — the
steely against the gentle, the yin against the yang — then developed until the duality is merged. The
conflicts are ironed out, harmony is done, and the opposites are now one. The East-West fusion is
complete, in terms of musical instruments, melodies, structures, and spirits. Therein we see a brave
new world of progress and advancement, of peace and love. Tonight’s concert will present the first
and fourth movements.

Kuan Nai-chung (b. 1939) was formerly the Conductor and Composer-in-Residence of the China
Oriental Song and Dance Troupe. He has also held down posts including the Composer-in-Residence of
the China Arts Troupe, Music Director of Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and Conductor-in-Residence
of Kaohsiung City Chinese Orchestra. His major compositions include A Trip to Lhasa, Harvest Festival,
Charms of Yunnan and Scenic Taiwan.

The daily life of the Dong people is linked inextricably with song and dance; and their relationship with
music is direct, pure and uncomplicated, yet also filled with spirituality. The Dong region in southeast
Guizhou is surrounded by natural greenery throughout the year, and the warmth that nature has
bestowed onto these lands is repaid by the people’s diligent cultivation of them. The lands are always
bustling with activity, yet everything is well-ordered. While staying there, the composer felt the pulse
of the land, inhaled its fragrance and listened to all its splendid sounds; and on the day of departure,
this wonderful music of the land faded in and out until it finally disappeared, and yet it continued to
echo in the ears of the composer. Having been gifted this experience, the composer endeavoured to
use music to record and depict this beautiful moment in time living in the Dong region, as well as to
send the Dong people the composer’s best wishes.

The Yellow River Piano Concerto originates from the Yellow River Cantata composed by the late Xian
Xing Hai at guerilla-controlled Yan-an during World War II in early 1939. Xian Xing Hai composed
this piece in 6 days, after listening to a recital by poet Guang Wei Ran, and performed it with any local
instruments they could find. In the late 60s, renowned pianist Yin Cheng Zong and other musicians
turned the Yellow River Cantata into a piano concerto and it became one of the most representative classics
during the period of the Cultural Revolution. The existing piano concerto version was orchestrated for
Chinese orchestra by Liu Wen Jin, and consists of four movements.

First movement: The Song of the Yellow River Boatmen — The first movement was inspired from the
rigorous chant of the Yellow River boatmen who braved their lives over the wind storms of the river.
The music enters a melodious phase as their vessels reach their destination. The movement ends with
the rising emotions of the music phrases with strong notes from the boatmen's chant.

Second movement: Ode to the Yellow River — Originally sung by a tenor, the Ode, filled with heroism
and patriotism, is now represented by the piano. This song depicts the poet standing on top of a high
mountain overlooking the Yellow River, singing praises to the vigour of the river. Being the root of
Chinese civilisation, the Yellow River is an icon respected by generations in China today.

Third movement: Anger of the Yellow River — This piece started with a beautiful folk melody, Yellow River

Ballad, and progresses to depict the sorrow and indignity of a woman who suffered from humiliation
during war. This is the sound of oppression and humiliation and this song is filled with sorrow and anger.
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Fourth movement: Defending the Yellow River — “The wind is howling, the horses are neighing, and
the Yellow River is roaring!” These are the lyrics to the song of the defenders of the Yellow River. This
theme song is being presented by alternating the piano with the orchestra, and the music theme
moves at a fast and steady pace. The concerto climaxes and ends with the inclusion of Red East and
L'Internationale — two signature tunes which reflects the historical background from the period of
Cultural Revolution when the composition was arranged.
