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Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in

1997, is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese
orchestra. SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians,
occupies the Singapore Conference Hall, which is a
national monument. With Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong
as its patron, SCO takes on the twin role of preserving
traditional arts and culture and establishing its unique
identity through the incorporation of Southeast Asian
cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its
blockbuster presentations and is fast establishing itself
around the world. In 2002, it staged a symphonic
fantasy epic Marco Polo and Princess Blue as part of the
opening festival of Esplanade — Theatres on the Bay.

The following year, SCO produced a musical and visual
conversation with Singapore’s most eminent multi-
disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39 National
Day in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our
Music — featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the
Singapore Indoor Stadium. In 2005, it produced a mega
musical production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of
the Singapore Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part
of the 240-strong combined orchestra that performed at
the Singapore National Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts
Festival 2008, SCO joined hands with Theatreworks to
present the ground-breaking production Awaking, which
brought together Kunqu opera music and Elizabethan
music. In 2009, SCO made history by becoming the first
Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week of the
Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in Paris as
part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, SCO has performed at numerous prestigious
events such as the World Economic Forum and
International Summit of Arts Council in 2003, and

the 2006 International Monetary Fund (IMF) Annual
Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including
Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanjing, Suzhou, Macau,
Hungary and England. Recently in May 2014, SCO
performed at the Shanghai Spring International Music
Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate the Singapore-
Suzhou Industrial Park’s 20™ anniversary. In October
2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at the

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Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and
Youth as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural
season in Kuala Lumpur, SCO also held its debut

concert in Malaysia at the iconic Petronas Twin Towers.
These international platforms provided SCO with the
opportunities to showcase its talents and music, propelling
it to the forefront of the international music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra,
SCO widens its outreach by performing regularly at
various national parks, communities and schools. SCO
also commissions its own compositions and organised
the Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) in 2006, 2011 and
2015 respectively. The competition aims to promote
compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”. In

2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew
the participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which
participated with over 44 performances and an audience
of 20,000. On 28 June 2014, SCO created history through
the second instalment of Our People Our Music by creating
two Guinness World Records and three Singapore Book
of Records with 4,557 performers at the National Stadium,
Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this vision that SCO
continues to inspire, influence, educate and communicate
through its music.

Tsung Yeh — Music Director
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu'’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level. In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the
Cultural Medallion, the highest accolade in the arts. He is
also the advisor to the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade
2007, Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music
structure with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed
the national pride in the air. 240 musicians from the

SCO, Singapore Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Armed
Forces Central Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, Nanyin
ensemble and a chorus performed under his baton before
an audience of 27,000 and millions of television viewers.
In 2004 and 2014, Tsung Yeh directed two mega orchestra
concerts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium and National
Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub respectively, of which,
2014’s concert of 4,557 musicians broke 2 Guinness World
Records and 3 Singapore Book of Records.

Tsung Yeh has brought SCO internationally and developed
the special artistic identity of SCO through the orchestra’s
sound and texture, comprising of East and West and
Nanyang heritage, which is unique to SCO. In March and
April 2005, he led the orchestra on a tour to Europe at
Barbican Centre in London, The Sage Gateshead and the
Budapest Spring Festival. In October 2007, SCO performed
at the Beijing Music Festival, China Shanghai International
Arts Festival, Macau International Music Festival, as

well as at major concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan
and Shenzhen. In August 2009, SCO made history by
becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the
opening week of the Edinburgh Festival.

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra (SBSO) in the United States from
1988 to 2016. In 1995, he was honoured with the ASCAP
Award with the South Bend Symphony Orchestra. Upon
his retirement from SBSO, Tsung Yeh was presented the
“Sagamore of the Wabash Award” from the Indiana State
— the highest honour given by the Indiana Governor,
Mike Pence. 7 May 2016 was proclaimed “Tsung Yeh Day”
by the Mayor of the South Bend City, Pete Buttigieg. Tsung
Yeh is presently designated as the Conductor Laureate by
the South Bend Symphony Orchestra Association.
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As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez. Tsung Yeh was formerly the Music Director
of the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra and

Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts Endowment
Conductor of the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra. He
served as Resident Conductor of Florida Orchestra and

was the Principal Guest Conductor of Albany Symphony
Orchestra of New York.

Tsung Yeh has collaborated with reputable international
orchestras including San Francisco, Tucson and New
Haven Symphonies, Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic,
and orchestras from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou,
Shenzhen, Hong Kong, Taipei, Tokyo, Yokohama, France,
the Royal Scottish National Orchestra, Poland, Russia and
Czech Republic. In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed
Barenboim at short notice and conducted 3 successful
concerts. As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various
recordings under the HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China
Conservatory of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music. He has taught conducting
workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of
American Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich
and is also active in conducting masterclasses in Beijing,
Shanghai, Hong Kong, Taiwan and Singapore. His new
appointments in recent years include the Principal Guest
Conductor of the China National Traditional Orchestra,
Artistic Committee Member of the Jiangsu Centre for

the Performing Arts and Senior Researcher of the He
Luting Chinese Music Research Institute of the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music.
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Coco Zhao — Vocal
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Coco Zhao has explored the possibilities of jazz within traditional
and modern music and culture, both Western and Chinese.
His unique voice, imagination, and expressive singing style
have made him one of China’s most creative voices. Coco has
gained worldwide recognition and has received invitations
to music festivals worldwide. Youth Daily has labelled him
“China’s most promising young Jazz musician”.

In November 1997, Coco Zhao had the great honour of
co-operating with world famous jazz singer Betty Carter
(now deceased) at her performance at the International Jazz
Festival in Shanghai. They sang together in various Jazz clubs
in Shanghai after the concert. In 1998, Coco was selected to
perform for American president Bill Clinton and his family
during their visit to Shanghai. As the first Chinese band to
perform in Montreal Jazz Festival in 2006, Coco and his band
“Possicobilities” received much acclaim from the world media,
including the Europe One program “La Boite de Jazz.” In the
same year, He released his new album Dream Situation with
his musician friends in Shanghai, a project of rearranging
old Shanghai tunes into Modern Jazz and Fusion.

In 2010, he received a Rockefeller Foundation Asian Cultural
Council Scholarship and went to USA for cultural exchange.
During his visit in US, he studied with the great jazz vocalist
and educator Jay Clayton and Theo Bleckmann. In the same
year, he held his own concert at the Kennedy Arts Center and
brought Chinese jazz music to American audience. Since
then, he was invited to perform at jazz festivals in France,
Holland, Canada, Spain, England, Switzerland, Thailand and
Hong Kong. In 2013, Grammy winner Diane Schuur invited
him to an ICS TV show called “Culture Matters”.

In 2015, Coco was invited to the TV Show “Sing My Song”.
His original song Well Water Flower was highly appreciated
by famous singer Liu Huan that he himself performed
this song later in the TV Show. Coco Zhao’s unique way of
expression and interpretation of jazz music leaves people a
very strong impression.
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Li Xiaochuan — Trumpet
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Li Xiaochuan is China’s most recognized jazz trumpet player
and composer. He is the only jazz artist awarded by China
Central Television Music Channel, which is to honour the
most distinguished woodwind and brass musicians in China.
He was under double bass master Eddie Gomez’s tutelage,
and is now a contract musician under JZ Music. In May
2014, Li Xiaochuan released his debut album New Age and
Eddie Gomez was featured in it. According to this album, Li
Xiaochuan won the Best Instrument Performance and Best
Studio Album in the first JZ Awards. His album was also
awarded the Best Jazz Album in the CMIC Music Award 2017.
“New Age” represents the new sound of Chinese jazz trumpet
world. This sound, which exerts subjective and aggressive in
musical way, belongs to Li Xiaochuan himself.

Li Xiaochuan was born into a musically talented family
and learned how to play the trumpet as a child. In 1997,
Li Xiaochuan started his professional music career by joining
in The Band of Chinese Armed Police Force. In 2001, he was
admitted to Shanghai Conservatory of Music and joined the
jazz band “E-Groove” who performed in at the acclaimed JZ
Festival in 2006 and 2007. Li Xiaochuan was the first Asian
musician to receive the Richard Dalrymple Memorial Jazz
Trumpet Scholarship and earned his Master degree in Jazz
Studies from The University of North Texas in 2011. That
same year, Li Xiaochuan was named as a finalist in the jazz
division of the United States National Trumpet Competition.

Li Xiaochuan has performed in many internationally renowned
music festivals. He has also collaborated with many other
distinguished jazz musicians. During JZ Festival 2014, Li
Xiaochuan was a special guest performer on The Pat Metheny
Unity Group’s first ever concert in China.

Tamagoh has been a member of the Jeremy Monteiro jazz
band since 1989, and has performed with the Band in Japan,
the USA, Canada, New Zealand and Europe. Together with
Jeremy Monteiro, Tamagoh performed with jazz master and
Blue Note trumpeter Terumasa Hino and Grammy award
winner Eldee Young since 1994.

A versatile percussionist, Tamagoh played in different music
ensembles across genres. He made music with Chris Brubeck
together with the Singapore Chinese Orchestra 2007 and
2009. He performed as part of the Jeremy Monteiro trio
featured in the Beijing Broadcasting Chinese Orchestra
featured on China CCTV.

Tamagoh has played at music and arts festivals around the
world, including the 2010 London Jazz Festival, Edinburgh
Arts Festival, the esteemed Frankfurt’s Jazz Keller, the Jakarta
Jazz Festival, the ASEAN Jazz Festival 1990 in Kuala Lumpur,
and the Wellington Arts Festival 2004.

Tamagoh was conferred the COMPASS Artistic Excellence
Award 2005 for his outstanding artistic contribution to
Singapore, and he was a recipient of the Soka Association
Golden Lion Award for his contribution to the WORLD PEACE
movement, in June 2005.

In June 2016, Tamagoh was part of the Sandy Lam Pranava
World Tour to Hong Kong Coliseum, and Taipei Arena. He
is proud to have performed at the world renowned Carnegie
Stern Hall with the Singapore Vocal Associates Festival Chorus.

Tamagoh is the Director of Tamagoh Productions, Director of
The Singapore Street Festival, Owner of the Vocal Associates
Festival Chorus, Owner of The Music Academia. He is also a
sought after mentor to young aspiring musicians from Malaysia,
China, Taiwan, and Singapore.

Moonlight Serenade is probably the most well-known piece from the Swing Band era. It was composed
by Glenn Miller and became the signature tune of the Glenn Miller band.

Shiny Stocking, written in 1955, was famous as one of the premier jazz tunes of its time written by
Frank Foster and later lyrics were added by Ella Fitzgerald, who was one of the most celebrated and
accomplished jazz singers of all time. As with Glenn Miller, there is a film appropriately called “Shiny
Stockings The Movie” and is the story of Frank Foster and his life in music. Frank Foster was not very
well known even to Americans but to jazz musicians, his contribution in particular as arranger and
composer to the Count Basie Orchestra and jazz, is regarded as enormously significant. The chord
structure of Shiny Stockings is also regarded as the basis in later contemporary jazz pieces.

While Blues had been around in the South America for some time, William Handy was the first
person to formally score his compositions and lyrics. He was thus billed as the “Father of the Blues”.
There is always a tinge of melancholy in blues, with the lyrics in the second sentence of each section
repeating the first. St. Louis Blues was written in 1914, when the composer obtained his inspiration
while taking a stroll in the city of St. Louis. He met an African-American woman lamenting that “Dat
man got a heart lak a rock cast in the sea”, which became the highlight of the song.
