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Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in 1997, is
Singapore’s only professional national Chinese orchestra. SCO,
made up of more than 8o musicians, occupies the Singapore
Conference Hall, which is a national monument. With Prime
Minister Lee Hsien Loong as its patron, SCO takes on the twin
role of preserving traditional arts and culture and establishing
its unique identity through the incorporation of Southeast
Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its blockbuster
presentations and is fast establishing itself around the world.
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade —
Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced a
musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most eminent
multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39 National Day
in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our Music
— featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the Singapore
Indoor Stadium. In 2005, it produced a mega musical
production, Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore
Arts Festival 2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong
combined orchestra that performed at the Singapore National
Day Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined
hands with Theatreworks to present the ground-breaking
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history by
becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening
week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010, performed in
Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and versatility,
SCO has performed at numerous prestigious events such as
the World Economic Forum and International Summit of Arts
Council in 2003, and the 2006 International Monetary Fund
(IMF) Annual Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including Beijing,
Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanjing, Suzhou, Macau, Hungary and
England. Recently in May 2014, SCO performed at the Shanghai
Spring International Music Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate
the Singapore-Suzhou Industrial Park’s 20'" anniversary. In
October 2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at
the Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth
as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural season in Kuala
Lumpur, SCO also held its debut concert in Malaysia at the
iconic Petronas Twin Towers. These international platforms
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provided SCO with the opportunities to showcase its talents
and music, propelling it to the forefront of the international
music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra, SCO
widens its outreach by performing regularly at various national
parks, communities and schools. SCO also commissions its
own compositions and organised the Singapore International
Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition (SICCOC)
in 20006, 2011 and 20715 respectively. The competition aims to
promote compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”. In 2012, SCO
organised Singapore’s first 23-day National Chinese Orchestra
Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the participation of
31 local Chinese orchestras which participated with over 44
performances and an audience of 20,000. On 28 June 2014,
SCO created history through the second instalment of Our
People Our Music by creating two Guinness World Records
and three Singapore Book of Records with 4,557 performers
at the National Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub. It is with this
vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence, educate and
communicate through its music.
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Tsung Yeh — Music Director
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven Seas
and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and Tang
Xianzu'’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral music to
a higher level. In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural
Medallion, the highest accolade in the arts. He is also the
advisor to the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade 2007,
Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music structure with
supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed the national pride
in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, Singapore Symphony
Orchestra, Singapore Armed Forces Central Band, Malay and
Indian ensemble, Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed
under his baton before an audience of 277,000 and millions
of television viewers. In 2004 and 2014, Tsung Yeh directed
two mega orchestra concerts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium
and National Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub respectively, of
which, 2014’s concert of 4,557 musicians broke 2 Guinness
World Records and 3 Singapore Book of Records.

Tsung Yeh has brought SCO internationally and developed
the special artistic identity of SCO through the orchestra’s
sound and texture, comprising of East and West and Nanyang
heritage, which is unique to SCO. In March and April 2005,
he led the orchestra on a tour to Europe at Barbican Centre
in London, The Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring
Festival. In October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music
Festival, China Shanghai International Arts Festival, Macau
International Music Festival, as well as at major concert halls
in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and Shenzhen. In August 2009,
SCO made history by becoming the first Chinese orchestra
to perform in the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival.

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend Symphony
Orchestra (SBSO) in the United States from 1988 to 2016.
In 1995, he was honoured with the ASCAP Award with the
South Bend Symphony Orchestra. Upon his retirement from
SBSO, Tsung Yeh was presented the “Sagamore of the Wabash
Award” from the Indiana State — the highest honour given by
the Indiana Governor, Mike Pence. 7 May 2016 was proclaimed
“Tsung Yeh Day” by the Mayor of the South Bend City, Pete
Buttigieg. Tsung Yeh is presently designated as the Conductor
Laureate by the South Bend Symphony Orchestra Association.
As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
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Pierre Boulez. Tsung Yeh was formerly the Music Director of
the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra and Hong Kong
Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts Endowment Conductor of
the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra. He served as Resident
Conductor of Florida Orchestra and was the Principal Guest
Conductor of Albany Symphony Orchestra of New York.

Tsung Yeh has collaborated with reputable international
orchestras including San Francisco, Tucson and New Haven
Symphonies, Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic, and orchestras
from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong,
Taipei, Tokyo, Yokohama, France, the Royal Scottish National
Orchestra, Poland, Russia and Czech Republic. In April 1991,
he replaced the indisposed Barenboim at short notice and
conducted 3 successful concerts. As a recording artist, Tsung
Yeh has made various recordings under the HUGO, Delos
and Naxos labels.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China Conservatory
of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music. He has taught conducting workshops hosted by the
Conductors Guild, The League of American Orchestras and the
Musik Hochschule of Zurich and is also active in conducting
masterclasses in Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Taiwan and
Singapore. His new appointments in recent years include the
Principal Guest Conductor of the China National Traditional
Orchestra, Artistic Committee Member of the Jiangsu Centre
for the Performing Arts and Senior Researcher of the He
Luting Chinese Music Research Institute of the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music.
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Zhang Guoyong — Conductor
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Zhang Guoyong graduated from the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music in 1983 and was offered a doctoral degree from the
Moscow State Conservatory in 1987. He was under the tutelage
of famous Chinese conductor and educator Professor Huang
Xiao Tong and world-renowned Russian conductor Gennady
Rozhdestvensky. Zhang Guoyong is currently Professor at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music and Head of its Conducting
Department, artistic director of the Shanghai Opera House
and Music Director of the Qingdao Symphony Orchestra. He is
also currently the Vice Chairman of the Shanghai Musicians’
Association and the Chinese Musicians’ Association.

Zhang Guoyong is well-versed in the Russian repertoire
and has been acknowledged and recognized as an authority
on Shostakovich in China. He has performed with many
orchestras and collaborated with many musicians both in China
and abroad. Apart from symphonic orchestral repertoire, he
also conducts operatic works, ballets and have directed large
symphonic choral works.

As a conductor, Zhang Guoyong is instinctive and natural
in style, quick to ignite passion over large crescendos while
never abandoning logic and rationality. With a keen sense of
hearing, solid fundamentals, effective rehearsing methods
and good grasp of the work’s structure, he never fails to leave
a lasting impression on both the orchestra and the audience
for every performance.

In recent years, he has been repeatedly appointed as China’s
cultural ambassador for numerous significant international
cultural exchange events and represented her in annual
cultural events jointly organized with the United States,
Russia, Germany, Italy, France and Latin America.

In 2006, he was invited to be one of the judges for the 8
Cadaques Orchestra International Conducting Competition
in Spain.

In 2014, he was the conductor of the highly acclaimed opera
high-definition movies “Carmen” and “Rickshaw Boy” produced
by the National Centre for the Performing Arts. One year later,
he was invited by the National Centre for the Performing
Arts to participate in a China National opera tour in Italy.
In 2016, he successfully conducted the premiere of China
Philharmonic Orchestra in Russia and received accolades.

His mentor, maestro Gennady Rozhdestvensky once told
music critics enthusiastically, “I gave Zhang Guoyong the
highest score in Moscow Conservatory of Music Conducting
Department’s history. He will be able to find his place in any
orchestra in the world.”
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Han Lei — Guan
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Han Lei graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music
in 1994. He was under the tutelage of reputable guanzi
master, Hu Zhi Hou. In 1995, he won the second prize in the
International Competition of Chinese Musical Instruments
for Guanzi section. He became a representing member of the
first of Chinese artist’s delegation in bidding the Shanghai
World Expo show in the year 2000, he also participated in
the World Expo show in Hannover, Germany, and toured
German and Europe. His performances were well received
by the Chinese and foreign leaders, media authority of the
European media and audience. In 2009, Han Lei was invited
to participate in Taiwan’s National Chinese Orchestra Masters
Series as a soloist.

Han Lei was also a soloist at the National Orchestra of
Guangdong’s official inauguration concert in 2011. He was
also invited to conduct guanzi masterclass lectures at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music. Han Lei was also invited to
perform at numerous New Year Eve concerts in Xi’an and also
at the opening of the Silk Road International Film Festival.
He was also invited to perform on tour with several Chinese
symphonic orchestras to Europe. In 2012, he was invited to
perform at Shanghai’s New Year Concert, and was appointed
by National University of Singapore to compile guanzi teaching
materials. In 2015, Han Lei was invited to perform at the
Chinese Conservatory of Music’s 75 Anniversary Opening
Concert — Chinese Music Instrument category. In 2018,
Han Lei staged a recital concert of his own upon the invitation
of the China Conservatory of Music.

In recent years, Han Lei has collaborated with Tsung Yeh,
Zhao Ji Ping, Zhang Guo Yong, Yan Hui Chang and other
well-known music maestros at home and abroad, and also
performed with the Beijing Symphony Orchestra, Qingdao
Symphony Orchestra, Shanghai Philharmonic Orchestra,
Xi’an Symphony Orchestra, China National Traditional
Orchestra, China Broadcasting Chinese Orchestra, Shanghai
Chinese Orchestra, National Chinese Orchestra of Taiwan,
Guangdong National Orchestra and other renowned overseas
Chinese and symphony orchestras. Han Lei is currently the
only guan musician who has performed the full set of the
guan repertoire which was awarded The Chinese Golden
Bell Award for Music, which includes Guanzi Concerto: The
Silkroad Fantasia Suite and more.
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Zhu Lin — Erhu
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Zhu Lin started studying erhu at the age of five under Xu Bu
Gao of the Nanjing School of Performing Arts. In 1981, he
gained entry into the Affiliated school of China Conservatory
of Music.

In 1990, Zhu Lin held his debut solo performance at the
Beijing Concert Hall. The performance was recorded and
broadcasted over the China Central Television network. In
1991, he joined the China Central Chinese Orchestra and
served as the Orchestra’s Deputy Concertmaster. Zhu Lin
went on to receive top honours at the National Competition
and International Competition in 1993 and 1995 respectively.
In 1997, Zhu Lin joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra
and currently serves as the erhu II principal.

He has released many solo recordings and has also premiered
many erhu pieces. In 2006, Zhu Lin premiered L. Subramaniam’s
Double Concerto for Erhu and Violin alongside the India’s
renowned “Father of Violin” — L. Subramaniam himself.
He has also been invited to give talks at the National Taiwan
University of Arts, Shanghai Conservatory of Music, China
Conservatory of Music. Zhu Lin is currently guest professor
at the China Conservatory of Music.
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Xu Zhong — Cello
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Xu Zhong was four when he first started to learn the violin
with his father and nine when he took up the cello. He was first
enrolled in the primary school of the Nanjing Arts Academy,
and joined the “Nanjing Little Red Arts Troupe”. He attended
the Central Conservatory of Music in Beijing, learning cello
under the tutelage of renowned cello instructor Zong Bai.

He later toured with the China Youth Symphony Orchestra,
and in 2000 left to study abroad in Germany at the Mainz
Conservatory of Music, from where he graduated with masters
in cello performance and chamber music. His personal
graduation concert was held in 2004 and was well received.
In 2015, his alma mater, the Central Conservatory of Music
invited him back as one of its most famous graduates to
participate in a series of major events in celebration of the
institution’s 75 anniversary.

Xu Zhong was appointed the cello principal of the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra in 2004. With the orchestra he has also
toured the world not only as an ensemble player, but also as
a soloist and lead player. He brings to performances a pure
and incisive feel, rich in connotation and emotion.

He has been a committed professional cello teacher for more
than ten years, and has helped nurture a wealth of performing
talent in Singapore.
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Zhao Ji Ping
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Guo Fengis a work commissioned by the China National Traditional Orchestra. Zhao Ji Ping created
this work through close collaborative communications and considerable insights tailored in accordance
to his in-depth understanding of the various musicians in the orchestra. Thematically motivated
by the ancient guqin piece, Three Variants of the Plum Blossom Theme, this work develops twin themes
on its own through musical variations intricately woven in melodic fantasy and harmonic hues,
resulting in a multi-level polyphonic form that nurtures the blossoming development of Chinese
traditional music today, propagating the heritage of archaic roots and to herald the national spirit
of China.

Zhao Ji Ping is a renowned composer. At present, he holds the position of the president of Chinese
Musicians Association, the president of Shaanxi Association of Literature and Art and the president
of the Chinese Academy of Movie and Music. Over the years, Zhao Ji Ping has composed numerous
works which includes Symphony No.1, Symphony No.2—Ode to Peace, Symphonic Poem ‘Farewell My
Concubine’, Symphonic Music and Picture‘Sunbird’, Symphonic Suite ‘Courtyard of Family Qiao’ and more.

The internationally renowned Silk Road was a trade route that traversed Asia and Europe over two
thousand years ago. It has become a key channel for cultural exchange between travellers from
various countries from both East and West. The Silk Road is filled with mystery and legends. The
composer of this work, Zhao Ji Ping, recalled his impressions of the ancient Silk Road from his father
Zhao Wang Yun, a famous painter, when the latter painted images through sketches of the Silk Road.
“I always felt that there are plenty of rooms for imagination in the paintings which allowed music to
fill in,” the composer reminisced.

The composer fully utilises the musical capabilities and tonality of Chinese instruments, in addition
to music elements from the western and middle-east regions, enriching the piece’s multiculturality.
The composer then applied the fantasia suite format to bring forth the secluded beauty within the
piece. Listening to the piece takes one on a journey traversing the ancient Silk Road.

The piece consists of five movements:

First Movement:  The Song of Baliu

Second Movement: The Lilt of the Ancient Roads
Third Movement: The Music of Liangzhou
Fourth Movement: The Dream of Loulan

Fifth Movement: The Dance of Qjuci

Words from the composer:

This work, which was composed in 2013 and completed in 2018, was a double concerto commissioned
by the Singapore Chinese Orchestra for the erhu, cello and Chinese orchestra. Orchestration for the
reduced score, which was completed a few years ago, began in 2017. Time flies. For the past five
years, my feelings towards things around me have been constantly changing. I have to reprocess new
information even before I have gotten used to them, including the style of my works. As time passes,
I feel that something will never change. When I first picked up this seemingly unfamiliar reduced
score, it felt like an orchestration done by another person. Every idea or thought makes me excited,
euphoric and touched. It seems as if I am engaged in a monologue with myself from 5 years ago. It
was only after the orchestration was complete that I realised what remains constant all this while, that
is my “time” the piece has dedicated to me.

Qi Haodi was admitted into the China Conservatory of Music in 2006 and studied the pipa from
Liu De Hai. He has also studied Music Composition from young composer Rui Xue.

He was also the committee member of the
Chinese Musicians Association. Some of his major composition includes pipa concerto Hua Mulan,
orchestral works Spring Returns to Earth and The General’s Order.
