Tonight, you will hear and see the world premieres of the
commencement of this collaboration — As the River Flows and The Stories
of Singapore — Singapore’s Press History. More new works will be produced
in the next few years, in which you will witness the progress of Singapore
and hear her footsteps as she moves forward.

Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in 1997,
is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese orchestra.
SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians, occupies the
Singapore Conference Hall, which is a national monument.
With Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong as its patron, SCO takes
on the twin role of preserving traditional arts and culture and
establishing its unique identity through the incorporation of
Southeast Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its blockbuster
presentations and is fast establishing itself around the world.
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade —
Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced a
musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most eminent
multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39th National Day
in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our Music —
featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the Singapore Indoor
Stadium. In 2003, it produced a mega musical production,
Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore Arts Festival
2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong combined
orchestra that performed at the Singapore National Day
Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined
hands with Theatreworks to present the ground-breaking
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in
the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010,
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and versatility,
SCO has performed at numerous prestigious events such as
the World Economic Forum and International Summit of
Arts Council in 2003, and the 2006 International Monetary
Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including Beijing,
Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanjing, Suzhou, Macau, Hungary and
England. Recently in May 2014, SCO performed at the Shanghai
Spring International Music Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate
the Singapore-Suzhou Industrial Park’s 2oth anniversary. In
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October 2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at
the Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth

as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural season in Kuala
Lumpur, SCO also held its debut concert in Malaysia at the
iconic Petronas Twin Towers. These international platforms
provided SCO with the opportunities to showcase its talents
and music, propelling it to the forefront of the international
music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra, SCO
widens its outreach by performing regularly at various national
parks, communities and schools. SCO also commissions its
own compositions and organised the Singapore International
Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition (SICCOC)
in 2006, 2011 and 2015 respectively. The competition aims to
promote compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”.

In 2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the
participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which participated
with over 44 performances and an audience of 20,000. On 28
June 2014, SCO created history through the second instalment
of Our People Our Music by creating two Guinness World
Records and three Singapore Book of Records with 4,557
performers at the National Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub.
It is with this vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence,
educate and communicate through its music.
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Tsung Yeh — Music Director
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO)
as Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction,
SCO expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as
Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is
a Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level. In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the
Cultural Medallion, the highest accolade in the arts. He is also
the advisor to the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade 2007,
Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music structure with
supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed the national pride
in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, Singapore Symphony
Orchestra, Singapore Armed Forces Central Band, Malay and
Indian ensemble, Nanyin ensemble and a chorus performed
under his baton before an audience of 27,000 and millions of
television viewers. In 2004 and 2014, Tsung Yeh directed two
mega orchestra concerts at the Singapore Indoor Stadium and
National Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub respectively, of which,
2014’s concert of 4,557 musicians broke 2 Guinness World
Records and 3 Singapore Book of Records.

Tsung Yeh has brought SCO internationally and developed
the special artistic identity of SCO through the orchestra’s
sound and texture, comprising of East and West and Nanyang
heritage, which is unique to SCO. In March and April 2005,
he led the orchestra on a tour to Europe at Barbican Centre in
London, The Sage Gateshead and the Budapest Spring Festival.
In October 2007, SCO performed at the Beijing Music Festival,
China Shanghai International Arts Festival, Macau International
Music Festival, as well as at major concert halls in Guangzhou,
Zhongshan and Shenzhen. In August 2009, SCO made history
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the
opening week of the Edinburgh Festival.

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend Symphony
Orchestra (SBSO) in the United States from 1988 to 2016.
In 1995, he was honoured with the ASCAP Award with the
South Bend Symphony Orchestra. Upon his retirement
from SBSO, Tsung Yeh was presented the “Sagamore of the
Wabash Award” from the Indiana State — the highest honour
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given by the Indiana Governor, Mike Pence. 7 May 2016 was
proclaimed “Tsung Yeh Day” by the Mayor of the South Bend City,
Pete Buttigieg. Tsung Yeh is presently designated as the Conductor
Laureate by the South Bend Symphony Orchestra Association.

As part of the Conductors’ Mentor Programme sponsored by the
Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music Director
Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor Pierre Boulez.
Tsung Yeh was formerly the Music Director of the Northwest
Indiana Symphony Orchestra and Hong Kong Sinfonietta,
and the Exxon/Arts Endowment Conductor of the Saint Louis
Symphony Orchestra. He served as Resident Conductor of
Florida Orchestra and was the Principal Guest Conductor of
Albany Symphony Orchestra of New York.

Tsung Yeh has collaborated with reputable international
orchestras including Chicago, San Francisco, Minnesota,
Tucson and New Haven Symphony Orchestra; Radio France,
Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra; and orchestras
in Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hong Kong,
Taipei, Tokyo and Yokohama. He has also conducted orchestras
in Poland, Russia and the Czech Republic. As a recording
artist, Tsung Yeh has made various recordings under the
HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China Conservatory
of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music. He has taught conducting workshops hosted by
the Conductors Guild, The League of American Orchestras
and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich and is also active in
conducting masterclasses in Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong,
Taiwan and Singapore. His new appointments in recent years
include the Principal Guest Conductor of the China National
Traditional Orchestra, Artistic Committee Member of the
Jiangsu Centre for the Performing Arts and Senior Researcher of
the He Luting Chinese Music Research Institute of the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music.
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Chriz Tong is a Singapore songstress who released 3 singing
albums — namely “Wei-En Xazz” in 2007, “Love Saver” in 2011
and “Unfinished” in 2013; she sang more than 30 TV original
sound tracks amongst these years and were nominated for
Best Theme Songs at Star Awards (2011 to 2015); MeRadio
Top Downloaded at Singapore Hit Awards (2013) and Asian
Television Awards (2015). In a recent news report, Chriz was
also crowned as the “Queen of Theme Song”.

She had performed in 8 local Musicals — “Innamorati” (2014);
“December Rains” (2015); “GE TAI — The Musical” (2016);
“Broadway Beng” (2016); “Innamorati Two” Musical (2016);
“Innamorati” Musical re-run in Beijing (2017); “Sometime
Moon” (2018) and “Super Mommy Eny” (2018).
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Allan Moo - Vocal
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Allan Moo is one of the pioneers of the Xinyao movement in
the 1980s whose signature Xinyao hit song is his duet with
his brother Eric Moo, Brothers (£ 21%). After a 4 year hiatus
in the United States to futher his studies, Allan returned to
Singapore in 1992 and released his first solo album. In the
same year, he signed up with Rock Records and ventured to
Taiwan in order to advance his career as a singer. He released
5 Mandarin albums in addition to a Cantonese album in
Hong Kong.

In 1996, Hong Kong came calling and he ventured into acting
in TV dramas and movies both locally and abroad. He has
worked with artistes like Zoe Tay in Mediacorp Recently, he
can be seen in Mediacorp drama ‘A Million Dollar Dream’
fulfiling his wish to work with Zoe Tay. His next acting role
is acting as a fallen Shanghai gambling king in a soon to be
released China movie ‘F[JZ%Z E". Allan is also a songwriter
who has written songs for singers including Jackie Cheung,
Andy Hui, Terry Lin and Eric Moo.

Today, Allan’s passion for performing, for music, continues
to be strong and he remains committed to making music
thru recording new musical material and indulging in ‘live’
performances, which he totally enjoys.
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The Singapore Press Holdings Chinese Choir was set up
in 1987. Its members comprises SPH journalists as well as
readers. Since its inauguration, the choir has been invited to
perform at major events, such as the Singapore International
Choral Festival, Huayi Festival organised by the Esplanade
and Mid-Autumn Fesitval at Gardens by the Bay organised by
the National Arts Council. Over the years, the choir has also
collaborated with many arts organisations such as the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra and the Singapore Kids Philharmonic.
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SOKA Chorus
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Formed in 1991, Soka Chorus emerged among the top 10
choirs in the Sing Singapore’94 Competition. Two years
later, the youth members of the Soka Chorus won first prize
in the Sing Singapore’96 Competition. Besides performing
at Singapore Soka Association events, the Soka Chorus also
actively participates in community events and collaborate with
other choirs sharing the joy of singing.

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Woo Mun Ngan — Chorus Mistress
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Woo Mun Ngan is SPH Chinese Media Group NewsHub
Associate Editor cum Fukan Editor. She started piano lessons
and choral singing at a very young age, and has participated
in many international choral exchanges including the World
Symposium on Choral Music in Kyoto, Japan and summer
camp in the Westminster Choir College of Rider University.

She also attended the choral conducting workshop organised
by the Cultural Center of the Philippines, Taiwan International
Choral Festival Master class, the Beijing International Choral
Festival Master class, as well as the Kodaly Seminar Asia organised
by the Young Musician Society in collaboration with the Kodaly
Institute of the Liszt Academy of Music in Kecskemet, Hungary.

She joined the SPH Chinese Choir in 1996 and was appointed
its conductor in 2008. Before taking up the baton of SPH
Chinese Choir, Mun Ngan was conducting the SOKA Chorus.

Fenny started her choral singing journey since her days in school.
Later, with The SYC Ensemble Singers and The Philharmonic
Chamber Chorus. She is now a member of The Singers Vocal
Ensemble Fenny studied voice with Dr Chia Wei Khuan in
Singapore. From 1993-2009, Fenny conducted the Soka Junior
Choir. Currently Fenny conducts the Soka Chorus, spreading
joy through songs, both in house and at community events. She
also trains the choirs at Casuarina Primary School and Geylang
Methodist School (Secondary). Both attained Distinction at the
Singapore Youth Festival.
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The Sisters’ Islands is a programmatic composition for symphonic Chinese orchestra, inspired by a local
legend of the Sisters’ Islands south of Singapore.

1. Fishing Village: A strike of the gong opens the piece, introducing the peaceful tropical scenery of
Singapore. The orchestra evokes the ebbs and tides with wave-like patterns in Indonesian Gamelan style,
playing in the pentatonic pelog scale, The broad “sea” theme is presented first by the alto instruments and
then the bowed strings. Next, the graceful “sisters theme” enters with the bamboo flute, representing the
beautiful young Malay sisters Minah and Linah in an Asli dance. The music then proceeds into a lively
Malay Zapin dance portraying the festivities in the village.

2. Capture of the Bride: Suddenly, a throng of pirates raids the village, illustrated by the menacing “pirates”
theme in hexatonic scale played by the bass Suona. The captain, awestruck by Linah’s beauty, intends to
abduct her as a bride. A weeping Zhonghu implores the release of Linah but to no avail as she is dragged
away, and a Gaohu solo represents Minah stumbling into the sea to chase after the pirate ship.

3. Raging Waves: Bass instruments play a transformed “sea” theme, while woodwind glissandi in octatonic
scale and percussion effects depict the stormy sea. A struggling “sisters theme” emerges amidst the chaos
as Minah swims after the pirates, until she is overcome by exhaustion and disappears amidst the raging
waves. Linah struggles to break free of her captors and jumps into the sea to join her sister, represented by a
Liugin solo fading into the depths. This tragedy incurs the wrath of the gods; thunder and lightning strike,
and a giant orchestral wave engulfs the pirate ship. After a long timpani roll, calmness is restored.

4. Spirit of the Sea: In the morning, a conch (seashell) calls out for the sisters’ spirits to rest in peace. The
“sea” and “sisters” themes are recapitulated and finally played together in counterpoint, building up to a
climatic ending as two islands emerge from the sea, symbolizing the two sisters and their everlasting love.

Composed by Wang Chenwei at age 17, The Sisters’ Islands won the Singapore Composer Award at the
2006 Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestra Composition and was subsequently
featured on CD albums by the Singapore Chinese Orchestra and Taiwan Philharmonic Chinese Orchestra.
Its symphony orchestra version was performed at the Singapore Symphony Orchestra’s first National Day
concert in 2018.

Words from the Composer:

I've always seen rivers as essentially unchanging through the years. Of course sometimes forces of nature
can change their course and inevitably, through the centuries, the scenery or the surrounding architecture
changes too. But when I look at old paintings and photographs of the Singapore River, I can usually
recognize it as being the same river that I cross over on a daily basis, and when I do so I often reflect on
the history surrounding it; of which there is a great deal especially considering the maritime hub that
Singapore has always been.

Way in the past, the river was the easiest access into the island which later became a major trading centre
with links all over the world, and of course, the river was the loading place for commerce, hence the
godowns and merchant houses that still exist. Then there was the war, occupation, followed by political
turmoil and eventually independence. Even Parliament is located on the banks of the river. So yes, there is
much history and books of story-telling to unfold. I tried to hint at all of that and to give an impression of
the many lives and events, often momentous, that have taken place by the river. Every now and again I sit
on the banks and justimmerse myself in the histories surrounding and entangling me. And I realise, I, too,
have become a small ripple on the surface as the river flows........

As the River Flows is composed by Eric Watson. Born in the UK, Eric Watson received tertiary musical
training at Trinity College of Music in London where his principal studies were piano, violin, composition,
and conducting for which he was awarded the Ricordi prize. After graduation, he worked as repetiteur
in opera and as music director for musicals. Eric Watson was the former composer-in-residence of the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra.

Lat Pau, otherwise known as Lat Pau Kan ,was Singapore’s first Chinese newspaper which was published
and distributed in 1881. After running for 52 years in the press printing, it eventually ceased operations
in 1932. The 20 Century saw the birth of Nanyang Siang Pau and the Sin Chew Daily in 1923 and 1929
respectively. Both papers later merged in 1983, which gave rise to the Lianhe Zaobao, a Chinese daily which
witnessed Singapore’s struggles, growth and prosperity over the past century.

The Stories of Singapore — Singapore’s Press History is a photo-choreography and multimedia work which
features a set of specially curated photographs that traces the press’s history while recounting the
Singapore Story.

Composed by Law Wai Lun, he graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music in 1967 and became
a full-time composer at the Central Newsreel and Documentary Film Studio in Beijing, and was later
appointed a lecturer at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts. He migrated to Singapore in
1995 and continues to compose several major works such as The Celestial Web (2003), mega musical
production, Admiral of the Seven Seas (2005), Kit Chan — My Musical Journey and The Goddess — A
Silent Film Concert at Huayi Festivals 2011 and 2014. Law Wai Lun is the composer-in-residence of the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra.
