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Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra
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The Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO)
is an orchestra organised under the Ministry of Education’s
(MOE) National Project of Excellence (NPOE). Members of
the orchestra come from a diverse range of backgrounds
and have all been selected through a rigorous process. Every
year, recruitment is open to tertiary and arts institutions,
and also 348 mainstream primary and secondary schools.
In the 2018 National Chinese Music Competition, 19
musicians from SNYCO won 8 First Prizes, 5 Second
Prizes and 6 Third Prizes. From its inception, SNYCO
holds 3 major ticketed concerts annually and since 2017,
it has taken the additional step of performing in outreach
and educational concerts in neighbourhood schools, the
heartlands and communities. Not only do these concerts
give the musicians more performance opportunities and
stage experience, they also help to promote Chinese music
to the communities.

To date, SNYCO has nurtured numerous outstanding
musicians, and among them, six have successfully joined
the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), establishing
themselves as professional full-time musicians. Besides
becoming professional musicians and distinguished
members of the Singapore Chinese music fraternity, many
other SNYCO members have also moved on to become
respected professionals in their respective fields, making
innumerable contributions to both the Singapore arts scene
and various corporations and institutions.

Under the leadership of Music Director Quek Ling Kiong,
Associate Conductor Moses Gay, and Advisor Maestro
Tsung Yeh, SNYCO seeks to nurture aspiring youths to
be the future pillars of Singapore’s Chinese music scene.
Currently, there are over go members in SNYCO between
the ages of 10 and 26 who receive professional tutelage
under the guidance of 13 SCO musicians. They also

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represent more than 40 schools in Singapore. Members
enrolled in mainstream (MOE) secondary schools who
have sustained involvement with SNYCO will have their
participation recognized in lieu of a school-based Co-
Curricular Activity (CCA), with the potential of receiving
the highest CCA grades.

From the many sold-out concerts to the critically-acclaimed
overseas concert tours, the high standards of SNYCO have
firmly established it as one of the premier youth orchestras,
both locally and regionally.

Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in 1997,
is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese orchestra.
SCO, made up of more than 8o musicians, occupies the
Singapore Conference Hall, which is a national monument.
With Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong as its patron, SCO takes
on the twin role of preserving traditional arts and culture and
establishing its unique identity through the incorporation of
Southeast Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its blockbuster
presentations and is fast establishing itself around the world.
In 2002, it staged a symphonic fantasy epic Marco Polo and
Princess Blue as part of the opening festival of Esplanade —
Theatres on the Bay. The following year, SCO produced a
musical and visual conversation with Singapore’s most eminent
multi-disciplinary artist Tan Swie Hian at the Singapore Arts
Festival 2003. SCO celebrated Singapore’s 39th National Day
in 2004 with a spectacular concert — Our People, Our Music —
featuring 2,400 local music enthusiasts at the Singapore Indoor
Stadium. In 2003, it produced a mega musical production,
Admiral of the Seven Seas, as part of the Singapore Arts Festival
2005. In 2007, SCO was part of the 240-strong combined
orchestra that performed at the Singapore National Day
Parade. In the Singapore Arts Festival 2008, SCO joined
hands with Theatreworks to present the ground-breaking
production Awaking, which brought together Kunqu opera
music and Elizabethan music. In 2009, SCO made history
by becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the
opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010,
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and versatility,
SCO has performed at numerous prestigious events such as
the World Economic Forum and International Summit of
Arts Council in 2003, and the 2006 International Monetary
Fund (IMF) Annual Meeting.

SCO has toured various countries and cities including Beijing,
Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanjing, Suzhou, Macau, Hungary and
England. Recently in May 2014, SCO performed at the Shanghai
Spring International Music Festival and in Suzhou to celebrate
the Singapore-Suzhou Industrial Park’s 2oth anniversary. In
October 2015, SCO performed two concerts in Hong Kong at
the Tsuen Wan Town Hall and Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
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Commissioned by Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth
as part of the Titian Budaya Singapore cultural season in Kuala
Lumpur, SCO also held its debut concert in Malaysia at the
iconic Petronas Twin Towers. These international platforms
provided SCO with the opportunities to showcase its talents
and music, propelling it to the forefront of the international
music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra, SCO
widens its outreach by performing regularly at various national
parks, communities and schools. SCO also commissions its
own compositions and organised the Singapore International
Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition (SICCOC)
in 20006, 2011 and 2015 respectively. The competition aims to
promote compositions that incorporate music elements from
Southeast Asia, also known as “Nanyang music”.

In 2012, SCO organised Singapore’s first 23-day National
Chinese Orchestra Marathon, a spectacular feat that drew the
participation of 31 local Chinese orchestras which participated
with over 44 performances and an audience of 20,000. On 28
June 2014, SCO created history through the second instalment
of Our People Our Music by creating two Guinness World
Records and three Singapore Book of Records with 4,557
performers at the National Stadium, Singapore Sports Hub.
It is with this vision that SCO continues to inspire, influence,
educate and communicate through its music.
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Quek Ling Kiong — Music Director / Conductor
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Quek Ling Kiong was recipient of the National Arts Council’s
(NAC) Singapore Young Artist Award (2002), NAC Cultural
Fellowship (2013) and Meritorious Awards from COMPASS
Singapore (2016). He studied at the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music under the NAC Overseas Scholarship, as well as the
Lee Foundation and Singapore Hokkien Huay Kwan scholarships.
He learned Chinese percussion from renowned master Li
Min Xiong and Western classical percussion from Xue Bao
Lun. He also explored various Chinese percussion arts with
masters such as Li Zhen Gui, An Zhi Shun and Zhu Xiao Lin.
After graduating from the Conservatory in 1997, he joined
SCO and became its Percussion Principal.

Quek Ling Kiong learned conducting from Cultural Medallion
recipient Tay Teow Kiat and famed Chinese conductor Xia
Fei Yun. He attended the workshops and masterclasses of
luminaries like Tsung Yeh, Johannes Schlaefli, Marc Kissoczy,
Kirk Trevor, Oleg Proskumya , Leonid Korchmar , Colin Metters,
Harold Farberman, Jormar Panula and Kurt Masur.

Quek Ling Kiong'’s career in professional conducting commenced
when he became SCO’s first Conducting Assistant in 2003. In
2004, he became SCO’s Assistant Conductor as well as the
Conductor for the Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra
(SNYCO). In 2005, he debuted with SCO at the opening concert
of the 12th International Conference of WASBE (World Association
for Symphonic Band and Ensembles). In 2006 and 2013, he led
SNYCO to perform at the Tainan International Arts Festival and
Hsinchu Chinese Music Festival in Taiwan respectively.

Besides conducting orchestras in China, Taiwan and Hong
Kong, he has also conducted symphony orchestras in Europe.
In September 20006, he was again awarded the NAC overseas
bursary and scholarship from the Hokkien Huay Kwan to
pursue Conducting Studies in Zurich, Switzerland. In 2007,
he attended the International Conducting Workshop in St.
Petersburg and obtained his Diploma in Advanced Studies
from Ziircher Hochschule der Kiinste (Zurich University of
the Arts) in 2008. Upon his return to SCO in 2008, he was
promoted to Associate Conductor. During his appointment,
he introduced and choreographed many well-received SCO
concerts — SCO’s Mother’s Day Concert, Young Childrens’
Concert, Young People’s Concert, Community Series concerts,
Music Oasis Series concerts, Caring Series concerts, Lunchtime
Concert and SNYCO concerts. With particular mention is his
creativity in the planning and execution of concerts for children
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where he takes on numerous roles as an actor, director and
emcee. Quek Ling Kiong is also the mastermind behind major
events that promote Chinese music to the masses. This includes
the Ding Yi Chinese Chamber Music Festival and Composium.
He is currently an adjunct teacher at Lasalle College of the
Arts and the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts. He was also
appointed as Visiting Artist at the National Institute of Education
in 2018. Currently, Quek Ling Kiong is Music Director of
Singapore Management University Chinese Orchestra,
Principal Guest Conductor of Ding Yi Music Company and
Artistic Director of The Purple Symphony- Singapore’s largest
inclusive orchestra.

Quek Ling Kiong was appointed as SCO’s Resident Conductor
from 1 January 2013 and SNYCO’s Music Director from
I January 2016.
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Tsung Yeh — Advisor /| Conductor
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Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) as
Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, SCO
expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as Marco
Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is a
Millennium — A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian,
The Grandeur of Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven
Seas and Awaking. In Awaking, he melded Shakespeare and
Tang Xianzu’s plays into one, elevating Chinese orchestral
music to a higher level. In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded
the Cultural Medallion, the highest accolade in the arts. He
is also the artistic advisor to the Singapore National Youth
Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade 2007,
Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music structure
with supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed the national
pride in the air. 240 musicians from the SCO, Singapore
Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Armed Forces Central
Band, Malay and Indian ensemble, Nanyin ensemble and
a chorus performed under his baton before an audience
of 27,000 and millions of television viewers. In 2004 and
2014, Tsung Yeh directed two mega orchestra concerts at the
Singapore Indoor Stadium and National Stadium, Singapore
Sports Hub respectively, of which, 2014’s concert of 4,557
musicians broke 2 Guinness World Records and 3 Singapore
Book of Records.

Tsung Yeh has brought SCO internationally and developed
the special artistic identity of SCO through the orchestra’s
sound and texture, comprising of East and West and
Nanyang heritage, which is unique to SCO. In March and
April 2005, he led the orchestra on a tour to Europe at
Barbican Centre in London, The Sage Gateshead and the
Budapest Spring Festival. In October 2007, SCO performed
at the Beijing Music Festival, China Shanghai International
Arts Festival, Macau International Music Festival, as well
as at major concert halls in Guangzhou, Zhongshan and
Shenzhen. In August 2009, SCO made history by becoming
the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the opening week
of the Edinburgh Festival.

Tsung Yeh was the Music Director of the South Bend
Symphony Orchestra (SBSO) in the United States from
1988 to 2016. In 1995, he was honoured with the American
Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers (ASCAP)
Award with the South Bend Symphony Orchestra. Upon
his retirement from SBSO, Tsung Yeh was presented the
“Sagamore of the Wabash Award” from the Indiana State
— the highest honour given by the Indiana Governor, Mike
Pence. 7 May 2016 was proclaimed “Tsung Yeh Day” by the
Mayor of the South Bend City, Pete Buttigieg. Tsung Yeh is
presently designated as the Conductor Laureate by the South
Bend Symphony Orchestra Association.

As part of the Conductors’” Mentor Programme sponsored
by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, he worked with Music
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Director Daniel Barenboim and Principal Guest Conductor
Pierre Boulez.Tsung Yeh was formerly the Music Director of
the Northwest Indiana Symphony Orchestra and Hong Kong
Sinfonietta, and the Exxon/Arts Endowment Conductor of
the Saint Louis Symphony Orchestra. He served as Resident
Conductor of Florida Orchestra and was the Principal Guest
Conductor of Albany Symphony Orchestra of New York.

Tsung Yeh has collaborated with reputable international
orchestras including San Francisco, Tucson and New
Haven Symphonies, Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic,
and orchestras from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou,
Shenzhen, Hong Kong, Taipei, Tokyo, Yokohama, France,
the Royal Scottish National Orchestra, Poland, Russia and
Czech Republic.In April 1991, he replaced the indisposed
Barenboim at short notice and conducted 3 successful
concerts.As a recording artist, Tsung Yeh has made various
recordings under the HUGO, Delos and Naxos labels.

Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor at the China
Conservatory of Music and guest professor at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music and Central Conservatory of Music.
He has taught conducting workshops hosted by the
Conductors Guild, The League of American Orchestras
and the MusikHochschule of Zurich and is also active in
conducting masterclasses in Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong,
Taiwan and Singapore.

His new appointments in recent years include the Principal
Guest Conductor of the China Central Chinese Orchestra,
Artistic Committee Member of the Jiangsu Centre for
the Performing Arts and Senior Researcher of the He
Luting Chinese Music Research Institute of the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music and a member of the Faculty of the
International Conducting Institute (ICI) in Czech Republic.
In 2016, he was selected as one of the 10 Outstanding
Conductors by the China Nationalities Orchestra Society. In
the same year, Tsung Yeh was also appointed as the Expert
of China Thousand Talents Programme.
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Associate Conductor

Hailed by The Straits Times as an “excellent young conductor”,
Moses Gay’s first foray into conducting began at the age of
16, where he earned great praise from renowned Chinese
conductor Ku Lap Man while conducting Phoon Yew Tien’s
The Forge Ahead. Since then, he has developed into an outstanding
musician, graduating with First Class Honours from the Nanyang
Academy of Fine Arts and obtaining a Master’s Degree in
Orchestral Conducting at the China Conservatory of Music,
both on full scholarship. While studying at the Conservatory
in 2011, he was appointed as SCO’s Conducting Assistant. He
has also held the position of Assistant Conductor at the China
Youth Philharmonic Orchestra. In 2014, he was appointed the
Assistant Conductor of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO),
Singapore’s only national Chinese Orchestra, where he continues
to grow as a conductor. Moses Gay is also currently the Associate
Conductor of the Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra
(SNYCO) and the Music Director of the National University of
Singapore Chinese Orchestra.

During the course of his study, Moses Gay was privileged to
receive tutelage from eminent conductors such as Roberto
Paternostro, Martin Sieghart, Vance George, Mark Gibson,
Leon Gregorian, Wolfgang Doerner and Marc Trautmann in
various masterclasses and as their assistant, received positive
appraisals from all. He was mentored by Alexander Polischuk
at the Saint Petersburg State Conservatory in Russia and
throughout his postgraduate course, received tutelage from
Professor Youqing Yang and Maestro Tsung Yeh.

Moses Gay’s conducting experience extends beyond Chinese
orchestral music. In 2015, he was invited to collaborate with
the Orchestre Régional de Cannes in France, and in 2017y
alone, he conducted the Moravian Philharmonic Orchestra
and the South Czech Philharmonic in Czech Republic, and
the Berlin Sinfonietta in Germany.
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Bolstering his already impressive portfolio, Moses Gay also
works on compositional arrangement experience. His arrangement
of Gathering for the StringWerkz quintet received the “Special
Prize for Original Arrangement” at the 2013 3rd Terem
Crossover International Music Competition in Saint Petersburg,
Russia. As Conductor of Jing Ying Chinese Orchestra, he has
led the Orchestra to numerous wins at the National Chinese
Music Competiton.

As an erhu performer, Moses Gay was invited to Rennes,
France to perform the Red Plum Capriccio Concerto with the
Orchestre Symphonique de Bretagne and to helm a workshop
in erhu performance at the Institut Confucius de Bretagne.
He has also been honoured to study with the late erhu doyenne
Min Hui Fen and erthu master Zhang Shao. Moses Gay is also
currently Executive Member of the Singapore Huqin Association.
He owes his musical journey to Zhang Yu Ming, to whom he
expresses his heartfelt gratitude.
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Wang Siyuan — Pipa
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Amanda Toh - Erhu
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Wang Siyuan was accepted into the Central Conservatory of
Music Affiliated Middle School in 2008, where she studied
under the tutelage of Professor Fan Wei. After her graduation,
she moved to Singapore to continue her musical journey in
the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts (NAFA) in 2015, where
she studied under SCO pipa principal Yu Jia. In November
2015, Wang Siyuan successfully auditioned and joined the
Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra.

Wang Siyuan matured as a pipa player in NAFA, and she
took participated actively in school performances and exchange
programs. She had also performed on many occasions NAFA
hosted visitors from China. In 2016, she won a Gold award
in the finals of the Pipa (Professional) Category of the 8th
International Huayue Cup China National Musical Instrument.
In December the same year, Wang Siyuan represented NAFA
in the 2016 National Chinese Music Competition, and she
brought home the Second award for the Open Category. She
was also one of NAFA’s representatives in the Quartet
Category, in which the group won the first prize. In 2017,
Wang Siyuan won both the NAFA-RAVE Chinese Concerto
Competition as well as the Nanyang International Music
Competition (Pipa, Open Category), on top of being part of
a NAFA concerto group that clinched the champion title in
the Concerto (Professional) Category. In 2018, Wang Siyuan
was awarded first prize in the 2018 National Chinese Music
Competition (Pipa, Open Category). In 2019, she came in
tops in the NAFA-RAVE Chinese Concerto Competition.
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Amanda Toh Sze Suan started learning the erhu at the age
of 8 under the tutelage of SCO erhu musician Shen Qin.
She won the 3rd prize at the erhu junior category of the
National Chinese Music Competition (NCMC) in 2014. In
20106, she won the first prize in the same category of NCMC.
In the same year, she was appointed as the erhu sectional
leader and chairperson of Tao Nan School Chinese Orchestra.
At the age of 12, she became one of the youngest members
to successfully audition for the erhu section of the Singapore
National Youth Chinese Orchestra.

In 2018, Amanda won the first prize for her performance in
the erhu youth category of the NCMC. Currently, Amanda
is a student of Nanyang Girls' High School and an active
member of the Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra.
She is also pursuing her Diploma in Erhu Performance.

This composition is an experimental ensemble, which explores the possibilities of Nanyang music
through Chinese instruments. Audiences of different age groups and backgrounds will have different
“visual experiences”. The composer deliberately gives the listener space to imagine and interpret the
meaning of the music.

The first chapter, the Fogs of Nanyang, like a universe first formed, utilises the various voices of the
instruments in portraying the sounds of nature, such that the audience may enter a relaxed state of mind.
The second and third chapters utilize themes with different rhythmic styles to portray the mysterious
land, lulling the listener into a world of fantasy. To catch the wind is a tale, a dream; to capture the image
is reality, a practical way of life that we have to face.

Composed by Malaysian composer Simon Kong Su Leong, this work was one of the Composition Award
finalists of the 2006 International Competition for Chinese Orchestral Composition, organised by the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra. Simon Kong Su Leong graduated from the Shanghai Conservatory of
Music, majoring in Chinese classical music composition under the tutelage of Professor Zhu Xiaogu.
His works have been performed internationally in countries including Malaysia, China, Taiwan, Hong
Kong, Singapore and Europe.
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The Sisters’ Islands Wang Chenwei
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The Sisters’ Islands is a programmatic composition for symphonic Chinese orchestra, inspired by a local
legend of the Sisters’ Islands south of Singapore.

1. Fishing Village: A strike of the gong opens the piece, introducing the peaceful tropical scenery of
Singapore. The orchestra evokes the ebbs and tides with wave-like patterns in Indonesian Gamelan style,
playing in the pentatonic pelog scale, The broad “sea” theme is presented first by the alto instruments and
then the bowed strings. Next, the graceful “sisters theme” enters with the bamboo flute, representing the
beautiful young Malay sisters Minah and Linah in an Asli dance. The music then proceeds into a lively
Malay Zapin dance portraying the festivities in the village.

2. Capture of the Bride: Suddenly, a throng of pirates raids the village, illustrated by the menacing “pirates”
theme in hexatonic scale played by the bass suona. The captain, awestruck by Linah’s beauty, intends to
abduct her as a bride. A weeping zhonghu implores the release of Linah but to no avail as she is dragged
away, and a gaohu solo represents Minah stumbling into the sea to chase after the pirate ship.

3. Raging Waves: Bass instruments play a transformed “sea” theme, while woodwind glissandi in octatonic
scale and percussion effects depict the stormy sea. A struggling “sisters theme” emerges amidst the chaos
as Minah swims after the pirates, until she is overcome by exhaustion and disappears amidst the raging
waves. Linah struggles to break free of her captors and jumps into the sea to join her sister, represented
by a Liugin solo fading into the depths. This tragedy incurs the wrath of the gods; thunder and lightning
strike, and a giant orchestral wave engulfs the pirate ship. After a long timpani roll, calmness is restored.

4. Spirit of the Sea: In the morning, a conch (seashell) calls out for the sisters’ spirits to rest in peace. The
“sea” and “sisters” themes are recapitulated and finally played together in counterpoint, building up to a
climatic ending as two islands emerge from the sea, symbolizing the two sisters and their everlasting love.

Composed by Wang Chenwei at age 17, The Sisters’ Islands won the Singapore Composer Award at the 2006
Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestra Composition and was subsequently featured on
CD albums by the Singapore Chinese Orchestra and Taiwan Philharmonic Chinese Orchestra. Its symphony
orchestra version was performed at the Singapore Symphony Orchestra’s National Day concert in 2018.

Prince Sang Nila Utama and Singa was inspired by the legend of Singapura. Incorporating various
Southeast Asian music elements, it tells of the legendary tale of the founding of Singapura through
narration and imagination. The music begins with a depiction of the charismatic lion by the bass section
and suona fanfare. It then progresses with the use of guanzi and plucked-string instruments to portray
the advancement of the majestic fleet led by Prince Sang Nila Utama at sea. Suddenly a raging storm
erupted and the crew threw off valuables from the ship in an effort to keep it from sinking, but to no
avail. As a last resort, Prince Sang Nila Utama threw his crown into the sea, and the storm immediately
calmed. After that, the prince saw a beast which looked like a lion while hunting on an island which
he named Singapura (meaning Lion City). The establishment of the Singapura city unfolds with the
developing music to the eventual climax. This work was commissioned by the SCO and composed by
composer-in-residence Law Wai Lun.

Law Wai Lun graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music in 1967. Some of his major works
includes The Celestial Web, mega musical production Admiral of the Seven Seas, music for the 2007
National Day dance musical, Kit Chan- My Musical Journey and The Goddess- A Silent Film Concert and
more. In 2017, he was awarded the Outstanding Artist Award by COMPASS and received The Cultural
Medallion, Singapore’s highest honour in the arts. Prince Sang Nila Utama and Singa was premiered on
26 September 2003 at the SCO Concert Hall.
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The Sword and the Scroll
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Pipa is a highly versatile and expressive instrument that has enjoyed a rich history spanning many eras,
nations and cultures, resulting in its immense repertoire. Traditional works for the pipa follow one out of
two distinct compositional styles: the court, or the battlefield. Works of a military nature depict rugged
landscapes and epic battles, while works of a lyrical nature evoke Imperial song and dance performances
from the glorious Tang dynasty, and the refined Jiangnan culture and its exquisite scenery. The versatility
of the instrument enables the portrayal of scenes as diverse as the heavily fortified borderlands, to the
innermost thoughts of princesses in remote castles, to the romances of the swashbuckling swordfighters.

This work seeks to combine the strident registers of the instrument used in military pieces and the unique
vibrato and note-bend techniques used in lyrical pieces to showcase its capabilities and the diversity of its
musical language. In addition to its traditional core, the work incorporates modern elements that would
resonate with contemporary audiences.

Composed by Sun Jing who is a protégé of Professor Fan Wei in the Pipa and Professor Li Bin Yang in
Music Composition, Sun Jing graduated from the Central Conservatory of Music. She later furthered her
studies in music composition in the Conservatory.
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Ode of King of Western Chu Li Bo Chan
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Dance Suite: Nii Wa (World Premiere) e G A
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Ode of King of Western Chu is a work for erhu and orchestra which is based on the heartwrenching
historical story of Farewell My Concubine. Composed by young composer Li Bo Chan, there are two
themes in the work - Heroes and Love. The work celebrates and praises the Chinese people for their loyalty
and courage since the dawn of time; and their unfailing commitment towards love.
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Tapestries -Time Dances Eric Watson
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The composer took inspiration from admiring tapestries and discovering the stories told by the rich
colours and inter-weaving threads. This piece attempts to weave the many threads of Nanyang history
together with the glorious colours of tapestry. Nanyang refers to Southeast Asia in the 19th and 20th
century when migrants come from Southern China and also from India and other places, established a
life for themselves, and integrating with or influencing the local culture in many ways. In this work, the
composer aims to re-tell their history, journey and life through the tapestry of his music. The structure of
this piece of music is cyclical - pausing as it moves along; lingering over a stretch of melody or harmony.
Its uniqueness also stems from the fact that it draws from diverse influences including Southeast Asian
gamelan orchestra, Indian classical and Western orchestral music.

The sub-theme “Time Dances” is derived from photographer-poet Carlos Reyes-Manzo’s poem from
his collection of poetry Oranges in Times of Moon where he describes his artistic experience. Composed
by Eric Watson who was previously SCO’s composer-in-residence, this composition was awarded the
Composition Award First Prize at the Singapore International Competition for Chinese Orchestral
Composition in 2006.
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Nii Wa is one of the most important goddesses in Chinese mythology and is well-known across China.
The two legends she is most associated with are mending the gaping hole in the sky, and the moulding
of humans from clay and giving them life, and the latter inspired the creation of this piece. Through
contrasts of orchestral colour and dynamics, the music seeks to paint a picture of the primeval landscapes
of the world in the various stages of Genesis. This work is cast in five movements:

I. The Vast Desolate Wastelands
II. Nii Wa Approaches the Waters
III. The Creation of Mankind

IV. The Growth of Mankind

V. The Great Ritual Dance

Dance Suite: Nii Wa is composed by Phoon Yew Tien who was SCO’s former composer-in-residence. He
received awards from COMPASS in 1996, 1997, 2001, 2005 and 2009 for his contributions to the music
industry in Singapore and was also awarded the Cultural Medallion in 1996 , the highest award given in
the field of arts in Singapore.
