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SINGAPORE CHINESE ORCHESTRA
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in
1997, is Singapore’s only professional national Chinese
orchestra. SCO, made up of more than 80 musicians,
occupies the Singapore Conference Hall, which is a
national monument. With Prime Minister Lee Hsien
Loong as its patron, SCO takes on the twin role of
preserving traditional arts and culture and establishing
its unique identity through the incorporation of
Southeast Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its
blockbuster presentations and is fast establishing itself
around the world. In 2009, SCO made history by
becoming the first Chinese orchestra to perform in the
opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and in 2010,
performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and
versatility, SCO has toured various countries and cities
including Beijing, Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanjing, Suzhou,
Macau, Hungary and England. The year 2019 also saw
SCO performing in Asia Culture Centre, Gwangju,
South Korea and completing the Europe Concert
Tour in Berlin (Germany), Prague (Czech Republic),
Forli (Italy) and Ioannina (Greece). These international
platforms provided SCO with the opportunities to
showcase its talents and music, propelling it to the
forefront of the international music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s
orchestra, SCO widens its outreach by performing
regularly at various national parks, communities and
schools. SCO also commissions its own compositions.
It is with this vision that SCO continues to inspire,
influence, educate and communicate through its music.
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TSUNG YEH - MUSIC DIRECTOR
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Maestro Tsung Yeh began his tenure at the Singapore Chinese
Orchestra (SCO) as Music Director in 2002. Under his
leadership, SCO expanded its repertoire with ground-breaking
works such as Marco Polo and Princess Blue — A Symphonic
Epic (2002), and Admiral of the Seven Seas (2005) and Awaking
(2018). In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural
Medallion; the highest accolade in the arts.

With relentless vigour, Tsung Yeh pioneered and developed
SCO’s signature Nanyang music style, infusing Southeast
Asian elements and heritage into symphonic works. Tsung
Yeh put on a grand display of Nanyang music during the
National Day Parade 2007, where he conducted an awe-
inspiring performance comprised of musicians from SCO,
Singapore Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Armed Forces
Central Band, Malay, Indian and Nanyin ensembles.
The Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition (SICCOC) was initiated by Tsung
Yeh, and subsequently supported by Prime Minister Lee Hsien
Loong, to act as a platform to educate and establish repertoire
of Nanyang and Singapore-inspired music.

Flying the Singapore flag high, Tsung Yeh has led SCO
on numerous international concert tours to great acclaim.
In March 2005, he led the orchestra on its first tour to Europe
at Barbican Centre in London, The Sage Gateshead and the
Budapest Spring Festival. History was made when Tsung
Yeh led SCO to be the first Chinese orchestra to perform
in the Edinburgh Festival. Since then, SCO’s international
performances have proliferated under Tsung Yeh’s guidance,
touring China, England, Hong Kong, Macau, Malaysia,
and South Korea. In 2019, Tsung Yeh led SCO on a wildly
successful concert tour in Europe, showcasing Nanyang music
to Berlin, Prague, Forli and Dodoni to standing ovations at

every leg of the tour.

Back at his alma mater, Tsung Yeh is a guest professor at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He has taught conducting
workshops hosted by the Conductors Guild, The League of
American Orchestras and the Musik Hochschule of Zurich
and is also active in conducting masterclasses in China, Hong
Kong, Taiwan and Singapore. In recent years, he was appointed
the Principal Guest Conductor of the China Central Chinese
Orchestra, Artistic Committee Member of the Jiangsu Centre
for the Performing Arts and Senior Researcher of the He
Luting Chinese Music Research Institute of the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music and a member of the Faculty of the
International Conducting Institute (ICI) in Czech Republic.
In 2016, he was selected as one of ten outstanding conductors
by the China Nationalities Orchestra Society. In the same
year, Tsung Yeh was also appointed as the Expert of China
Thousand Talents Programme.
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MUSICIANS’ BIOGRAPHY
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Hu Chung-Chin — Hugin
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Hu Chung-Chin was born in 1994 in Kaohsiung
city, Taiwan. He started learning piano at the age of

3. In 2002, he was admitted to the music program at
Kaohsiung Municipal Chien Chin Primary School.
In 2006, he was admitted to the music program at
Kaohsiung Municipal Chien Chin Junior High School.
He majored in erhu and his instructor was Jiang
Mingkun. His minor was in piano and his instructors
were Du Junhui and Lin Huixin. From 2004-2008, he
participated in the Taiwan National Music Competition
with the erhu professional group and won the first
prize. In 2009, he was accepted into the Department
of Chinese Music at the Central Conservatory of
Music Middle School as an erhu professional. In 2012,
he began his undergraduate degree at the Central
Conservatory of Music as an erhu professional and
studied with Yang Xue, Min Huifen, Yan Jiemin, Chen
Yaoxing, Zhu Changyao, Tang Feng, Zhao Ge, Zhang
Zunlian, and Zhu Jiangbo.

In 2012, he accompanied the school’s orchestra to
Shandong. From 2011 to 2016, he was part of the
Dance of the Strings and the Bow Erhu Assembly. In
2014, he accompanied his teacher Yang Xue to Nanjing,
Guangzhou, Hong Kong, Tianjin, and Beijing on a
concert tour. Chung-Chin joined Singapore Chinese

Orchestra as an erhu musician in 2017.
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Liu Zhiyue — Huqin
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Liu Zhiyue graduated in Instrumental Studies from
the China Conservatory of Music, majoring in erhu.
During his days in university, he studied composing
and Chinese orchestral conducting under the tutelage

of Quan Jihao and Huang Xiaofei. He started learning
the piano at the age of 5 and the erhu from his father,
Liu Zunhai at the age of 10. In 2001, he won the first
“Tianhua Cup” National Professional Erhu Youth
Competition and accomplished his solo music concert.
In the following year, he won the first Chinese Folk
Instrument Solo Competition under China Youth
Arts Competition. In 2007, he won the gold award for
the 6th China Golden Bell Award, Tianjin zone, erhu
division. He has also recorded and published various
instrumental CDs and books. In 2006, he was appointed
Guest Conductor for the Chinese Folk Orchestra of the
“Can Ou” Special Arts College, Beijing Science and
Technology Vocational School, and performed for the
Beijing National “Can Ou” Achievement Show. Liu
Zhiyue joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra in

Erquan is a famous spring and historical site situated below
Hui Mountains, in the outskirts of Wuxi City, Jiangsu
Province. This piece carries a beautiful melody, deeply
emotional and desolate. Through the music, you can almost
hear the heartfelt wishes of this blind musician, eulogising
the beautiful moonlit night of Erquan, his exclamations
towards his life of misery, and his injustice towards his
fateful experiences. After illustrating a series of tumultuous
emotions, the music quietens and expresses a hopeful vision
for the future amidst the beauty of the moon and clouds.

Hua Yanjun (1893-1950) was a folk musician from Wuxi,
Jiangsu, China, and was proficient in the playing of the erhu
and pipa. He infused his extraordinary life experiences into
his rich accumulation of folk music culture to compose many
internationally renowned works. The only six recorded works
from Hua include the three erhu pieces, Reflection of the moon
on Erquan, Hearing the Soughs of the Pine and Cold Wind in
Early Spring, and the three pipa pieces include Waves Washing
the Sand, Zhaojun Passing the Frontier, and Dragon Boat. Hua
Yanjun is indeed an extraordinary folk musician in the history
of Chinese music, who brought Chinese music to the world.

Fishermen’s Song at Dusk was originally a guzheng piece in
the traditional style which depicts a coastal scene of breath-
taking beauty: a picturesque coastline illuminated by the
radiant amber sunset, carefree and laid-back fishermen
relaxing, and fishing boats floating away on the horizon.
Since the 1930s, this piece has been one of the most widely-
known and influential solo guzheng pieces in the repertoire,
and has been rearranged in many instrumental combinations.
The version performed in this concert originated from a
recording made in the 1960s by Yang Yinlin and Yao Yide
for gaohu and guzheng, and arranged by Phoon Yew Tien.

Many years ago, the composer was on a concert tour in Suzhou
with the orchestra. In his free time, he explored the city on
foot with some friends, and they stopped by a Starbucks
near a historical bridge. The Pingtan (a local recitative-style
storytelling song where performers accompany themselves
with musical instruments) he heard, sung in the dainty Wu
dialect, and the exquisite scenery he saw fuelled his creativity,
inspiring him to compose this piece. Well-known Pingtan
tunes are distilled into an erhu piece that is as unmistakeably
Pingtan it is in style as contemporary it is in outlook. Scored
for erhu and piano, a fusion of east and west, the contrasting
tone colours add layers of expressive possibilities, imbuing the
music with an additional dimension. This piece was a finalist
in the Jiangnan style erhu composition category at the 36th
Shanghai Spring International Music Festival held in 2019.

This piece was commissioned in 2019 as the erhu competition
set piece for the 12th Chinese Golden Bell Award for Music,
while simultaneously commemorating the 70th Anniversary
of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China. Based on
folk songs from Inner Mongolia, this piece explores profound
emotional depths with its heart-rending melodies and usage
of nostalgic Mongolian “Long Song” or “Urtyn Duu” (a
traditional Mongolian vocal music style where every syllable
is extended for a long duration), lauding the beauty of the
Chinese landscape, and expressing the composer’s adulation
for his country.

Composer Wang Jianmin (b. 1956) is a professor at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He is currently the vice-
president of the China Nationalities Orchestra Society.
Wang Jianmin has composed many pieces across a wide
range of genres but is especially respected in the field of
Chinese instrumental music. Many of his works have won
major awards in the country. His representative works include
pieces in the Erbu Rhapsody series, guzheng masterpiece
Night by the Maple Bridge and Fantasia, which have gained
widespread reputation. His works have been performed at
home and abroad in concerts and festivals.

Maiden Tuaohua Crossing the River is a scene from the
traditional Teochew opera, Su Liu Niang. In the scene,
essentially a song duel between Maiden Taohua, a servant
girl and the boatman ferrying her, the quick wit of Maiden
Taohua and the kindness, generosity, and good humour of
the boatman are on full display, embodying the humanity of
the Teochew people. Renowned erhu maestros Chen Yaoxing
and Chen Jun rearranged this famous scene as an erhu duet
that incorporates the “theme and variations” form, and
utilizes virtuosic chromatic figurations, fully exploiting the
wide range of tone colours available on the erhu.
