A rare student of Western
and Chinese traditional music in her generation,
she studied the piano, harp and guzheng. In her
youth Yui Hong was the then-youngest winner of
the National Chinese Music Competition and one
of the first to be a member of both the Singapore
Youth Orchestra and the Singapore Youth
Chinese Orchestra. She went on to read music at
the University of Birmingham, UK.

During her time in NYGH, Yui Hong was the
conductor of the schools Chinese Orchestra
from 2000 to 2017, bringing the orchestra to
achieve top awards at the Singapore Youth
Festival and other national and international
competitions. She also held leadership roles
overseeing the aesthetics, performing arts and
talent development. Over the years, Yui Hong
has received numerous accolades such as the
Exemplary Nominee for the ASCD Outstanding
Young Educator Award (USA). In her current work
at the Ministry of Education, Singapore, Yui Hong
guides the formulation of national arts education
policy and oversees the various performing arts
in Singapore schools.

Cheng Wen-Hsin is the current Pipa Principal
of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra, and adjunct
lecturer in the Department of Chinese Music
of the National Taiwan University of Arts and
Chinese Culture University.

Wen-Hsin has had a stellar track record since her
schooling days, she twice won the first prize for
pipa solo in the Taiwan Music Competition, first
prize in the 2nd Taipei Chinese instrumental
Competition, and the first prize in the orchestral
solo category of the 4th International Arts
Competition of Roodepoort, South Africa.

Sincejoiningthe Taipei Chinese Orchestrain 1989,
she has performed under renowned conductors
such as Cao Peng, Chen Tscheng-Hsiung, Kuan
Nai-chung, Xu Zhijun, Michel Rochat, Hu Bingxu,
Peng Jiapeng, Shao En, Liu Chiang-pin, Cheng
Li-pin and Kuo Lian-Chang.

He is also the vice chairman of the Chinese
Musicians’ Association’s Dizi Society, executive
member of the China Nationalities Orchestra
Society, vice chairman of the Zhejiang Musicians’
Association and vice president of the Zhejiang
Provincial Department of Culture. He has
performed numerous dizi recitals in countries
such as Europe, Asia, US, Hong Kong, Macau,
Taiwan and Japan to critical acclaims. Over the
past decade, Du Rusong has also been actively
involved in the promotion of Buddhist music and
culture and has organized various concerts in
China and Taiwan.

Du has composed numerous works for the
dizi, and recorded several solo dizi albums.
One of his albums was nominated in the 19th
Golden Melody Awards in Taiwan, and won
the “Best Traditional Music Interpretation
Award” and “Best Album Award". His dizi work
Elegant Sounds of the Fisherman's Flute was
also nominated for the China National Arts
Fund. He also published educational materials
for the dizi, and has facilitated various
music projects.

Duan Aiai | China

Duan Aiai is a National Class One Musician and an
erhusoloist with the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra.
She is also the Executive Council Member of the
China Nationalities Orchestra Society, President
of the Erhu Professional Committee of the
Shanghai Musicians’ Association, director of
the Shanghai Performing Artists Federation,
Visiting Professor of the Xian Conservatory of
Music, Adjunct Professor of Arts of the New York
University at Shanghai. She was also awarded
the honorary title of the “March 8 Red-banner
Pacesetter” for her outstanding achievements.

Aiai graduated from the Folk Music Department
of the Shanghai Conservatory of Music. She
was then invited to join the renowned Shanghai
Oriental Broadcasting Chinese Orchestra and
later, Shanghai Chinese Orchestra as its Concert
Master. She performed as a soloist in dozens
of countries and regions, such as the China
Arts Festival closing, Shanghai Spring Music
International Festival opening and closing,
Shanghai International Arts Festival, Shanghai
International Film Festival opening and World
Broadcasting Day Festive Concert among
many others. She performed with reputable
orchestras such as the Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra, Shanghai Philharmonic Orchestra,
Suzhou Symphony Orchestra, Hong Kong Chinese
Orchestra, Singapore Chinese Orchestra, Taipei
Chinese Orchestra, National Chinese Orchestra
Taiwan, and Macao Chinese Orchestra. She
has also held several solo recitals and master
classes. She was also invited to guest-judge
various music competitions. She has recorded
and published a large number of personal albums
and books, many of which have been selected
for the Shanghai Art Creation Talent Fund
Project. Aiai's discography includes solo albums,
DVDs, recording tracks in Spotify and apple
iTunes store.
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Eric James Watson | Singapore

Born in the UK, Eric James Watson received
musical training at Trinity College of Music in
London where his principal studies were piano,
violin, composition, and conducting for which he
was awarded the Ricordi prize. After graduating
he worked as a repetiteur in opera and music
director for musicals.

Since 1991, Eric has lived in Singapore where
he is active as a composer, conductor, music
technologist and pedagogue. His experience
embraces opera, musical theatre, film and
television and he has written scores in many
diverse and different genres. In 2001 he was
the composer and musical director for the
Singapore National Day parade for which he
recorded an orchestral score with the Singapore
Symphony Orchestra and again in 2007 he wrote
and arranged orchestral music for National day
this time with four different orchestras, the
Singapore Symphony Orchestra, the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra, a smaller Indian ensemble
and a Malay ensemble.

In 2006, Eric was awarded first prize in the first
Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition for his work, Tapestries |
- Time Dances ; and in 2011 he wrote the first prize
winning piece Aftermath for the Singapore Piano
and Violin competition.

Since residing in Singapore, he has written the
musical, A River In Time in which he achieved a
fusion of Western orchestra, gamelan and small
Chinese orchestra, followed by a second musical,
Land of A Thousand Dreams, and many other
solo, chamber and orchestral works. In 2014 Eric
was awarded the Kou Pao Kun Award in Arts and
Culture for New Immigrants. From 2016 to 2018,
Eric was composer-in-residence at the SCO and
in 2018 he was conferred the Cultural Medallion,
Singapore’s highest award in recognition of
artistic excellence and distinction in the Arts.
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Jin Shiyi | Singapore

Jin Shiyi is the President of the Singapore Suona
and Guan Society, Suona/Guan Principal of
the Singapore Chinese Orchestra, and the first
musician in China to achieve a Master’s degree
in guanzi performance. His biography is also
recorded in The Best of Traditional Chinese
Music, Instruments and Musicians. Having shown
his musical talent at a young age, he received
tutelage from masters such as Zhang Baoling, Liu
Fengtong, HuHaiquan, HuZhihou, ZhangJiguiand
Cao Jianguo. Jin Shiyi was recruited by the China
Movie Orchestra at the tender age of 12. In 1986,
Jin Shiyi enrolled into the China Conservatory of
Music and graduated with a Master’s degree in
1992. He was offered a teaching position in the
Conservatory Department of Instrumental Music
upon his graduation from the conservatory.

From 1989 to 2000, Jin Shiyi staged various solo
concerts in Beijing, Singapore and Malaysia.
He was also invited as a soloist to perform in
Taiwan Traditional Arts Festival and Korean
Seoul International Folk Music Festival. He has
also composed and rearranged a series of suona
and guanzi pieces, including The Winds of Marina
Bay, The Dark Sky, Hip Hop Orchard Road, Tribute
To Homeland and Seeking Dreams In The Western
Regions, to name a few. This concert, Jin Shiyi
will also be performing with the SINGuan; a
newly created single reed instrument developed
based on the traditional double reed guan by
him and Liu Jiang, which is highly acclaimed by
music critics.
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Kwok Chin-chye | Singapore

Kwok Chin-chye is a Singaporean musician
that specialises in the suona, guanzi, oboe and
saxophone. In addition to having control over his
tone and intonation, his musical interpretations
are also exquisite and lucid. Since young, he
was trained in the percussion of Chinese folk
opera by his father. Under the influence of his
grandfather and father, he developed an interest
in the suona, an instrument used in the musical
accompaniment of folk operas. He studied suona
under the tutelage of Yeo Siew Wee, and oboe
from oboist Joost Flach. He also obtained an
ABRSM Grade 8 certificate in oboe performance.
Since 1989, he has been a suona musician with
the Kaohsiung Chinese Orchestra, and performed
as a soloist in the US, Canada, Europe, Australia,
China, Korea, Japan and Hong Kong. He also held
solo recitals in 1992, 1993, 1998, 2007 and 2008
to showcase his musical diversity, and has been
invited to collaborate with many orchestras in
Taiwan and Southeast Asian countries.

In addition to numerous recital performances,
Kwok Chin-chye has also composed several
works, including: Mi Nong Feng Qing, Haqi Gu,
Harvest, Origin, Sad Tune, Peach Blossom, One
Little Bird, Liu Xing Pai.
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Law Wai Lun | Singapore

Law Wai Lun is a member of the Chinese
Musicians Association and the Composers and
Authors Society of Hong Kong. He graduated
from the Central Conservatory of Music, where
he studied music composition under the tutelage
of Professor Su Xia and Du Mingxin. He has also
served as the Composer at the Central Newsreel
and Documentary Film Studio in Beijing, lecturer
at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts
and Composer-In-Residence at the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra.

Law has produced more than 200 works with
diverse styles, ranging from Film to Chinese
ensemble music. He has also won many
composition awards from the Composers and
Authors Society of Hong Kong, Composers &
Authors Society of Singapore (COMPASS) and
Singapore Chinese Orchestra. In addition to
music composition and education, Law Wai Lun
also participate actively in numerous music
events and activities, where he served as a judge
for composition competitions in Hong Kong and
Taiwan, Singapore's National Arts Council, and
Chinese music competitions organized by the
Ministry of Education.

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Li Baoshun | Singapore

Li Baoshun joined the SCO in 1997 and has been
the orchestra’s Concertmaster ever since. Li
Baoshun graduated from the China Conservatory
of Music and studied under renowned string
master Liu Mingyuan. In 1988, he was the
erhu sectional principal of the China Central
Chinese Orchestra, and later on became the
Acting Concertmaster. In the same year, he
was appointed the Concertmaster of the Asia
Orchestra comprising of musicians from China,
Japan and Korea.

Li Baoshun has shown his talent in music
since young and has won many prizes in
the National Erhu Competition in China.
He has frequently performed in numerous
large-scale performances and often travelled
overseas.

BoonHuaLIENis the Artistic Director of Wayfarer
Sinfonietta and former Assistant Conductor of
the Polish National Radio Symphony Orchestra
in Katowice. He is on the conducting faculty
at the Yong Siew Toh Conservatory of Music in
Singapore and leads its contemporary music
ensemble, OpusNovus. He was selected to
be on the 2019/20 Peter Ed&tvés Foundation
Mentoring Program and also served as Assistant
Conductor to the Richard-Strauss-Festival 2018
in Garmisch-Partenkirchen.

Highlights of Lien's recent seasons include a
celebratoryconcertwiththe Singapore Symphony
Orchestra for Esplanade’s 20th anniversary, and
debuts with Hong Kong Sinfonietta, Jakarta
Simfonia Orchestra, NFM Wroctaw Philharmonic,
Polish Baltic Philharmonic, Krakéw Philharmonic
and Transylvania State Philharmonic Orchestra.

Lim Sin Yeo joined the SCO in 1997 and is
currently a dizi musician. A versatile homegrown
dizi musician, Lim Sin Yeo joined the People's
Association Chinese Orchestra as a full-time
musician in 1979. He is also the vice president
of the Dizi Society and instructor at the Nanyang
Academy of Fine Arts. He has represented
Singapore to perform as a soloist in China,
Europe, Australia, Japan, Hong Kong, Taiwan,
West Malaysia and Egypt. His performance was
highly commended by the Chinese orchestra
circle.

Lim Sin Yeo has studied dizi performing skills
and techniques under the tutelage of various
China dizi masters including Yu Xun Fa. In 1993,
Lim Sin Yeo was awarded the National Arts
Council (NAC) Scholarship. He gained entry into
the Shanghai Conservatory of Music and studied
under dizi master Zhao Song Ting. He put up a
solo performance at the graduation concert on
the same year.

Lim Sin Yeo has always exhibited mastery of the
dizi techniques. His performances always come
with a rich and pleasant timbre. He attained
Grade 8 in flute performance awarded by the
Academic British Royal School of Music. Lim
Sin Yeo has contributed much to the Chinese
orchestral music circle.
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Lin Gao | Singapore

Lin Gao joined the SCO in 2014 and is currently
the Zhonghu Principal. Born in Shanghai, Lin Gao
started learning the Erhu at the age of three.
She was admitted into the Elementary School
affiliated to the Shanghai Conservatory of Music
in 1998 and studied with Lin Xinmin. Since 2007,
she has been studying with Huo Yonggang at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music. In 2014, she
completed her Master of Arts, and graduated
with several awards.

Lin Gao has toured Asia and Europe, covering
various genres of music. She was invited
to perform at the 67th “Prague of Spring”
International Music Festival and “Sharq
Taronalari”in Uzbekistan where she was awarded
the First Prize.

Her interest in contemporary music has led her
to be in close contact with various international
modern composersandto performseveral master
pieces such as Chinese-French composer Tao
Yu's White Water with the Shanghai Philharmonic
Orchestra and Joél Bons's Green Dragon with the
Dutch Nieuw Ensemble.

Lin Gao has also transposed several violin pieces
into concert works for the Erhu. Her adaptations
convey the same virtuosity displayed in the
original versions, while making the adaptations
for the Erhu, which is an instrument not
accustomed to western classical music.

Dr Ling Hock Siang holds a Doctor of Philosophy

Since then, he
has developed into an outstanding musician,
graduating with First Class Honours from the

Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts and obtaining a
Master's Degree in Orchestral Conducting at the
China Conservatory of Music, both on full scholarship.
Moses Gay is currently appointed as SCO’s Associate
Conductor, SNYCO's Associate Conductor and Music
Director of the National University of Singapore
Chinese Orchestra.

During the course of his study, Gay was privileged to
receive tutelage from eminent conductors such as
Roberto Paternostro, Martin Sieghart, Vance George,
Mark Gibson, Leon Gregorian, Wolfgang Doerner
and Marc Trautmann in various masterclasses and
as their assistant, received positive reviews from
all. He was mentored by Alexander Polischuk at
the Saint Petersburg State Conservatory in Russia
and throughout his postgraduate course, received
tutelage from Professor Youqing Yang and Tsung
Yeh.

NgSengHongisthe Music Directorand Conductor
of the PA Youth Chinese Orchestra (PAYCO)
and Nanyang Technological University Chinese
Orchestra (NTUCO). He attained the Licentiate
Diploma of the London College of Music(LLCM)in
Conducting, Master of Fine Arts in 2014 and was
awarded the Doctor of Philosophy in Buddhism
in 2017 by Dharma Buddhist University. Ng Seng
Hong is an accomplished Erhu musician who had
performed with many world renowned Chinese
Orchestras and has also won several accolades at
international Chinese music competitions.

In 1987, Ng Seng Hong became the first foreign
winner of China Jiang-Nan String and Woodwind
Competition held in Shanghai. In 1992, he was
awarded the Singapore Youth Award. Ng Seng
Hong was a Young Artist Award (1993) recipient
conferred by the National Arts Council and was
awarded a scholarship to study erhu in Shanghai,
China, where he performed with the Shanghai
National Orchestra at the Shanghai Festival.

Qu Chunquan is an internationally renowned
conductor and composer, he is also a National
Class One Conductor in China and the honorary
conductor of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra.

He was the Principal Conductor of the
Taipei Chinese Orchestra from January
2013 to December 2021. He was formerly the
Vice President of the Shanghai Conductor
Association, Principal Conductor of the Shanghai
Chinese Orchestra, Conductor and Deputy Music
Director of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra,
Conductor of the National Chinese Orchestra of
Taiwan and Resident Conductor of the Fo-Guang-
Shan “Sounds of the Human World" Chinese
Orchestra. He also served as adjunct professor
at the National Taiwan University of Arts,
National Taiwan Normal University and Chinese
Culture University.

In2019, he was therecipient of the Mackay Project
(outstanding devotee for 20 years of service
to Taiwan's culture and education) awarded by
Ministry of the Interior, and in 2020, the Chinese
Music Contribution Award by the Chinese Music
Association of the Republic of China (Taiwan).

Qu Jianging is currently Yanggin Principal of
the SCO. She is also Committee Member of the
Cimbalom (Yanggin) World Association, guest
professor at the Tianjin Conservatory of Music,
advisor at the Hong Kong Yanggin Association
and Honorary Committee Member of the Yanggin
Professional Committee of the China Ethnic
Music Society.

Qu Jianging was born in Shanghai, China, where
she began learning yanggin at the age of 9 under
the tutelage of Wang Youde, and was accepted by
the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra at the age of 13
based on her extraordinary musical talent. Over
the years, Qu Jianging has also received tutelage
under various Yanggin masters like Xiang Zuhua,
renowned Yanggin performer Pang Bo-er and
Zhang Xiaofeng. She also received many awards,
such as, Shanghai City “Literary Arts New Talent”
in 1980, Shanghai City “Striker of the New Long
March” (and Outstanding Youth) in 1981, China
National Ethnic Music Emulation Performance
Prize in 1982, 14th “Spring of Shanghai”
Outstanding Performance Prize in 1991. In 1993,
she held her solo concert.

Qu Jianging is also the premier performer of
numerous influential yanggin music, including
The Phoenix, Yellow River, Rhapsody on Dinlhua
etc. She has also recorded five personal albums.
She has visited many countries and is an active
participant at many World Yanggin Festivals.

Quek Ling Kiong was a recipient of the Singapore
National Arts Councils Young Artist Award
(2002); the Cultural Fellowship (2013), Singapore
COMPASS  Meritorious Award (2016), and
Singapore ‘Lianhe Zaobao' iconic personality
(2018). 2019 Singapore Management University
established ‘Quek Ling Kiong Arts and Cultural
Scholarship’ to support undergrads venturing
into arts management.

Currently Music Director of Singapore
Management University Chinese Orchestra,
Principal Guest Conductor for Ding Yi Music
Company, adjunct teacher at Nanyang Academy
of Fine Arts, Lasalle College for Arts. His
strong beliefs in supporting the special needs
community with music makes him the Artistic
Director and Conductor of The Purple Symphony
- Singapore’s largest inclusive orchestra since
2015 and Hong Kong's largest inclusive orchestra
- True Colours Symphony in 2019.

Quek Ling Kiong was appointed as SCO's Resident
Conductor from 1 January 2013 and SNYCO's
Music Director from 1January 2016.
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Simon Kong Su Leong | Malaysia

Simon Kong Su Leong is a crossover musician
who has devoted his life to composing, arranging,
conducting, performing, organizing and teaching
Chinese music. Born in Sabah, Malaysia, dubbed
as the “Land below the Wind", he graduated from
Shanghai Conservatory of Music majoring in
Chinese Music Composition. He studied under
renowned composer Professor Zhu Xiaogu
and graduated as the first overseas student in
this specialization. He studied contemporary
composition, Suona and theories of Chinese folk

songs under renowned composer Professor Xu
Jiangiang, Suona Professor LiuYing and ethno
musicologist Professor Huang Bai respectively.
His started his Chinese music journey with
renowned Malaysian-Chinese music educator Mr
Teo Seng Chong.

In recent years, Simon delved into Chinese
“Five-Elements” Composition and Orchestration
Techniques, and the application of Chinese music
in music therapy. He has frequent collaborations
with various professional orchestras, won the
Chinese Music Competition 2005 organized
by the Council for Cultural Affairs, Taiwan and
obtained the Composition Award in the inaugural
Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition.

In 2019, he presented a paper on “The Wisdom of
the Five Elements in Folk Music Orchestration” at
the Shanghai Conservatory of Music's Folk Music
Orchestration Symposium as the only overseas
guest representative. In 2020, he produced and
hosted ten episodes of “Eat, Drink and Talk about
Chinese Music” for the Huifu music platform,
receiving 1.5 million views. In the same year,
he was invited to host an online orchestration
workshop for the Taipei City Chinese Orchestra.

Dr Tay Teow Kiat is President of the Singapore
Chinese Music Federation, Music Director of the
Dunman High School Performing Arts Centre,
Music Director of City Chinese Orchestra and
Emeritus Music Director of Ding Yi Music
Company. Dr Tay was awarded the Cultural
Medallion in 1993. In 2022, he was awarded the
Chinese Cultural Contribution Award (individual).

Since the 1980s, he has been guest conductor to
numerous Chinese orchestras internationally and
has adjudicated at Chinese music competitions
both locally and abroad.
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Tsung Yeh | Singapore

Maestro Tsung Yeh began his tenure at the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) as Music
Director in 2002. Under his leadership, SCO
expanded its repertoire with ground-breaking
works such as “Marco Polo and Princess Blue”
(2002), “Admiral of the Seven Seas” (2005) and
“Awaking” (2018). In 2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded
the Cultural Medallion; the highest accolade in
the arts.

The Singapore International Competition for
Chinese Orchestral Composition (SICCOC)
was initiated by Tsung Yeh, and subsequently
supported by Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong,
to act as a platform to establish repertoire of
Nanyang and Singapore-inspired music.

As a highly sought-after conductor, Maestro
Tsung Yeh has worked with a myriad of
prestigious orchestras such as Chicago, St Louis,
San Francisco, Minnesota, Tucson Symphonies,
Calgary and Rochester Philharmonic, the
Royal Scottish National Orchestra, and various
orchestras in Europe, China, Japan, Hong Kong
and Taiwan. He served as the Music Director
of the South Bend Symphony Orchestra in
the United States from 1988 to 2016, and was
honoured with the ASCAP Award in 1995. Upon
his retirement from SBSO, Tsung Yeh was
presented the “Sagamore of the Wabash Award”
from the Indiana State - the highest honour given
by Indiana governor. The mayor of South Bend
City, Pete Buttigieg, also declared 7 May 2016 as
“Tsung Yeh Day".
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Wang Chenwei | Singapore

WANG Chenwei is the current composer-in-
residence of Singapore Chinese Orchestra,
adjunct faculty at the National Institute of
Education (Nanyang Technological University,
Singapore), and council member of the Singapore
Chinese Music Federation. As Head of Research

and Education at The TENG Company, he is
the main co-author of “The TENG Guide to the
Chinese Orchestra” (2019), a 624-page book on
instrumentation and orchestration. Chenwei
obtained his Magister Artium (five-year Master
of Arts) with distinction and an Honorary Award
(Wirdigungspreis) from the University of Music
and Performing Arts Vienna, where he studied
Composition and Audio Engineering under
a scholarship from the Media Development
Authority of Singapore.

At the age of 17, Chenwei composed The
Sisters’ Islands, a symphonic poem which won
the Singapore Composer Award at the 2006
Singapore International Competition for Chinese
Orchestral Composition. This piece has been
widely performed and recorded in various
arrangements, most notably at Singapore
Symphony Orchestra’s inaugural National Day
concert in 2018. SCO's virtual performance video
of Chenwei's composition Confluence during
the pandemic was shared by Singapore's Prime
Minister Lee Hsien Loong on his Facebook page
in 2020 and at the National Day Rally 2022 to
exemplify Singaporeans’ “strong sense of unity
and resilience in times of crises”.

The numerous organisations frequently
commissioning works from Chenwei include the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra, Taipei Chinese
Orchestra and National Chinese Orchestra
Taiwan. Chenwei has been commissioned by
Singapore’s Ministry of Education to compose
four set pieces for the Singapore Youth Festival,
and also by the Singapore Symphony Orchestra
to compose four set pieces for the National Piano
and Violin Competition 2019. Additionally, his
compositions have been the subject of various
academic theses. Chenwei received the Young
Outstanding Singaporeans award from Junior
Chamber International in 2011 and the Top Local
Classical Music award from the Composers and
Authors Society of Singapore (COMPASS)in 2022.
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Xiong Yue | Singapore

Xiong Yue is a well-known Guzheng player who
has studied under renowned Guzheng masters
such as Cao Zheng, Zhang Yan, Xiang Sihua,
Fan Shang’e, Guo Ying, and Qiu Dacheng. She is
currently a member of the Chinese Musicians
Association, an Honorary Director of the Chinese
Guzheng Professional Committee, and an
academic consultant of the Chinese Guzheng
Association.

In 1976, she was joined the China Broadcasting
Chinese Orchestra as a soloist. Since then, she
has performed with the orchestra in numerous
overseas performances as a soloist. In 1982 and
1989, she won accolades in the Chinese Musical
Instrument Solo Competition and the ART Cup
Award in the International Chinese Instrumental
Music Competition respectively.

Over the years, Xiong Yue has drawn on the
merits of various performers to develop her
own delicate and exquisite playing style. Xiong
Yue spent 16 years as a member of the China
Broadcasting Chinese Orchestra from 1976 to
1992, and 9 years as a member of the People's
Association Chinese Orchestra and Singapore
Chinese Orchestra from 1993 to 2001. After
moving to Hong Kong in 2001, she continued her
work in performing arts and education, producing
students that achieve excellent results in various
competitions and grading examinations in the
Central Conservatory of Music. In addition, she
has also been invited to be on the judging panel
of various Guzheng competitions.
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Yan Huichang | Singapore

Yan Huichang is a world renown Chinese music
conductor. He has been with the Hong Kong
Chinese Orchestra since June 1997 and is
currently the Artistic Director and Principal
Conductor for Life.

Yan was conferred the title of National Class One
Conductor at the First Professional Accreditation
of China in 1987. He has received many accolades

from the governments of different lands in
honour of his contribution to the development
of culture, such as the ‘Cultural Medallion (Music)
by the National Arts Council of Singapore in 2001,
a Silver Bauhinia Star (SBS) by the Hong Kong
SAR Government, the Overseas Award for Music
at the blIst Literary and Art Works Awards in
Taiwan, and Best Conductor Award at the Golden
Melody Awards for Traditional Arts and Music
2018 in Taiwan, 2022 Distinguished Artist Award
by the Internationals Society for the Performing
Arts etc.

He is currently Director of Chinese National
Orchestra Research Center of the He Luting
Advanced Research Institute for Chinese
Music of the Shanghai Conservatory of Music
and Professor of its Conducting Department,
Honorary Fellow of The Hong Kong Academy for
Performing Arts and Visiting Scholar in its School
of Music, Distinguished Professor and Supervisor
on the Master’s and Doctoral degree programmes
at the Department of Chinese Music, the Laozi
Academy of the Xian International University
and Sehan University of South Korea, and
Visiting Professor or Adjunct Professor in many
conservatories, Council Member of Chinese
Musicians’ Association and National Commission
of China Federation of Literary and Arts
Circles, Honorary Music Director of the Shaanxi
Broadcasting Chinese Orchestra.

After graduating from the Shanghai Conservatory
of Music in 1983 under the tutorship of Xia Feiyun,
Hu Dengtiao and He Zhanhao, Yan was appointed
Principal Conductor and Artistic Director of
the China National Orchestra before he joined
the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra in 1997. In
addition to Chinese music conducting, Yan has
also conducted Western symphony orchestras
such as the China National Symphony Orchestra,
Beijing Symphony Orchestra and Russian
Philharmonic Orchestra of Moscow.
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Yang Ji Wei | Singapore

Ji Wei started learning the Sheng at the age of
10 under the tutelage of Guo Changsuo. He read
music at the Central Conservatory of Music in
Beijing, China under renowned Sheng masters
Professor Yang Shoucheng and Feng Haiyun. In
2015, he received the Singapore Youth Award
which is one of the nation’s highest accolades for
outstanding youths. He is also a multiple-award
winning Sheng performer and an active advocate
in the Singapore music scene.

He is also a recipient of the prestigious Shell-
National Arts Council Scholarship in 2005; co-
founder and Executive Director of The TENG
Company; Treasurer of the Singapore Chinese
Music Federation; President of the Singapore
Sheng Association; amember of the China Sheng
Musicians Society; Music Director and Founder of
the first and only Sheng ensemble in Southeast
Asia, "Resonance”; and the Music Director and
Conductor of the Chinese orchestras in Raffles
Institution (Year 1-8), Raffles Girls’ School, Anglo-
Chinese School (Barker Road), Catholic High
School (Primary), Elias Park Primary School and
Rosyth School.

As a conductor, Ji Wei has led many orchestras
to achieve new heights of musical excellence at
the Singapore Youth Festival Central Judging.
He was the youngest conductor of a Gold Award
winning school at the Singapore Youth Festival
Central Judging 2005 and remained as the only
conductor in Singapore with a stellar record
of producing distinction awards for Chinese
Orchestras over the last 17 years of his career.

In August 2018, Ji Wei was appointed Council
Member of the Promote Mandarin Council by the
Ministry of Culture, Community and Youth.
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Yu Jia | Singapore

Yu Jia began learning pipa at the age of four from
her father Yu Song Lin, and entered the Central
Conservatory of Music's Junior Department at
age of nine. She has studied under pipa master
Li Guang Hua and won numerous awards. In 1997,
she graduated from the Central Conservatory
of Music with a Bachelor of Arts degree. In the
same year, she joined SCO, and is currently SCO's
pipa principal. In 2018, Yu Jia entered the China
Conservatory of Music to study a Master’s degree
in pipa. She graduated in 2021 and is currrently
pursuing a Master’s degree in zhongruan.

In SCO, Yu Jia has performed as a soloist with
many well-known conductors in concerti such
as The River Red, Se, Anger, Capriccio of the
Ancient Path, Hua Mu Lan, Spring & Autumn and
Joy of a Toast & Whirling Dance. SCO has specially
invited well-known composer Liu Xijin and Kuan
Nai-chung to compose pipa and erhu concerto,
Tian Yuan and pipa concerto, Flying Asparas.
The award-winning piece performed by Yu Jia -
pipa concerto Arise, You Lion of Glory! - won the
Composition Award first prize at the Singapore
International Competition for Chinese Orchestral
Composition 2015 and also garnered the most
votes from the audiences.

In September 2019, SCO embarked on a four-
city concert tour to Europe. Yu Jia performed
Arise, You Lion of Glory by Gordon Fung Dic-Lun,
in Berlin and Prague, and her performances had
received well acclaim.
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Zhang Ronghui | Singapore

Zhang Ronghui is the Ruan Principal of the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), President
of Ruanxian Association of Singapore, Artistic
Director of Ruanxian Ensemble (Singapore),
council of Singapore Chinese Music Federation,
honorary member of China Nationalities
Orchestra Society Professional Ruan Committee,
adjudicator at the first Singapore International

Ruan Arts Festival and Competition and Cultural
Conservatory of Music Arts Exhibition and
Festival (Singapore Division).

Ronghui studied guzheng, ruan, and liugin under
the tutelage of masters Gao Zhicheng, Ning Yong,
Miao Xiaoyun and Zhang Xinhua respectively. She
was admitted into China Xian Conservatory of
Music Affiliated High School in 1885, where she
minored in piano. In 1891, she entered the China
Conservatory Instrumental Department, where
she collaborated with CCTV to record albums,
soundtracks and her first solo ruan music video,
Praise of Water. She followed master Liu Dehai to
perform in Hong Kong Culture and Art Festival.
Upon graduation in 1995, she joined the China
Song and Dance Ensemble and was awarded
first prize in ruan section during a Professional
Technical Assessment conducted by China's
Ministry of Culture. She also taught at the China
Conservatory of Music Affiliated High School. She
joined the SCO in 2007 and toured countries like
Europe, Japan, and Indonesia with the orchestra.

Ronghui's performing style is pure and beautiful,
emotionally rich and full of vibrance. She was
invited as a guest speaker by the National Arts
Council of Singapore and Esplanade, and received
interviews by Lianhe Zaobao, Straits Times and
Oral History of National Archives of Singapore.
Many of her students achieved excellent results
in international music competitions and went on
to become musicians in professional orchestras.
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
