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In Commemoration of Peng Xiu Wen

The late maestro of Chinese orchestral music, Peng Xiu Wen is credited with being among
the first to introduce symphonic music into the Chinese orchestra repertoire, personally
composing many pieces himself—compositions such as Flowing Water, Terracotta Warriors
of the Qin Dynasty, A Crane in the Clouds and Golden Mausoleum. Over his 40-year
career, he left audiences impressed and overwhelmed by his powerful presence and style,
and his research had a direct and farreaching influence on the development of Chinese
orchestral music. The SCO honours Peng’s contributions with this retrospective of his work.
